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THE ESSENCE, STRUCTURE AND WAYS OF FORMING
THE PROFESSIONAL AND ETHICAL COMPETENCIES
OF FUTURE TEACHERS AT THE MASTER'S LEVEL

Abstract. The article analyzes the essence, structure and possibilities of
developing professional and ethical competencies of future teachers studying
in master's programs. The author examined the general cultural and
professional competencies mentioned in the master's educational program
of the Ministry of Science and Education of the Azerbaijan Republic in the
specialty of pedagogy. The document “Master's educational program” in the
specialty “Pedagogy” specifies the general cultural competencies that the
graduate must master as a result of mastering the program. Among the
identified common cultural competences are “having legal knowledge and
ethical norms; and among the competences to be mastered in the
organizational and management field of professional competences are
“behaving according to ethical rules in difficult circumstances, mastering the
skills to understand the ethical aspects, possibilities, limitations and social
role of the individual”, as well as was required to conduct an informed
assessment on topics related to the field of study. We consider it advisable to
determine the essence, structure and ways of forming the professional and
ethical competence of future teachers at the master's level, taking as a basis
certain competencies. The article also talks about the formation of skills to
behave according to ethical rules in difficult conditions in future teachers
studying at the master's level, the ability to understand the ethical aspects of

personal behavior, opportunities, limitations and social role is analyzed.

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INTRODUCTION / BCTYII

Formulation of the problem / IlocranoBka mpo6siemu. Adaptation of
modern teacher education to European standards is, first of all, fulfilling the
requirement of training a competent specialist who is able to carry out practical
activities, apply individual techniques and carry out successful work in the course
of professional activity and social experience. Professional and ethical competence
is one of the priority indicators among the competencies that future teachers must
master at the master's level. In the document “State standard for the level of higher
education. Educational program for specialization at the master's level" (060119 -
Pedagogy) [5] approved by the resolution of the Ministry of Science and Education
of the Republic of Azerbaijan No. 1463 dated August 31, 2012, mentions general cultural
competencies that a graduate must master as a result of mastering the program.

It was determined:

e among general cultural competencies: “possession of legal knowledge
and ethical standards”;

e the competencies that need to be mastered in the organizational and
managerial sphere of professional competencies include “to be able to behave in
accordance with ethical rules in difficult conditions, to understand the ethical
aspects, opportunities, limitations and social role of personal behavior, to conduct a
reasonable assessment of issues related to sphere of activity of education".

We consider it necessary to determine the essence, structure and ways of
developing the professional and ethical competence of future teachers at the
master’s level, taking certain competencies as a basis.

By the decision of the Board of the Ministry of Education of the Republic of
Azerbaijan dated November 6, 2014, the “Rules of Ethical Conduct of Teachers”
were approved [11]. These Rules define and regulate the principles of ethical
behavior of teachers and the corresponding requirements, features of the
relationship between participants in the educational process. Paragraph 1.3 of
the decision states: “These Rules consist of a set of norms regulating the general
behavior of teachers when carrying out their professional activities at all levels
of education and their relationships with participants in the educational
process.” Taking as a basis what has been said in this paragraph, attention
should be paid to the “Rules of Ethical Conduct of Teachers” in order to
determine the professional and ethical competence of future teachers receiving
education at the master’s level.

The principles of ethical behavior of teachers and the corresponding
requirements are defined in the document “Rules of Ethical Conduct of Teachers”
[11]. These principles include the rule of law, integrity, professionalism and personal
responsibility, loyalty, civility, impartiality, public trust and confidentiality. This
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Decision defines the values and responsibilities that reflect the personality of the
teacher, the teacher’s relationship with students, relationships with the staff, with
the head of the educational institution (director, rector), relationships with parents
and other representatives of the law, the teacher’s authority in society, the
“Teacher’s Oath”, and Issues of ensuring compliance with the rules of ethical
behavior are also raised. This legal document, regulating the ethical foundations of a
teacher’s professional activity, is declarative in nature, based on the principle of
“avoiding the undesirable” and is considered correct and fair.

Analysis of major research and publications / AHani3 (0CHOBHMX)
OCTAHHIX AocCaiKeHb i nyostiKaniu. In our country, the number of scientists
who have made an important contribution to the development of issues of
pedagogical morality, to the study of the level of moral creation and behavior of
the teacher, the role of the teacher in regulating moral relations in society
includes N. Kazimov [8], M. llyasov [7], G. Abbasova, [1], K. Gulieva [4], G. Aliev
[2], F. Ibragimov [6].

It should be noted that in dissertations written since 2000, a tendency to
analyze certain aspects of teacher training began to appear. The growth of research
in this direction is associated with the active penetration of the competent
approach into the higher education system. The emergence of the competency-
based approach is associated with the name of the famous American linguist
Professor Noam Chomsky, who introduced the term “competence”. The origins of
the competency-based approach date back to the 1960s.

J. Raven's scientific work “Competence in Modern Society” (1984) became
an important contribution to the development of the competence approach. In
the work, the author describes the category “competence” using the concepts of

“preparation”, “trust”, “ability”, “human responsibility” [12].

AIM AND TASKS / META TA 3ABJJAHHA

It is known that the future pedagogue studying at the master's level should
learn general cultural competencies along with professional competencies.
Communicative-speech competence, forecasting competence, global competence
and professional-ethical competence belong to general cultural competences. The
purpose of this study is to determine the essence, structure and ways of formation
of professional-ethical competence of future teachers studying at the master's level.

For this purpose, the scientific-pedagogical literature was analyzed and
approved by the Ministry of Education of the Republic of Azerbaijan "State
standard of higher education level. The requirements contained in the document
"Educational Program for Master's Degree" (060119 - Pedagogy) were examined.
Among the general cultural competences mentioned in the state document is
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"having legal knowledge and ethical norms", and among the professional
competences is "being able to behave in accordance with ethical rules in complex
conditions, to understand the ethical aspects of personal behavior, opportunities,
limitations and social role, field of activity. Ways to acquire the skills to make a
reasoned assessment in matters related to In addition, based on the clauses
contained in the document "Rules of Ethical Behavior of Teachers" approved by the
Ministry of Education of the Republic of Azerbaijan, an analysis was conducted on
the violation of professional and ethical norms by graduate teachers.

In order to solve the goal set in connection with the topic, the following
tasks are planned:

e In the formation of the professional-ethical competence of graduate
teachers, in accordance with the ethical principles contained in the document
"Rules of Ethical Behavior of Teachers", to determine the opportunities to move
away from undesirable qualities through various subjects in the audience;

¢ to analyze the content of the concepts of "ethics" and "professional ethics";

e to determine the manifestation of personal qualities, behavioral
components and reflective components in graduate students that determine the
structure of professional-ethical competence;

e to analyze the influence of ethical ideas in the content of subjects taught
at the master's level, etc.

THEORETICAL BACKGROUNDS / TEOPETHUYHI OCHOBH

The theoretical substantiation of the conceptual field of the essence and
structure of the professional and ethical competence of the future teacher at the
master's level gives rise to the need for a more detailed consideration of the
professional activity of the future teacher within the framework of ethical standards.

In our country, little attention is paid to the study of the professional and
ethical competence of future teachers studying at the master's level; very little
research has been carried out in this area and no dissertations have been written.

The personality of a future teacher at the master's level, the qualities
necessary for a specialist in the process of professional activity are always
reflected in behavior and actions not only at work, but also in everyday life. All
this forms in the public consciousness the image of a teacher as a highly moral,
spiritual and humanistic person, which, in turn, forms the basis for building his
professional image. Analysis of research reveals that the personal qualities of a
specialist play an important role in his professional activity and this is not an
obligation, but an objective necessity arising from the application of professional
standards to the professional requirements of a specialist or undergraduate.

The essence of the professional and ethical competence of a master’s
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teacher is an indicator and at the same time the result of professional and
personal preparation for work in an educational institution, since the
implementation of any pedagogical task has moral significance. The ethical
competence of the future teacher constitutes the main regulation of his actions,
which is determined by his habits, traditions, principles of life and professional
activity, mental state, actions, deeds and qualities; professional pedagogical
standards ensure the teacher’s conscious choice of ethical behavior in
accordance with the rules of ethical behavior.

The process of developing the professional and ethical competence of a
future teacher at the master’s level is quite complex. However, the main
condition is considered to be knowledge of the methodological foundations of
ethics and professional ethics as its important component and socio-cultural
origins. Understanding these methodological approaches allows us to reveal the
semantic core of ethics and its characteristic features. The basis of the
methodology is historical knowledge about the development and formation of
ethics and professional ethical ideas.

“Ethics (in Greek - ethika - ehtos - a term derived from the word
“custom”) is a philosophical science that studies morality. Ethics, being the
oldest component of philosophy, is one of the theoretical subjects. For the first
time, Aristotle called the doctrine of spirituality “ethics.” Unlike ordinary moral
consciousness, ethics is a product of the moral and theoretical activity of society.
The duty of ethics is to help people practically solve moral questions (What
should one do? What is Good? What is Evil? etc.). For this reason, ethics has also
been called “practical philosophy” since ancient times.

Ethics, as one of the humanitarian disciplines, analyzes duty, good and evil,
as well as other ideal categories, moral principles and norms of behavior, the
doctrine of human purpose, the meaning of life.

Professional ethics is a special moral requirement associated with the
characteristics of any profession. Moral requirements, although general, have
specific requirements for socially useful work in various fields. Here we are
talking about the peculiarities of work ethics. Usually these include professional
dignity, conscience, honor, integrity, consciousness, humanism, etc. The
Hippocratic Oath (for doctors) adopted in ancient medicine is an example of
professional ethics. In the modern period, the legal and moral basis of
professional ethics is quite broad. Special professional associations are created
and ethical rules are discussed and adopted at their meetings. Pedagogical ethics
is an integral part of general ethics and reflects the pedagogical process from the
point of view of a moral unit. Pedagogical ethics is a science that studies the
activities of a teacher from the point of view of moral aspects.
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The study of pedagogical ethics as a regulator of the relationship between
teacher and student allows future teachers to focus on the procedural side of
pedagogical behavior and culture.

Each person has unique skills, talents, potential, and different hidden
abilities. People want to exercise, use and develop these abilities throughout
their lives. Possession of a profession or activity ensures this development. A
profession is a set of activities based on knowledge and skills that people
acquire through education in order to take a certain position in life. In addition
to specific responsibilities, roles and activities, each profession also includes a
number of general functions. Among them, specific, profession-specific roles and
activities impart the quality of professionalism. Lack of professional
development affects first of all the person himself, and then the institution in
which he enters. And this leads to a decrease in the quality of service and the
creation of organizational problems. Professionalism develops in parallel with a
high level of performance of duties and responsibilities of specialists.

A young specialist who has mastered the basics of ethical standards within
the framework of a master's educational program and has begun teaching
activities acquires ethical principles.

In addition, the teaching profession often consists of participation in
resolving non-standard situations, conflicts and ethical issues in the “teacher-
teacher”, “teacher-student”, “teacher-leadership” systems. It is required to form
a specialist in “ethical improvisation” according to the moral core of the
personality of the future professional teacher. The maturity of a teacher’s
personality against the background of certain moral and pedagogical values,
consideration of moral problems at the moral and ideological level is often
associated with universal human values.

The requirements for the specialty in question, functional responsibilities,
requirements for the personal qualities of the future teacher, possible levels of
ethical problems allow us to say that the teaching profession requires high
competence and skills from a specialist. It is impossible to act in non-standard
situations without complying with normatively defined ethical norms and
standards. “Rules of ethical behavior of a teacher” [11] include the values of
teaching activity, principles of ethical behavior and other components that cover
all categories with which a teacher interacts. According to the rules, the system-
forming personal qualities of a specialist are decency and competence, which
require special ethical qualities from the teacher. In order to develop ethical
competence in the professional training of future teachers, priority is given to
the best specialists who meet the moral, ethical, professional requirements and
standards of the profession.
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RESEARCH METHODS / METOAU AOC/IIAXEHHA

The methodological basis of the study "The nature, structure and ways of
formation of professional-ethical competence of future pedagogues at the
master's level" is a set of theoretical propositions about the understanding and
analysis of pedagogical reality, pedagogical facts, events and processes.

The following methods were used in the study:

1. Theoretical analysis. In order to find out at what level the problem is
studied, the existing scientific pedagogical and methodical literature was studied
and analyzed, generalizations were made and certain conclusions were drawn
accordingly.

2. Pedagogical observation. Regarding the problem, the characteristics of
activities of the pedagogues studying at the master's level of higher education
institutions were observed in the auditorium, during scientific-research
experience and scientific-pedagogical experience.

3. Pedagogical interview. In order to investigate the problem, to get
extensive information about it, to clarify the progress of the research and to
perform effective activities in this field, interviews and oral surveys were
conducted with the professors and teaching staff, graduate students.

4. Advanced pedagogical experience is generalized.

RESULTS OF THE RESEARCH / PE3YJIbTATHU AOCAIAKEHHA

The professional and ethical competence of a future teacher studying for a
master's degree is an individual psychological education that is formed in the
process of professional training and includes the formation of a system of special
professional competencies that allow the graduate to successfully perform
functional tasks and assess the level of education. As a result of such education,
responsibility for the results of one’s activities increases from the point of view
of ethics and moral values, including in situations of moral choice.

Researcher E.Beznosyuk [3] in order to determine the structure of
professional and ethical competence, developed a system of components that
make up its content, and included the following components in this system:

1) Personal: the worldview of a teacher educator is of interest as one of
the most important internal conditions for the formation of professional and
ethical competence. It is considered necessary to pay attention to the humanistic
orientation of the individual, the developed ability to unconditionally accept the
personality of others, which are integral requirements of the ethical code of the
future teacher.
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2) Behavior. It is believed that an important and integral component of
professional and ethical competence is behavior that reflects the ability of a
specialist to regulate teaching activities within the framework of the normative
and ethical field. The behavioral component includes the ability to act in non-
standard professional situations, to individualize technologies of pedagogical
activity, taking into account emerging ethical problems.

3) Reflection. It is due to the fact that the future teacher reflects specific
behavior in the process of his activities.

It is necessary to analyze the relationship between the listed components
of professional and ethical competence (personal, behavioral, reflective) and the
results of its formation. The personal component is associated with moral and
value forces. Moral and value competencies imply the ability to plan and design
pedagogical activities on various topics with an understanding of increased
responsibility for one’s professional behavior, understanding oneself as a bearer
of professional and ethical competence. Behavioral competence is integrated
with moral and normative competence. Based on the priority of these ethical
norms and values, self-regulation of professional activity is carried out, as well
as the ability to show politeness, humanism, demonstrate correct speech,
emotional and behavioral reactions in difficult situations, the ability to
adequately determine professional speech tactics in professional activities,
manage personal and business communication, and also organize joint activities.

CONCLUSIONS / BUCHOBKH

Ethical values stand out among the core competencies that future graduate
teachers must master. These values act as an indicator and at the same time the
result of professional and personal training in the course of activity, because the
fulfilment of any pedagogical task has moral significance. The ethical
competence of a teacher constitutes the main regulation of his actions, it is
determined in his skills, traditions, principles of life and professional activity,
mental state, actions, deeds and qualities, that is, professional pedagogical
norms constitute the teacher’s conscious choice of ethical behavior in
accordance with the rules of ethical behavior.

One of the ways to develop the ethical competence of future teachers at
the master’s level is to study various areas of pedagogical science (“Pedagogical
technologies”, “History of pedagogy”, “Pedagogical ethics”, “Fundamentals of
pedagogical skills”, “Ethnopedagogy”, etc.) with ethical and pedagogical ideas of
an invariant nature. This extensive knowledge underlies pedagogical research
by teaching staff to improve the education and upbringing of the younger
generation in different historical periods. We believe that in addition to the
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standard experience-oriented technologies available in the formation and
development of professional and ethical competence of future teachers at the
master’s level, it is considered appropriate to involve master’s students in
volunteer activities and the implementation of additional educational programs.
This will lead to the formation of special competencies as a result of the
formation of professional and ethical competence, which will provide the
opportunity to improve their professional and ethical skills in practice.

The research activity is aimed at training specialists who can function
effectively as the implementation of the social order of the society, who can
adapt to changes in working conditions and technologies throughout their life.

Different levels of consideration of research activity can also be
distinguished. Researchers consider research activities within the university as a
system. With this approach, the following levels of management are distinguished:

e self-organization and self-management;

e the relevant department that manages the content side of the research
activity;

e the dean who leads the organization of scientific work at the faculty;

e scientific research department coordinating and regulating research
activities.

Research activity in the activity of administrative staff of educational, scientific
or state institutions in the management structure is performed as follows:

e atool for learning and improving science;

e means of discovering and mobilizing resources in the field of scientific
activity;

e means of controlling scientific activity and its implementation in the
educational process;

e means of developing science management strategy.

In order to consider the issue of conducting scientific-research activities in
the master's degree, the training of masters is initially focused on scientific-
research and scientific-pedagogical activities. The scientific-research activity of
masters is the main type of their independent educational work. Here, masters
make a plan with the help of their direct supervisor, rely on the professional and
creative experiences gained during the master's preparation process, as well as
in classroom classes, to master the curriculum of the master's preparation.
Currently, a modern specialist is required to be ready to act in non-standard
situations and bear professional and ethical responsibility for the decisions
made. Voluntarism is the voluntary choice of the subject, the active participation
of the individual in public life, expressing his personal views and position.
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In the process of participating in volunteer activities, communication
skills, leadership qualities, tolerance and respect for others are developed and
improved. In order to implement the pedagogical conditions for the formation of
the humanistic orientation of students’ personalities, it is considered advisable
to organize their training through presentations at methodological seminars of
the department and scientific and practical conferences. The participation of
future teachers studying at the master's level in professionally oriented,
specially organized volunteer activities contributes to the formation of the
professional competence of future teachers in the process of teaching at a
university, leads to strengthening the ability to perform professional functions
in terms of ethical standards and values.

It is also mandatory to involve master's students in research activities and
various types of teaching practice. In order to develop the professional and
ethical competence of future teachers studying at the master's level, the
conditions for developing their professional and ethical competence can include
the creation of opportunities for creative self-realization and self-development
of students. This condition is one of the most important in the formation of
professional and ethical competence of teachers. Because achieving a positive
interpersonal style in a team and organizing various situations requires
professional thinking. The use of this pedagogical condition allows us to resolve
the contradictions between the high requirements for constant self-
development and self-improvement and the actual absence of conditions for
creative self-expression and self-realization.

Prospects for further research in this direction / IlepcnekTuBHU
noaaabumux AocaigxKenb. In the modern period, according to the results of
pedagogical research, in the system of training future teachers of the 21st
century, special attention is paid to the personality of a specialist, the formation
and development of his professional competencies, as well as the improvement
and culture of the formed professional qualities and value orientations. From the
analysis of existing studies it is clear that the components of professional and
ethical competence indirectly include professional and ethical culture, spiritual
and moral values, tolerance, culture of communication, etc. As a result of the
analysis, it is concluded that the personality of a future teacher in the modern
era is not only professional competence, but also dignity, self-respect,
responsibility, professional self-esteem, the need for self-realization. The teacher
of today's generation is a true leader who is flexible in finding creative,
alternative communication strategies.

FOUNDATIONS IN PHYSICAL EDUCATION AT SCHOOL

Abstract. The article is devoted to the presentation of new theoretical and
methodological views on the development of physical fitness of the new
generation. The main goal of the experiment is to eliminate deficiencies in
physical and functional development indicators in 5th-6th grade students,
to reveal their motor abilities, to reveal the role of hygiene and athletics in
physical development, and to take into account the full functional activity.
Then, the physiological measures, stimulations, biomechanical measures,
content analysis, questionnaires, interviews, and observations are
included in the methodological list. Methods and organization of the
research of the study enrolled V-VI grade students (12), 2 teachers, and 1
coach for the pedagogical experiment. The duration of the experiment was
one month to realize their moving ability, healthy lifestyle. Data collection
presented the descriptive method of statistics by using different indicators
(mean-median-mode) and some calculations to use shifting positive
changes of dynamic growth. The stimulation method was designed to
correct some errors in students' motor abilities; active exercises were
performed; and students' physical and functional activities in terms of
height, weight, and speed were evaluated. Findings showed that students'
athletic and movement abilities increased regardless of their height,
weight, or speed. Physical health, a healthy lifestyle, and hygiene are all
important factors in their physical development. Students were tested on
their ability to perform the corresponding motor skills under the
supervision of the teacher. The goal was to identify the student's motor
skill deficiencies. Several physical exercises have been implemented aimed
at increasing movement ability through the development of physical
activities, keeping a healthy lifestyle, and hygiene. The proper daily
routine, healthy hygiene and nutrition, and the method of stimulating daily
activities create dynamism in physical activity and movement abilities, as
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well as raise children's awareness of the effects of actions and health-
improving means on the body.

INTRODUCTION / BCTYII

Formulation of the problem / IlocraHoBka mpo6Jsiemu. According to
recent research, involving active games at this age (11-13) is more crucial in
developing physical activities. Moreover, active games are a broad, inclusive
concept that includes the imagination of many colorful activity-based games.
Movement is very important in these games.

These games generally do not require any special preparation from the
participants. The same dynamic game can be played under different conditions,
with fewer or more participants, and with some rules. Such games are popular
among students of V-VI classes [6], [15].

The main challenges that students face in physical training classes are the
lack of time; inconvenient exercise, self-motivation, exercise enjoyment,
boredom, lack of belief in their ability to engage in physical activity, and fear of
being injured [1], [4], [6]-

Analysis of major research and publications / AHasni3 (0CHOBHHX)

various research was conducted and several scientific research papers were
written on the issue of physical education. Russian scientists such as B. Balsevich
[8], L. Glazirina, T. Lopatin [14], and Y. Kopylov [9] identified the main social and
psychological goals of physical education, but they did not adequately research
the methodology and principles of its application in lower grades. There have
been several works on teaching physical education, including its inclusion as a
sports lesson.

This research focuses on new aspects of physical education methodology.
It involves the creation of special rules and laws of physical education and their
implementation in the pedagogical process. The research work describes
common patterns typical of physical education for all individuals, including
children, adults, beginners, and skilled athletes.

Additionally, new theoretical considerations suggest that increasing
physical activity and fitness can improve academic performance and physical
activity within the classroom. as any skeletal muscle movement that results in
energy expenditure.
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AIM AND TASKS / META TA 3ABJAHHA

Regarding to the relevance of this research work allowed to formulate the
purpose of this study - to enhance the physical and functional development of
fifth and sixth-grade students through improvements in speed, motor skills,
athletics, gymnastics, and angle of motion. These indicators contribute to a
healthy lifestyle and hygiene.

The and tasks of the experiment were as follows:

e select of physical health information about students, determination of
physical and functional development indicators;

e determine motor activity awareness of the main content and goals of
the subject of physical education in V-VI classes;

e interplay between teaching and learning centered on achieving the
discipline goals in gaining speed movement ability and athletics in the 5th grade;

¢ identify speed and speed-power ability in the 6th grades;

e choose the best ones based on goals and objectives teaching, education,
and development means, forms, and methods directing the educational process;

e examine the principles of organization of methodical work on the
development areas of physical education in secondary schools.

THEORETICAL BACKGROUNDS / TEOPETHUYHI OCHOBH

Physical education is a strategic priority for secondary school students
because it includes the health and physical fitness of the next generation.
Physical education is a type of education with the specific content of movement
training, physical quality development, mastery of special physical education
knowledge, and the formation of a conscious need for physical education classes
[3], [4], [6].

The primary goal of physical education is to ensure students' harmonious
physical development, the formation of a physical movement culture, and the
development of moral-will characteristics. Moreover, physical education affects
not only a person's overall, harmonious physical development but also increases
endurance and creates high emotions. This subject's teaching has various
characteristics related to the physical development of students at different levels
of education. Moreover, the theory and methodology of teaching "Physical
Culture” is a new and developing educational discipline. It is a subfield of
pedagogical knowledge and a branch of pedagogical science in the fields of
physical education theory and methods, sports training, health, and adaptive
physical culture [12], [13].
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Our Azerbaijani scientists, A. Abiyev [1], F. Huseynov [1], H. Gurbanov [3],
A. Ramazanov [3], A. Asgerov [3], B. Guliyev [2], along with Russian scientists
A.Baranov and P.Vinogradov, are researching innovations in the field of
physical education in Azerbaijan. They suggest that we should value physical
education as a subject that promotes growth and development in the physical,
cognitive, and social areas. They emphasize the importance of understanding the
benefits of physical education in our lives and demonstrating the skills and
behaviors associated with a physically active lifestyle at all times.

Acquiring the skills mentioned as a requirement must occur through
education; thus, teaching physical education in our schools must cause various
changes in our students. Nonetheless, research scientists M. Branikowski [16],
L. Cale [19], and ]. Harris [19] (M. Bronikowski, L. Cale, ]J. Harris, 2009), note that
mobility, kinesthetic activity, flexibility, continuous activity, and appropriate
interaction in modern youth who graduate from secondary school are rarely
observed, as are communication and social skills. A lack of psychological training
in education makes it difficult for students to develop the necessary skills. For
this reason, the methodology of teaching physical education to enjoy the benefits
of the subject and express oneself serves as a constant guide for students to
select their own physical activities, participate in them, and incorporate them
into their lifelong routines.

According to the Physical Training Curriculum of Azerbaijan [4], physical
education instruction entails the planned, harmonious development of motor
abilities, the formation of moral and voluntary characteristics, and the
development of motor culture. Furthermore, this stage of education includes a
critical period in the realization of the student's cognitive, physical, cultural, and
psychomotor development. The following are the characteristics of teaching the
subject at this stage [6], [8], [11], [12]:

e health improvement, learning about movements and their purposes,
sports types, performance methods, motor abilities, and methods;

e provision for planned motor skill development;

e incorporating elements of various sports into physical training;

e teaching the technical and tactical aspects of individual sports and
mastering practical execution methods, as well as providing the necessary
physical training in these sports;

e the development of a movement culture;

e the formation of moral and voluntary characteristics is the primary
goal of education;

e personal health, body strengthening, and instilling a sense of personal
responsibility in the development of a proportionate body structure.

To say briefly, the study of the theory of physical education deals with the
general regularities of the subject as a pedagogical process. This includes
common patterns, defined as patterns typical of the physical education of any
person, including children and adults who are new to physical activity, as well as
skilled athletes. The new content of the physical education methodology is the
creation of special physical education rules and laws and the implementation of
general laws in the pedagogical process. New theoretical considerations suggest
that increasing physical activity and fitness improves students' academic
performance and physical activity in the classroom. V-VI grade students'
physical activity is defined as any skeletal muscle movement that results in
energy expenditure [14], [15], [19].

Daily physical activities

[. Adriadi [9], V. Alabin [10], identified that daily physical activity (PA) can
be classified as occupational, sports, conditioning, household, or other activities.
The movement of students' physical activity determines speed, speed-power,
flexibility, strength, agility, and endurance [7], [8]. Therefore, physical education
is presented in the pedagogical literature as the subject of two concepts:
physical activity and the proper development and education of the body
following this activity. The problem is examined by E. Naiminova [21] from the
standpoint of didactics and various teaching methods. It is well known that the
learning process is presented as both didactics and methodology content. Some
literature claims that the methods are practically oriented, and in theoretical
considerations, didactics in physical education teaching are understood on the
same level as teaching methods [17], [20], [22].

Researchers have discovered that children and adolescents' participation in
PA is dependent on age, gender, ethnicity, immigration status, parental income,
and education, as well as social and environmental factors. Some scientists have
proved that PA is affected by density and neighborhood walkability as proximity
to recreational facilities, traffic jams and volume, and living neighbored
residentials [12], [14], [16]. According to new theoretical literature, physical
inactivity and a lack of exercise are significant social health problems, and habits
of unhealthy food. It is necessary to increase children's motivation to participate
in physical activity and sports for this purpose. Moreover, referring to
psychologists conducting scientific research on sports, for 11-13-year-old
students to be active, it is necessary to instill confidence in overcoming a variety
of obstacles, change their decision balance, increase their effectiveness, and
motivate them to create a social environment [13], [15]. Sometimes, a lack of
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knowledge about physical and functional development indicators of children's
organization in schools leads to failure in performing sports.

Additionally, recent theoretical cites proved that nutrition before and after
exercise has a significant impact on our performance. To gain muscle mass, we
must eat properly, especially before and after exercise. The muscles that work
during exercise cannot complete their tasks if they are not fed [3], [5], [7], [9]-
Regular exercise and a well-balanced diet are essential for those who want to
look good while staying healthy. The main goal of the article is to investigate the
modern requirements in the teaching of physical education subjects based on
new theoretical analyses.

RESEARCH METHODS / METOJAU AOC/IAXEHHA

The study involves a pedagogical experiment with two teachers from
Azerbaijan's Academy of Physical Education and two physical education
teachers from secondary school No. 200.

First and foremost, the students were advised to keep a "sports diary".
They will be able to track your physical progress until the end of the school year.
They will be able to monitor and control their physical and functional
development indicators. Height, weight, and height index are all examples of
physical development. X = m/h2. The following criteria were used to assess the
students' speed:

Quickness and mobility.

Movement reaction frequency development.
Frequency of movement execution development.
Increasing your running speed.

Increased speed.

To check students’ interests in physical activities the survey was
conducted to make sure their attitudes to PA on their off time. As research
methods, the following methods were applied:

e stimulations;

e observational studies;

e interviews, and questionnaires;

e qualitative and quantitative research.

RESULTS OF THE RESEARCH / PE3YJIbTATH JOCAIAKEHHA

As a result of research experiment students were shown interesting videos
about the role of physical activity in living a healthy life as a method of
stimulating them to be healthy as the next generation's successors.
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The daily work routine of each student was then observed, and some
discipline rules were considered to develop the students' physical activities.
Students in both groups were able to demonstrate age-appropriate motor skills
and reconcile their appreciative activity with the activity of their peers.

Students' knowledge of the organization and management of movement
activities in both classes was tested using the interview questions. They were
then asked how they would apply their knowledge of examples of body-
strengthening remedies. Later, the students’ complex movement abilities in
improving their health were observed. Another goal was to observe the
sequence of actions for the anticipated activities based on the commands and
patterns. In all cases, the students' indicators of functional development, pulse
pressure, and pulmonary vital capacity were determined using normal body
height and weight indicators in both grades.

As a result of the exercises, all of the mentioned physical activities were
evaluated. It was discovered that 5th-grade students' motivation for physical
activity fosters a love of life in them. Life activities began to feel renewed. They
began to make changes in their daily routine, and by selecting the appropriate
time and type of task, as well as planning functional activities that develop
motor movements, they were able to create dynamism in their activities. Given
the differences in height, weight, and speed, it was discovered that some
students do not have the proper eating habits, do not follow the proper sleep
routine, and have little knowledge of the choice of physical activity.

1) A demonstration of the motor abilities of morning gymnastics was used
during the experiment. Although the motor activities occurred concurrently, the
physical activity of each student became the focus of the learning. Nevertheless,
the motor activities occurred concurrently, and each student's physical activity
became the focus of attention during the learning. The students were initially
taught how to demonstrate appropriate physical movements correctly in the
morning gymnastics on a video clip to improve their motor abilities. They were
able to provide brief information on the healing effect of movements.

2) As a follow-up activity, the daily routines, eating habits, and the amount
of physical activity of students were examined. All results were evaluated after
being analyzed. The first task was to establish a daily routine. according to
maintaining physical activities. As a second activity, students’ daily routine,
eating habits and amount of physical activities were analyzed and all results
evaluated. The first task was to determine daily routine according to maintain
physical activities. Students aged 10 to 11 were given some freedom as long as
they were guided and supervised in certain areas. Students were taught how to
establish a daily routine and how to choose food and clothing. They were given
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the authority to choose the time and amount of physical activities to be
completed during the day. The goal is to be accurate and correct in them, as well
as to form the proper motor skills.

3) Additionally, students were involved in active games. Participating in
healthy active games on a daily basis increases the dynamism of students’
physical activity. They give brief information about the effect of healing agents
on the body. A smooth, green field was chosen for the outdoor game, and a
suitable location was prepared. The students and teacher worked together to
prepare the venue for the games. Before the game began, the teacher became
acquainted with the location and established traditional game boundaries.
Netting was installed on the windows and lamps. The air in the hall was changed
before the game, and the floor was mopped and cleaned.

4) The teacher explained the game in a concise, logical, and coherent
manner. A lengthy explanation is known to have a negative impact on the
perception of the game. The explanation began with the name of the game, the
role of the players and their arrangement, the flow of the game, the purpose of
the game, and the order of the game. At the end the game was evaluated by the
teacher. The games held in class had a positive impact on the students. As a
result, it was preferable that the games that took place on the fields. If the games
were held in halls or buildings, it would be critical to create sanitary conditions.

5) Jogging, walking, cycling, kicking a ball, and other daily active games are
examples. The agreement on such games demonstrated that children require
some training and time to become accustomed to them. Students who imitated
the game stage of running and jumping from the turnstile were discovered to
have two distinct health issues. Children felt both excitement and fear. It was
discovered that they had little knowledge of what speed of movement to achieve
in the game's implementation. The second condition was a lack of speed and
weight. Overweight children, it turns out, have difficulty running and jumping.
Because the high jump plank was 4480 mm long, it was discovered that they had
little knowledge of the proper speed limit and healthy nutrition during the day.

6) Analytical results of students’ motor abilities in research study.

The table clearly shows that the majority of V-VI graders prefer motor
activities. 7 out of 12 students said they did these activities more frequently
during the week (Table 1). It was discovered that students of this age are very
interested in outdoor activities. This is because children aged 11 to 13 have a
greater sense of freedom and self-expression when playing games. According to
the information gathered from the interviews, only 5-6 students devote some
time to these activities, which they attribute to their obesity and a lack of a
nearby area for games.

7) One of the most significant fields of research in terms of health and
proper daily routine was students' interest in motor activities. Students' health-
related tasks were used for this. Athletics, running, jumping, and ball-throwing
tasks were among them. A questionnaire survey was looked into the findings
and concluded that a proper daily routine and sports activities that strengthen
motor skills increase children's interest in sports.

As can be seen, participation in physical activities by 11-13-year-old
students improves the quality of their daily activities while also improving their
mental abilities. Students correctly rated physical activities from 1 to 5, with an
average activity of 4. Physical activities, it turns out, serve to establish a healthy
lifestyle, not just as a separate thought of doing sports.

8) The students' speed and mobility in both classes were then evaluated,
as well as the development of movement reaction frequency, movement
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execution, increasing running speed, and determining increased speed.

It was discovered that the evaluated areas were capable of producing
certain positive results as a result of the application of various methods. It was
realized that outdoor games, cycling, jumping, and running increased students'
speed and mobility when compared to the results of the previous inspection.

At the same time, the movement response frequency demonstrated its
level of growth. According to the pre-test results of quickness and mobility
increased two more times (2.3 %/4.4 %); movement reaction increased
2.5%/4.7 %; frequency of movement determined with 3.5 %/4.8 %; running
speed was 2.8 %/4.9 %. Thus, it is clear that the systematic development of
physical movement activity in 11-13-year-old students is dependent on the
correct construction of methodical work and motivational strengthening.

CONCLUSIONS / BUCHOBKH

The results of the pedagogical experiment allow us to draw the following
conclusions:

1. Physical education encourages students' harmonious physical
development, the development of a physical movement culture, and the
development of moral-will characteristics. This education encourages students'
harmonious physical development, the development of a physical movement
culture, and the development of moral-will characteristics.
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2. Motivation is the best tool to increase students' participation in physical
activity, sports, and games and increases the effectiveness of mobility in a social
environment. It is proved that a lack of knowledge about physical and functional
development indicators of children's organization in schools leads to failure in
performing sports.

3. Nutrition was discovered as a beneficial activity before and after
exercise that has a significant impact on students' performance. They need to
have strong muscle mass and eat properly before and after exercise. The
analysis of modern theoretical considerations proved that the teaching of
physical education needs to apply relevant techniques to the student's age level,
interests, and healthy eating habits.

4. The research methodology has implemented regular exercises that
students have a great interest in. Following a daily routine regime, regular
exercise, and a well-balanced diet are essential for developing physical culture.
As a result of the formation of motor abilities and the strengthening of exercises
according to various methods aimed at development, the movement frequency
of the students, their reaction to it, and their running speed increased. At the
same time, the correct establishment of the daily regime and healthy nutrition
were able to influence the movement abilities of the students to the maximum
extent.

Prospects for further research in this direction / IlepcnekTuBmu
noJaJblIuX AocaigKeHb. According to the study, students from V to V grade
need to maintain a good routine and nutrition to ensure a healthy lifestyle.
Physical education plays a crucial role in developing healthy habits and moral
values in children. The research also presents a modern methodology to
enhance gymnastics, speed, and dynamic activities that can improve motor skills
and lead to a healthy life for the next generation. This study can be a helpful tool
in achieving academic progress in the field of physical education.

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APPROACHES TO UNDERSTANDING THE ESSENCE
OF VALUES AND THEIR SYSTEMS

Abstract. Research shows that not only in pedagogical science, but also in
other sciences, the lack of a specific unified interpretation of the term “value”
itself causes certain difficulties. Despite the widespread use of the term
“value” both in everyday speech and in various sciences, its abstract nature
remains. In the sciences, values are given different definitions, such as a
psychological phenomenon, a topic of philosophical discussion, or an
economic value. There is no generally accepted single definition of values.
Some philosophers even argue that this concept cannot be defined. A study
conducted in 1969 noted that there were about 180 definitions of the
concept “value” or corresponding synonyms. All this follows from the fact
that the concept of values is a vague concept. This ambiguity stems from the
fact that the concept has both an objective and a subjective meaning. On the
one hand, values are rules and responsibilities that do not depend on people
and the lifestyle norms arising from them, and on the other hand, values are
an individual’s ideas about what is more important for his life. At the same
time, if we take into account that the prevailing way of thinking in modern
conditions requires consideration of social processes in an interdisciplinary
relationship, then the uncertainty inherent in concepts in general can be
considered both an advantage and a disadvantage. Disadvantage — because it
makes it difficult for different points of view to understand each other. As an
advantage, because opposing aspects can balance each other. The article
examines special studies by a number of foreign experts on such issues as
values, their nature and content, characteristic features, and also analyzes
and explores what the essence of values is. Consequently, to clarify the
content of this understanding, it is necessary to turn to philosophical,
sociological, psychological and pedagogical approaches. Otherwise, the
attitude towards values and the approach to them may be one-sided. In this
case, as in the approaches found in psychological and pedagogical literature,
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positions may coincide with each other.

INTRODUCTION / BCTYII

Statement of the problem / IlocraHoBKa npo6siemu. One of the main
features of social life is that it cannot be studied only on the basis of purely
rational considerations and only with the help of technical methods and
principles. Here we are talking about axiological (value) factors. Because,
explaining the reasons for people’s actions, we are forced to recognize an eternal
problem here - the role of meaning-forming elements of social life.

The axiological approach, which first appeared in philosophy (Greek
“achia” - value and “logos” - word, teaching), now covers all areas of social and
humanitarian knowledge, as well as the sciences existing in this area. Today,
neither philosophy, nor sociology, nor pedagogy and psychology - in a word, not
a single social and humanitarian science can develop without turning, at least in
an elementary form, to evaluative acts or ways of experiencing excitement.

A person is always associated with values, because, firstly, as a bearer of
personal dignity, he must act morally, secondly, he needs values, and thirdly, he
has the ability for ethical reflection. For I. Kant, values are constructs originating
from human thinking [6].

However, the concept of “value” was first introduced into science by
R. Lotze. Kant's contrast between what should be and what is allowed R. Lotze
approaches the natural and social history of mankind as a microcosm,
representing the unity of the following trinity: the world of truth, the real world
and the world of values [8]. However, neither R. Lotze nor the neo-Kantians gave
a definition of values, contrasting them with teleological, epistemological,
pragmatic, spiritual, moral and other views.

Classic works devoted to the theory of values in philosophy are definitely
associated with the names of M. Scheler and E. Durkheim, who systematized ethical
values. They founded the idea of "transcendentalism” and emphasized that values
are located outside the subject, and considered them as absolute principles of
existence and knowledge. Noting that the world is divided into nature and culture,
the mentioned philosophers substantiated the fact that values are objective and are
in a certain hierarchy, and also permeate all of reality. Thus, M. Scheler in his work
“Formalism in Ethics and Material Ethics of Values” describes the essence of values
as follows: the more stable the values, the more intense the satisfaction they bring,
the stronger their priority [14]. As a result, the neo-Kantians created such a
philosophical science as axiology. There are also many theories that explain
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values as “a person’s obligation to follow norms” [14].

Thus, we can say that values have subjective significance and also pose a
problem of legitimacy, which is an important point from the point of view of the
research topic, especially in the context of the teacher’s actions in the learning process.

Analysis of (major) recent research and publications / Anauis
(ocHOBHHMIX) OCTAHHIX AocaigKeHb i myosikanin. [lociegHue uccaenoBaHuUsl.
The problem of values was widely studied by Soviet philosophers in the 60-70s
of the twentieth century. S. Anisimov [1], V. Vasilenko [3], A. Zdravomyslov [7],
Yu. Podolskaya [11] define the category “value” as “society”, “social relations”,
“good”, “personality” and note that it is interdependent and interconnected with
such categories. Other philosophers have studied the meaning of values from a
fundamental point of view, I. Narsky [9] highlights the meaning of values in
subject-object relations. O.Bakuradze [2], Yu.Rozin [12] consider values as
material and spiritual realities, and S. Rubinstein [13] as an ideal, model and goal
guiding human behavior.

AIM AND TASKS / META TA 3ABJAAHHA

The purpose of the study is to reveal important aspects of the problem of
forming professional values in the training of teaching staff, to consider the
presentation of the problem in scientific and pedagogical literature, and also to
identify important nuances. current problem through classroom and non-
auditory measures.

To achieve this goal, it was considered important to solve the following
tasks:

e studying the concept of pedagogical professional values;

e to carry out the formation of professional values among future teachers;

e organize a study of the formation of pedagogical professional values
among students from various aspects;

e contribute to the formation of professional values among students
through classroom and extracurricular activities.

THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK / TEOPETUYHI OCHOBH

The actualization of the social context of studying the phenomenon of
“value” attracted sociologists to this process. Sociological research in this area is
devoted mainly to changes in values and is based on the teachings of M. Weber
and E.Durkheim, who are classics of foreign sociology. The approaches of
sociologists are important from the point of view of our topic, that is, from the
point of view of changing professional values. They noted that values depend on
socio-economic conditions. As material conditions change from generation to
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generation, so do values and their hierarchy. M. Weber also believed that
different historical periods of society are characterized by different values.
Therefore, for M. Weber, value, being a variable category, reflects the dominant
vector of human interest and gives it a specific meaning [4]. M. Weber sees the
goal of “understanding” sociology in revealing this meaning. At the same time,
M. Weber believes that a researcher studying the diverse world of values must
identify patterns of similar interests and values. M. Weber calls these models of
similar interests and values ideal types.

Ideal types are constructed by the researcher as a theoretical scheme. It
includes moral, political, religious and other values, as well as the rules and
norms of behavior arising from them, and considers traditions as factors guiding
a society of values.

E. Durkheim emphasized that social values arise from collective ideas, and
he saw in this their objective nature and considered them as social facts. He
believed that human behavior is governed by a certain set of rules. These rules
are both mandatory and desirable, and they are based on generally accepted
values. Under the influence of socio-economic and other changes, values can
gradually change and transform, and some may even lose their meaning for
society (anomie). Values can reflect important functional characteristics of both
society as a whole and individual groups, for example, professional groups,
which presupposes compliance with professional norms and rules. E. Durkheim
included such professions, in particular, as teachers, lawyers, judges, soldiers,
and doctors [5].

According to T. Parsons, based on the ideas of M. Weber and E. Durkheim,
values are social ideas about what should be and what is desirable, which are
included in the generally accepted symbolic subsystem and act as a criterion for
choosing from existing alternatives and moral dilemmas. They are a system-
forming factor in the completeness, stability and normal functioning of society,
an important regulator of human movement [10]. According to T.Parsons'
theory, social order is possible only thanks to common values. Values are
considered as part of the overall socialization process [10]. Family, education,
religion in such social institutions are generated as values and thus reproduction
occurs. Thus, T.Parsons emphasizes the reproductive function of values.
According to Parsons, values are part of the social heritage that enables people
to become agents capable of acting in the appropriate social context. At the same
time, they provide individualization, the development of independent and
individual identity.

K. Hillmann, who developed the ideas of T. Parsons, draws attention to the
social nature of values. He writes: “From the point of view of the social sciences,
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values constitute the core of culture. They are the most important basis for
coordinated and mutually calculated actions. Since the individual subject is able to
anticipate the actions of his fellows in accordance with common values, thus
adjusting his own actions, social action becomes mutually calculated action” [15].

Values are also seen as the basis for genuine, productive collaboration and
trust. Their preventive effect is also noted, which helps prevent undesirable
behavior of various groups or resolve conflicts between them.

Therefore, values are not material objects. Since they are inherently
abstract constructs, it is necessary to find a way to make them visible. Values are
most clearly revealed in the main characteristic of a person - a positive or
negative response to various aspects of the environment, that is, in evaluative
activity. In this sense, H. Klages calls values “examples of leading behavior” [16].
In this way, that is, by guiding specific actions through goals, values also
participate in the construction of different realities.

Many local and foreign experts in the field of education responsibly
declare that there is no more difficult profession than the teaching profession,
and this can be seen even in official documents.

Important public duties such as educating future generations and
integrating them into society have been imposed on teachers. Thus, they both
reproduce and renew the cultural potential of society at the same time. The
teacher not only participates in the construction of society and its refinement,
but also leads this process.

These tasks are performed by teachers with different beliefs and motives.
However, the single line and direction is that every teacher should be able to
fulfill his duties with dignity by deeply understanding them.

Everyone knows how difficult the profession of a teacher is, a difficult
profession. However, many people do not know in depth the real problems that
teachers and the teaching staff face every day. The teachers themselves know this
more deeply, which can be solved by becoming a professional and competent
teacher by becoming deeply familiar with the intricacies of this profession.

The study of the main aspects of the pedagogical professional profile, the
precise determination of the characteristics of the teacher's profession are of
great importance in teacher training. Only when the actual characteristics are
known, substantial progress can be made in this field by raising the level of
preparation of students of pedagogical universities to learn the intricacies of the
teaching profession. For this, it is especially important to pay attention to a
number of important issues.

Pedagogical values, which have a special place and role in the system of
values, occupy an important place in ensuring the efficiency and quality of the
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pedagogical process due to its essence and content. The results obtained by its
implementation are important and necessary for the pedagogical process in
many ways due to its scale and capacity. In this regard, it is very important for
educators to have extensive information about the essence and content of
pedagogical professional values and to acquire knowledge and skills and
technological habits to be able to implement them.

Since the essence and structure of pedagogical professional values are
directly related to the essence and main function of the teaching profession, let's
first consider the essence and main features of the teaching profession.

In the last decade or two, there is hardly any other sphere of society that
has undergone as radical changes as the profession. As in professions, the
transformation of professional values is observed in all countries of the world.

High-status professional values are generally accepted in different
countries as having the same content and value. Occupations of the XXI century,
due to their diverse features, require mobility, ability to work in a team,
communication skills, etc. It requires methodological and social skills and habits.
In addition, these professions create associations such as individuality, sense of
personal dignity, self-development, self-realization, self-actualization in many
people. These also create demands for the creation and formation of various
professional values among the professionals.

In psychology and pedagogy, values are characterized as the significance
of a particular material, spiritual or natural object for people. A number of
psychologists emphasize that values give meaning to the past, present and
future, are the standard of judgment, decisions and actions of a person and,
therefore, have a dynamic motivational effect.

Psychologists pay attention to the subconscious nature of values. Our
ideals and moral concepts are subconscious. But in order for a person to be in
harmony with his values, they must be understood. For us, this provision is of
particular importance, since the successful formation of professional values in
professional training depends on whether this work is carried out consciously or
accidentally, on a subconscious level. Values that are internalized but not
internalized, that is, not incorporated into the ability to act consciously and
make decisions, and are not transformed into correspondingly perceived beliefs,
have no meaning. When values are imposed forcibly, they are absorbed only
formally, that is, without turning into motivation that determines practical
activity. Therefore, it is necessary to know the psychological mechanisms of the
process of value formation.

Turning to the study of the role of values in the socialization of the
individual gradually determined the participation of teachers in the study of this
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phenomenon. Since each period makes its own demands and seeks its own
answer to questions such as: “Who teaches?”, “Whom does it teach?”, “What does
it teach?” The teacher must evaluate the behavioral patterns and abilities of
students, form certain tendencies in them and take effective and adequate
measures against behavior assessed as negative. Therefore, learning is
impossible without assessment, since assessment must be carried out before the
educational work is carried out. It is becoming clear that educational science
needs to be challenged to think about values and assessment processes, and
research in this area needs to be expanded.

Sometimes values are equated with norms. However, here it is necessary
to pay attention to the special issue that if norms are social in nature, then
values are cultural in nature, and if compliance with norms is mandatory, then
values are accepted by a person voluntarily.

T. Parsons also believes that the difference between a norm and a value
lies, firstly, in their origin: norms are essentially social, and values are essentially
cultural; the second - in its functional purpose: values integrate social structures
and individuals, legitimize and support social order, and norms regulate human
behavior in social relations and processes; finally, thirdly, values motivate in
contrast to mandatory, imperative norms. In other words, values guide actions
“from the inside,” rather than “from the outside,” as norms do. While agreeing
with these ideas, I would like to add that although values are very abstract,
norms reflect specific instructions and rules that influence people's behavior.
Thus, values always find their expression in norms indirectly, for example,
through the legitimation of norms with the help of values.

In a number of studies conducted, pedagogical professional values are
sometimes described too abstractly. These are also evident in our conversations
with teachers. Some teachers call what they consider important in their
profession and for a good teacher to be values, which creates an abstraction in
distinguishing what values consist of. At the same time, a number of researchers,
when discussing the professional values of teachers, mention the name of a
number of such values, for example, orientation to self-development, humanism,
etc. they note such values [7] that they can be attributed not only to the teaching
profession, but also to other professions. All this creates certain difficulties for
the systematization and classification of pedagogical professional values. These
provisions show that the question of determining the values of the teaching
profession is very relevant.

Studies of pedagogical literature show that this problem has been relevant
for many years. Thus, from the middle of the 18th century to the middle of the
20th century, representatives of humanistic pedagogy in education
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characterized the ideal teacher as a teacher with pedagogical ethics. Some
researchers have formed the innate social image of the educator, characterized
the degree of understanding of his important qualities, claims of professional
readiness and responsibility towards society.

study of pedagogical and scientific-methodical literature;

studying relevant materials on the Internet;

diagnostic methods (survey, test, interview);

experimental methods (identification and setting of the experiment);
methods of self-evaluation and mutual evaluation;

analysis of pedagogical and psychological literature;

monitoring etc.

As we mentioned above, values perform the function of reproduction,
serving the preservation and development of life forms. By satisfying people's
needs, values serve a motivating function, a guiding function by guiding our
actions, especially in situations of moral dilemmas when we are required to
make informed decisions between conflicting values, a regulating function by
regulating our behavior, and an integrating function by bringing people together
through shared values. In this regard, a number of researchers pay attention to
the explanatory function of values, some to the adaptive function of values,
others to what they call the memory function of values. So, because values
express an important idea, they can be remembered. But since human
perception is selective, some values may escape his attention because attention
is limited to the facts immediately in front of him. Therefore, in such cases,
reminding a person of certain values can lead to their renewal in consciousness.

In a constantly changing and developing environment and in the presence
of uncertainty, people seek an anchor of stability and security. In this sense,
some authors note that values perform a stabilizing function in society. For
example, K.Hillman writes that “Values allow us to anticipate and predict
interrelated social actions, which is an essential prerequisite for social
integration and stability, as well as coexistence” [15].

It should be noted that the functions of values manifest themselves at both
the individual and social levels. In other words, values are manifested at all
levels of society. This means that they move from the micro level to the macro
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level. Values are important both for society and for the individuals who make it
up. They also perform a regulatory function, which manifests itself in the form of
normative rules for forms of cultural life.

This is very important in the context of discussions about values today. So,
today, mainly due to globalization and the clash of different cultures, many
moral values, such as loyalty, honesty, solidarity, discipline, have lost their
strength, young people are attracted to the values of post-materialism (personal
autonomy, self-government). Sometimes they even refuse well-paid jobs that do
not allow them to devote their time to creativity, giving preference to low-paid
but creative work, so there is a public demand for a revision of basic values and
a pluralism of values takes place. All this has recently led to the relativism of
values and, as a result, it is noted that it causes a collapse of values.

After all, today young people have the idea that a profitable occupation
should be easy, not difficult, even similar to a kind of game. But this is not a
collapse of values, but their displacement. It is rightly noted that they cannot be
canceled by us; at best, they can be rejected. In addition, according to a number
of sociologists, values always give people the freedom to make decisions: the
individual always retains his sovereignty, so actions that contradict personal
values can be permitted.

Among the most typical aspects of values in the literature, positive consistency
and continuity are mentioned, covering all situations, guiding people and being the
same for many people, forming the basis of life views and goals. These are just some
of the characteristics attributed to values. Due to the very strong situational and
sociocultural dependence, it is hardly possible to give a single and universal
definition of values. In fact, an analysis of various approaches to the concept of
“value” shows that most of them come from the same positions, that is, the same
terms are used here (identity in sociology, motive in psychology, demand,
socialization in pedagogy), and this means that values are the basis of many social
phenomena, therefore suggesting that they are the subject of all social sciences.

The above substantive aspects of values are important for us from the
point of view of their formation in the system of professional training of future
teachers. Since within the framework of the study, the terms must be
interpreted equally to ensure the reliability of the results obtained during the
study, this concept can be defined as follows: values are the main orientation for
assessing personal and social qualities:

e Actions and reasonable choices, being central culture-forming elements
for both the individual and society as a whole, are one of the decisive factors in
the social behavior of an individual in his situation. They are also important as
the main factors characterizing professional values.
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e The study of the historical roots of the concept of “value”, a comparative
analysis of the views of scientists who conducted special research on the
creation of these terms, play an important role in the correct representation of
its essence. The study of the essence of values creates an important basis for
determining the direction of the concept of “professional values” and the need
for its formation among future teachers.

e Taking into account the ideas and opinions presented in the article in
the pedagogical process can play an important role in the assimilation of these
values by future teachers and their ability to realize these values.

CONCLUSIONS / BUCHOBKH

The attitude to the concept of value is one of the topics that is relevant not
only from a philosophical and sociological, but also from a pedagogical point of
view. Research by many Western scientists proves that values as leading and
stimulating factors have an important influence on the formation of
relationships in groups and teams, cooperation, mutual assistance, business
skills and the regulation of individual social behavior. Since values are important
for performing various functions in society, especially the regulatory function,
they also have an important influence on the formation of pedagogical values. In
this regard, pedagogical values are very important and influential both for the
pedagogical process and for its carriers in general. These functions of values are
closely related to the formation of the correct attitude towards them.
Pedagogical values are not separated from the values formed in society, but are
included in the system of values that arise from them and are closely related to
them. The deep inculcation of values in students of the teaching profession, in
turn, has a positive effect on the correct understanding of pedagogical values
and, in this sense, on the formation of a positive attitude towards them.

Pedagogical values occupy one of the important places in the pedagogical
process. The fact that the teacher brings these values to his professional activity is
one of the most important qualities that characterize him as a professional and
competent teacher. Pedagogical professional values, due to their essence and
content, ensure a valuable attitude to the teaching process itself, its expectation
also leads to the rise of the reputation of the pedagogical profession, becoming an
indicator of how important and important the teacher's work is. The fact that
these values became the object of pedagogic research was precisely because he
was able to raise the pedagogic process to the level of a valuable process.

Analysis and generalization of the opinions of researchers about the nature,
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purpose, functions, role and meaning of values shows that the correct solution to
this problem, that is, their correct understanding in society, a high level of
people’s attitude towards them and their expectation in society, is the basis for
the formation of the correct attitude of people to the living and inanimate world
around them. Professional values are no exception. People who have acquired
professional values are in such a position in relation to their profession, to the
people around them and to their own behavior that they can rise above their
profession as a professional, a competent specialist and an individual.

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Abstract. This article is dedicated to analyzing the structure of
mathematical competence of chemistry teachers. The mathematical
competence of chemistry teachers is considered as a component of their
professional competence. The research methodology is based on similar
works devoted to the mathematical competence of teachers in other
natural science subjects. The paper argues that mathematical competence
of chemistry teachers can be regarded as a subsystem of the subject-
methodological competence of teachers. An expert analysis of the
correspondence between the nature of mathematical activities of teachers
and their professional functions has been conducted. It has been argued
that the structure of the mathematical competence of chemistry teachers
has been determined by the activity components of subject-
methodological competence, and the main directions of such activity has
been identified. For each direction, an importance index has been assigned
and defined as the probability of referring to the respective direction in
the teacher's actual work. For the mathematical competence of chemistry
teachers, a structural model has been constructed, which has become a
modification of the respective models for the mathematical competence of
geography, biology, and physics teachers developed by the authors. The
index of the level of mathematical competence has been determined as the
weighted average of scores obtained for the directions, where the
weighting coefficients have been the importance indices. Thus, the level
index has been scaled to the probability of randomly solving a selected
problem from the problem population, which has been determined by the
teacher's activity. Based on the developed model, measurement indices of
the mathematical competence of chemistry teachers have been tested
through experimental research of the measurement methodology and
indices of mathematical competence level. The assessment of the average
level of mathematical competence of chemistry teachers has been
established as 0.61, with a median of 0.66. Some fundamental problematic
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issues in mathematics for chemistry teachers have been identified. The
analysis of graphs of functional dependencies, systems of equations, and
problems involving integer numbers have been among them. The results
that have been obtained in the study demonstrate the necessity of
adjusting mathematics programs in pedagogical and classical universities,
as well as introducing mathematical training modules into professional
development courses for chemistry teachers in the system of postgraduate
pedagogical education to enhance the necessary mathematical skills. The
conducted research has corroborated the authors' conclusion from other
studies in the natural sciences field: a middle level of mathematical
competence is essential for chemistry teachers to effectively fulfill their
subject-methodological competency functions. The study has been
demonstrated the necessity of raising the level of mathematical
competence among teachers for the effective fulfillment of the job
functions of chemistry teachers. Possible further investigations in this area
are also related to the implementation of modified professional
development courses for chemistry teachers, which include a
mathematical component and an analysis of their effectiveness for the
practical work of teachers.

Abstract. The constant acceleration of scientific and technical progress
and the increase in the amount of information poses challenges to
scientists regarding the modification of scientific programs in accordance
with modern realities. Ukrainian project companies constantly feel the
need for professional personnel that is able to manage projects using
modern knowledge, methods and approaches. This, in turn, can
significantly strengthen the position of the project company on the market
and create conditions for the deployment of a competitive advantage
based on the reliability of terms and the quality of provided services.
Information competence is an integral part of the list of competencies of a
modern project manager and requires constant development, because
new approaches, software and communication opportunities for
communication with the expert environment are constantly appearing,
and their mastery will allow the project manager to remain competitive
and bring the project company considerable value. The scientific and
pedagogical community faces the task of training high-quality project
management specialists who will have enough knowledge to start working
in a project company immediately after graduating from a higher
education institution. For this, it is important not only to provide the
future project manager with modern theoretical knowledge, but also to
motivate him to develop informational competence for independent
mastering of new project management information.

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Abstract. The article deals with issues related to the analysis and
consideration of strategies for overcoming the qualification gap in the
education ecosystem and the labor market of Ukraine. During the
research, it was established that the labor market as of 2024 has formed
the following trends: reduction of official unemployment; there is a
shortage of qualified labor against the background of an increase in the
number of vacancies; the involvement of a greater number of
representatives of vulnerable groups in the labor market (pre-retirement
and retirement age, young people without work experience, internally
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displaced persons, veterans and demobilized military personnel),
insufficient quality of training of graduates of higher education institutions
when entering the labor market, and increased demand for vocational
education. The results of the needs of the business in the workforce were
considered based on an analytical review of web resources, an analysis of
the professional structure of vacancies was carried out, confirming the
importance of training specialists with modern qualification skills for the
labor market. Labor market requests for specialty 011 Educational,
pedagogical sciences were analyzed. The need for quick response of
modern institutions of higher education to overcome the qualification gap
has been proved. The importance of higher education in ensuring that the
skills of employees meet the requirements of the labor market is
substantiated. On the basis of theoretical analysis and empirical research,
the authors found that the qualification gap is at the intersection of labor
supply and demand, and this aspect can be overcome by the purposeful
and coordinated cooperation of higher education institutions that provide
professional training of specialists and employers who need highly
qualified employees. Strategies that can be used in the ecosystem of higher
education to reduce the qualification gap and increase the competitiveness
of employees in the labor market have been studied. The trends that are
important for overcoming the identified qualification gaps in the
conditions of the war economy and prospects for post-war reconstruction
are analyzed. Based on the analysis, recommendations are given for
improving the higher education system and its interaction with employers
to ensure the compliance of educational programs with the needs of the
labor market and to overcome the qualification gap.

ISSUES OF ORGANIZING INDEPENDENT WORK OF STUDENTS IN THE
PROCESS OF TEACHING THE SUBJECT HISTORY OF AZERBAIJAN

Abstract. The article notes that from observations in higher education
institutions it becomes clear that the ability of students to work
independently begins with secondary school age. One of the important
tasks facing modern education is the upbringing of a perfect,
comprehensively developed personality. The most important
characteristic that characterizes a person is associated with his
independent work and independent opinion. Advanced teachers of higher
education teach students to work independently, providing general
direction to students in organizing lectures and seminars, preparing
independent coursework and dissertations, and teaching them to
independently approach each historical issue, historical events and
processes. The relevance of the problem considered in the article is
determined by the following aspects:

1.1t is necessary to create an effective pedagogical and psychological
environment to provide students with information about the history of the
Motherland through independent study.

2. The importance of understanding the acquired knowledge about the
history of the Motherland and increasing interest in the subject,
developing students' logical, critical and creative thinking.

3. The high demand for the problem under study and the need to fill the
gap in this field, etc.

Continuing education means that a person is constantly engaged in self-
education, improves his knowledge and skills, and works on himself in
connection with the changes taking place in society and the world. This
requires examination of students' independent work. The worldview,
knowledge, skills, pedagogical skills of a high school teacher, special care
and love for students create a positive atmosphere in the classroom.
Lectures and seminars should be conducted at a high scientific-methodical
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level based on the knowledge gained as a result of independent work.
Lectures and seminars of an experienced university teacher should
enlighten the minds and hearts of students and attract them to research.
When classifying the independent work of students, the didactic,
psychological and philosophical foundations of the problem, age and
individual characteristics of students, the logical structure of topics, etc.
are taken into account when teaching the history of the Motherland in
higher education.

INTRODUCTION / BCTYII

Statement of the problem / [loctranoBka npo6Jjemu. All universities in
the republic teach periods of the history of Azerbaijan from ancient times to the
present day. Each period has its own characteristics. It is clear from the study
that the gradual use of independent work in teaching the history of the
Motherland has a special didactic significance. At the same time, the selection
and application of independent work on the logical structure of each topic
creates motivation for mastery.

Referring to the ordinary laws of logic, a modern university student will
not be able to acquire knowledge and learning skills if he does not take
advantage of self-study tools. Institutes and universities also give students the
key to mastering the sciences, preparing them as highly qualified personnel.
From the analysis of methodological literature it is clear that the knowledge and
skills acquired and studied by the student independently help him throughout
his life. Activity determines independence, and independence ensures activity.
The highest level of independence is creativity. Independence - creativity means
that every university student acts according to his own mind, creative
imagination, searches, defines, discovers this or that idea, thought, scientific
knowledge.

As a result of the study, we identified three forms of using independent
work according to their didactic features:

e Independent work, useful to us in the learning process. These include
independent work used in lectures, seminars, laboratory classes and other
educational activities.

e Independent work, which we use during extracurricular activities. They
include: discussion of historical and artistic works, reading conferences,
meetings with heroes of war and labor. Tasks that enhance the educational
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significance of these events include essays and other independent creative
activities.

e Independent work used in the process of extra-university activities.
This includes independent work aimed at increasing the educational value of
organized excursions to museums and visits to historical monuments.

It is the work of a teacher that shapes a human personality and polishes it.

From the study of methodological literature, it can be seen that the
knowledge and skills learned and mastered independently by the student help
them throughout their life. Activity determines independence, and
independence ensures activity. The highest stage of independence is creativity.
Independence - creativity means that every university student works according
to his own mind, creative fantasy, searches for, defines, discovers one or another
idea, idea, scientific knowledge. Since the problem has not lost its relevance for a
long time, it has been the object of pedagogical research from time to time. In
Azerbaijan M. Amirov [4], L. Mammadli [5], L. Asadova [10], B. Aleskerov [8] et
al., have addressed this problem in different aspects.

. Malkin comments on the didactic and educational importance of
independent work, as well as its motivation for conscious mastering in the
learning process, in his article "Effective organization of students' independent
work". Showing the importance of independent work in acquiring new
knowledge, strengthening and repeating learned knowledge, he classified
independent work according to the level of creativity and independence as
follows: "reproductive independent work; independent work that provokes
cognitive search; independent work that prompts creativity; independent works
serving cognitive-practical activity" [1].

P. Pidkasisty gives a detailed explanation about the role of independent
works in the learning activity, in the assimilation and strengthening of
knowledge, in the resource "Students' independent creativity". The tool is a step
forward in the field of theoretical foundations of improving students' cognitive
activity. Although the document dates back to 1975, the ideas, provisions and
proposals for independent work in it have not lost their importance even today
[2]. The well-known didactic P. Pidkasisty, in his research, divides independent
works into four types and writes: "Independent works by sample; reconstructive
independent works; independent works that serve to promote scientific
concepts; creative independent works" [2].

E. Golant's "Development of students' independence and creative activity
in the educational process” is particularly relevant when considering our
problem. Commenting on the essence of independent work of students in the
material, the author advises students to study the development of independence
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of young people in action (dynamics). This is undoubtedly related to the
dynamism of acquired knowledge, i.e.,, the importance of knowledge in the
learning process in constant use, application, and development. E. Golant shows
three directions of independence of students: 1) organizational-technical
independence; 2) independence in  students' practical activities;
3) independence in the process of cognitive activity [3].

In the latter type of activity here, E. Golant considered the activities of the
student in his written and oral performances and his activities related to his
physical labor. E. Golant gives special importance to the internal aspect of
independent work and shows that it is expressed in independent opinion,
independent judgment and drawing general conclusions. Thus, it would be a
mistake to always think of a student doing multiple homework assignments as
independent work. Because in such an activity, the student example simply
"repeats” the work of completing the tasks given in the classroom. However,
homework is not a repetition of the work done in the classroom, but it can be
considered an independent work if it includes works that combine new aspects
and require additional mental operations [3]. The problem of organizing the
independent work of students has been chosen as a research object in
Azerbaijan. In this regard, in 1985 M. Amirov defended his dissertation on the
topic "Effective organization of students' independent work in the process of
imparting real knowledge" in the Ph.D. program. The author gave the definition
of independent work in the following content: "Independent work is the process
of students and pupils independently acquiring knowledge and skills without
the teacher's intervention" [4].

L. Mammadli's research on "Ways of developing students' cognitive
activity" is very close to the problem we are studying. The didactic possibilities
of Azerbaijani history, pedagogy and psychology in increasing the cognitive
activity of students were investigated in the work. In the dissertation, the model
of formation of cognitive activity in students is defined. The author sees in
students thinking, searching and creatively mastering knowledge to form
cognitive activity. L. Mammadli commented on the scientific research conducted
on the development of cognitive activity in students. One of the issues
highlighted in the research is the identification of the management of students'
cognitive activity as a didactic-methodical problem. The author, who highly
values cognitive activity, writes: "As a result of the research, it was concluded
that cognitive activity is, first of all, the main characteristic of the personality,
and it prepares students to enter the ever-changing new world" [5].
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AIM AND TASKS / META TA 3ABJAHHA

The purpose of the research is to determine the methodological
conditions to ensure the efficiency of students' independent work in teaching
the history of Azerbaijan in higher schools, to theoretically base the work system
on the problem and to verify it through experiments, to create a system of this
work by determining the didactic, philosophical, and psychological foundations
of students' independent work.

Based on the purpose, object and subject of the research, the following
tasks are defined:

1. To bring to the center of attention the essence, function, purpose and
tasks, classification, methodical and psychological, didactic and philosophical
bases of the organization of independent works in the teaching of the history of
the Motherland.

2. Investigate the level of investigation of the problem.

3. To bring out the possibilities and effective ways of implementation of
the work on the development of students' independent work in the teaching of
the history of the Motherland.

4. To consider the independent work of students as a condition of self-
education of the personality and interest in training.

5. Investigate the issues of effective organization of students' independent
work in lectures, seminars and events outside the auditorium.

6. To determine the level of efficiency of students' independent work in
teaching the history of the country through a pedagogical experiment.

Scientific novelty of the research. A work system was created for the
effective organization of students’ independent work in the teaching of
Azerbaijani history in higher schools. This system includes: the essence, tasks,
content, theoretical and practical bases of students' independent work are
defined. The theoretical issues of students' independent work - pedagogical,
psychological, philosophical foundations were studied, the dynamics,
characteristics and evaluation criteria of their independent work were clarified.

If we refer to the usual laws of logic, a modern university student cannot
acquire knowledge and learning skills if he does not benefit from the means of
independent study. Institutes and universities also give students the key to
mastering sciences, preparing them as highly qualified personnel.

THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK / TEOPETUYHI OCHOBH

Advanced higher school teachers accustom students to work
independently by giving general direction to students in organizing lectures and
seminars, preparing free work, course work and graduation work, and teach
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them to be able to approach each issue in history, historical events and
processes independently.

One of the indicators of the urgency of the problem is related to the
transition of higher schools to the credit system. From this point of view, the
essence of independent work, the role, place, and characteristics of students'
independent work in the teaching of the history of the Motherland should be
studied, and it is necessary to process it with the expectation of systematicity
and consistency in the organization of independent work. In the problems
studied in the history of the homeland, there is uncertainty and detail in the field
of organizing students' independent work. The organization of work in the field
of students' ability to work independently does not meet the requirements of
students of higher schools.

There are shortcomings in the following issues related to the effective
organization of students' independent work in the teaching of Azerbaijani
history:

1. Defective activities of Azerbaijani history teachers in the pedagogical
process related to the problem;

2. Students' inability to sufficiently use independent works in lectures,
seminars and events outside the auditorium on the history of Azerbaijan;

3.In the organization of students’ independent work, improper
determination of purposefulness, professional orientation and time, etc.

Taking into account the defects, facts, and arguments listed above, the
problem of training students with the ability to independently solve the tasks
given in the auditorium and outside the auditorium in the history of Azerbaijan
arises. All this made it possible to define our dissertation topic as "The system of
work on the organization of students' independent work in teaching the history
of Azerbaijan in higher education institutions".

The relevance of the problem considered in the article is determined by
the following aspects:

1.1t is necessary to create an effective pedagogical and psychological
environment in order to provide students with their knowledge of the history of
the Motherland through independent work.

2. Understanding the knowledge gained on the history of the homeland
and increasing interest in the subject, the importance of developing students’
logical, critical and creative thinking.

3. There is a high level of need for the researched problem and there is a
need to fill the gap in this field, etc.

Continuous education means that a person constantly engages in self-
education, increases his knowledge and skills, and constantly works on himself

in relation to the changes occurring in society and the world. This makes it
necessary to study the independent works of students.

In the process of research - based on the results obtained when studying
the level of development of the problem and the state of application of
independent work in universities, we determined the classification of
independent work of students when teaching the history of the Motherland at
the University as follows:

e Independent work used to acquire new knowledge in lectures and
seminars.

e Independent work based on the application of knowledge acquired in
lectures and seminars.

e Independent work that serves to consolidate knowledge, skills and
abilities in lectures and seminars.

e In teaching the history of the Motherland (at lectures and seminars) -
reproductive independent work that stimulates cognitive search, independent
work that serves cognitive and practical activities.

¢ Independent work used to master historical concepts.

e Independent work, organized in seminar classes with maps and
textbooks, teaching aids, review literature, samples of literature and art.

e Listening to and taking notes on lectures on the history of the
Motherland.

e Independent work, organized using educational literature, historical
documents and sources.

e Independent work, organized on current literature in the process of
preparing seminars on the history of the Motherland.

e Independent work carried out in the process of performing laboratory
and practical tasks on the history of Azerbaijan.

e Independent work used in the preparation of essays, coursework,
graduation and diploma works on the history of the Motherland.

e Independent work that serves to prepare students for history
olympiads, scientific and practical conferences, speeches and reports in student
scientific societies.

e Independent work on the history of the Motherland, organized using
extracurricular activities. Independent work of students in the process of
organizing archival, archaeological materials, educational excursions, excursions
to local history and historical museums.

¢ Independent work of students in seminar classes on the history of the
Motherland - using role-playing games, modeling, business games, dramatizations.
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¢ Independent work, organized in the process of preparing students for
speeches and preparing essays on the topic being studied at seminar classes on
the history of Azerbaijan.

e Application of a problem situation in research seminars, research of a
specific historical event, organization of independent work of students using a
Venn diagram.

e Independent work on setting and completing tasks based on analysis and
synthesis in seminar classes, aimed at developing logical thinking among students.

e Organization of independent work aimed at developing the flexibility
and originality of creative thinking of students.

We classified methods that guide and encourage students to work
independently when teaching the history of the Motherland as follows:

e recommendations from the teacher at the beginning of work on
organizing students’ independent work;

e corrective recommendations when performing work;

e guiding recommendations during the work;

e recommendations that help improve the efficiency of independent
work and the development of students’ cognitive abilities;

e conducting introductory, final and guiding interviews at lectures and
seminars;

e preparing students to write reviews of presentations, magazine and
newspaper articles, research papers, books and monographs.

RESEARCH METHODS / METOAU AOC/IIAXEHHA

The following methods were used in the work:

e Verbal method - conversations, lectures, discussions and other forms
of oral communication between teacher and students.

e Printed-verbal method - study of a written source and its oral
discussion, for example, reading a paragraph of a textbook, a historical
document, followed by analysis and discussion.

RESEARCH RESULTS / PE3YJIbTATHU JOC/TIAXKEHHA

To achieve effective organization of independent work of students when
teaching the history of Azerbaijan in the educational process, it is necessary to
strictly comply with the requirements of didactics. To do this, history students
must be involved in mental operations, and the development of their
imagination must be the focus of the teacher’s attention. All these are
requirements of didactics. To do this, we have identified the following criteria as
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the didactic basis for the independent work of history students as a pedagogical
basis:

1) each of the independent works provided to students of I-IV courses
must correspond to this course;

2) ensuring proper assimilation of program material through independent
work;

3) completeness of historical knowledge and educational activities;

4) taking into account the level of independence of each student involved
in independent work;

5) taking into account the communicative competence of students;

6) when organizing independent work, regardless of various forms of
work, the individual characteristics and level of understanding of each student
must be taken into account;

7) independent work should be provided to students in stages according
to the principle from simple to complex and they should be psychologically
prepared to complete these tasks;

8) Students should be treated positively in lectures, seminars and
extracurricular activities, and the learning process should be based on mutual
respect.

Students in experimental groups, in preparation for seminar classes, tried
to complete independent tasks given by the teacher when studying relevant
topics. Students know how to use scientific, journalistic, fiction and historical
literature, fix the main issues, learn to select passages, quotes and statistical data
and formulate them systematically. The ability to write theses, essays,
annotations and summaries using historical literature motivates them to
independently acquire knowledge.

While teaching topics devoted to the study of personalities in classes on
the history of Azerbaijan in higher schools, the teacher invites students in the
experimental group to create a table related to historical figures. This table
reflects the extent to which students successfully complete independent tasks
based on the recommendations received in the direction of a comprehensive
assessment of the life and activities of an individual. Thus, as a result of
independent work, the students of the experimental groups characterized the
personality based on the factors listed below: First and last name of the
individual, stages of the individual’s activity, mastering the ideological platforms
of the individual being studied, whose interests the individual expresses at one
stage or another, research into personality assessment by contemporaries and
modern historians and political scientists.
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CONCLUSIONS / BUCHOBKH

Research determines the following functions of independent work of
students when teaching the history of Azerbaijan at universities:

¢ independent work, used in the process of educational operations of various
types in higher educational institutions, allows students to consciously perceive,
understand, analyze, synthesize knowledge and evaluate the results obtained;

¢ independent work of students for the purpose of studying historical
documents, archival materials, listening to lectures, organizing seminars,
preparing diplomas, essays, coursework and independent work forms their
educational sKkills;

¢ independent work creates a motive to consolidate, deepen and expand
acquired knowledge in the process of preparing for exams and tests on the
history of Azerbaijan.

e performing independent work assigned to students in the process of
independent work, theses, archival and educational excursions, gradually
develops their research skills.

Self-study assignments should be relatively difficult and complex and
should encourage students to be creative. Independent work should create the
opportunity to analyze facts and events obtained from historical sources,
various literature, and review materials. Also, one of the factors ensuring the
effectiveness of independent work is the assessment of the results of
independent work by the teacher. To achieve this, the principle of transparency
must be observed during assessment. The results of independent work must be
objectively assessed and brought to the attention of students.

Future Research Directions Prospects for further research in this
direction / IlepcneKTUBU NOoAaJjIbIIUX AOCAIJ)KEHb y IbOMY Hampsmi. In
conclusion, it should be noted that the purpose of using independent work of
students when teaching the history of Azerbaijan at universities is to encourage
students to actively assimilate, process, deepen and consolidate knowledge and
information. As well as the creation of a didactic basis using independent
methods of work from numerous sources of knowledge. Reasonable and
thoughtful organization of independent work develops students' creative
activity, observation and all three types of thinking, creates pedagogical
conditions for independent work, and develops students' mental and physical
abilities. In the course of organizing independent work of students when
teaching the history of the Motherland, an approach based on individuality,
consistency and competence includes the methodological foundations of the
study. The organization of independent work at a university consists of three
stages: at the first stage, the student searches for information, at the second
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stage, he implements it, and at the third stage, he evaluates it. Also, when
organizing students’ independent work, the individual characteristics of each
student must be taken into account, and both a psychological and educational
environment must be created for students to perform independent work.

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USING MUSEUM MATERIALS IN HISTORY CLASSES AS A TOOL FOR
FORMATION THE WORLDVIEW OF AZERBAIJANI STUDENTS

Abstract. As is known, education is a priority area in the life of the society
and plays an important role in the development and formation of a person.
It is necessary not only to acquire knowledge and skills, but also to ensure
the development of the student and the person as a whole. The main
subject of the educational process is the learner (pupil, student, etc.). In
addition to acquiring and developing theoretical knowledge as a carrier of
knowledge and skills, the Learner must acquire the necessary skills and
habits, apply the acquired knowledge in practice and in life, thereby be
ready for independent activity and choosing a profession, be competitive
in the market economy, and be able to build his own life independently.
From this point of view, the educational excursion is not limited to the
students' visual imagination, but has an educational, cognitive and
developmental nature. Educational excursion is one of the tried-and-
tested forms of organization of training and plays an exceptionally
important role in teaching history. Museum materials are used in history
classes. Students benefit from those materials as a means of formation the
learners’ mental outlook. The worldview is an integral part of the
educational and learning process. This is a complex and profound concept
that impacts the approaches and views of students. Every person trying to
understand the world inevitably plunges into the depths of philosophical
reflection. People approach each problem, event, situation from the point
of view of logical thinking and study them with a critical creative
approach. This process, which is directly related to cognitive theory,
encourages every student who does not fully understand the new reality
to use new methods and means. The worldview is a common system of our
common ideas about the world around us. It forms a general system of
diversity that determines our behavior in everyday life. The main question
of the worldview is a person's attitude to the world and the totality of
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irrefutable realities arising from it. According to experts of the modern
world of knowledge, current life requires comprehensive information. In
this sense, knowledge and skills must be provided in accordance with the
modern requirements of that world. Thus, the transfer of knowledge
should not be limited to the transfer of information, but should contribute
to the improvement of skills that will be effectively applied. From this
point of view, an educational excursion is not limited to burdening
students with only visual images; in its course, it should include a
description of an external object and disclosure of the essence of the event,
its patterns. Theoretical material activates the assimilation of visual
objects and helps to understand their essence. It also makes it possible to
form the necessary historical ideas, master complex concepts and obtain
generalized knowledge. The teacher should teach students to read and see
monuments and exhibits.

INTRODUCTION / BCTYII

Statement of the problem / I[locraHoBka npo6yemu. A person’s active
life position in society and successful activities depend on the degree of his
understanding of reality (nature, society and the person himself). The more fully
and adequately reality is reflected in a person’s consciousness, the more active a
person becomes, sets realistic goals for himself and carries out more purposeful
activities. It is clear that an adequate possibility of reality, a complete
understanding of the world, is a complex, contradictory and difficult process.
From what has been said, we come to the conclusion that understanding the
world passes through the formation of a worldview. Research shows that the
most optimal way to achieve this goal is the effective use of museum materials
(educational excursions) in teaching history.

Having substantiated the relevance of the problem we are studying, it
turned out that students who master theoretical issues of the subject of history
in classes, with the help of educational excursions organized to museums,
centers of material and spiritual culture, which are the sources of this subject,
develop the following stages of knowledge in them:

¢ theoretical knowledge acquired by students is visualized in the museum;

e theoretical understanding creates conditions for conscious assimilation
in the museum;
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e the obtained theoretical material (through its connection with museum
materials) makes it possible to fully apply it in the museum;

e analysis, synthesis of historical materials, created visibility contributes
to the development of students’ analytical thinking;

e assessment in the museum takes place in a collective form.

Acquiring knowledge, coordinating it with life and museum materials
creates the fundamental motive for shaping the worldview of students. The
philosophical literature on the nature of worldview says: “A worldview is a set of
principles, views and beliefs that determine the direction of activity and attitude
to reality of a particular person, social group and society as a whole. Worldview
is formed from elements of all forms of social consciousness” [1].

As we see, the problem has both economic, political and general pedagogical
significance. Therefore, there is a great need to study such a pressing problem and
fill the gap in the field. By examining the presentation of this problem in
educational documents, we determined that the history curriculum also requires
the importance of solving the problem. This document states: “teaching the history
of Azerbaijan in secondary schools is based on deep and comprehensive
knowledge, skills, high intelligence, broad worldview and the formation of a
personality that is constantly developing, based on its historical roots, traditions,
material and moral values, deeply understands and honors his past, loves his
family, homeland, people and eternally strives for its exaltation [2].

We identified the object of the problem we are studying to expand the
worldview of students through the use of museum materials in teaching history.

Analysis of (major) recent research and publications / Anauis
(ocHOBHHX) OCTaHHIX AocaigkeHb i myo6sikanii. From the analysis of basic
research and publications, it is clear that the problem of expanding students’
worldview through the use of museum materials in teaching history has been
chosen as an object of study by many researchers.

In the article by G. Ganieva “Training of future primary school teachers in
the school local history system” materials were prepared in accordance with the
standards established by the state for higher education. The material highlights
theoretical and practical problems of school local history.

The author, explaining the issues of organization and use of local history,
notes the following:

e preparation of lectures and illustrations;
selection of literature on local history;
didactic and educational impact of using local history;
providing tasks for organizing and preparing quizzes and competitions;
preparation of corners, calendars and diaries on local history, etc. [3].
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In A. Sayidova’s article “What should museum education be like in a history
course,” the author very succinctly made his contribution to solving the problem.
The article simply and clearly explains the rules for planning and conducting
lessons in museums, their didactic and educational impact. Talking about the
didactic significance of history lessons held in museums, the author notes:
“Students participating in history lessons held in museums, with the help of
museum materials, more consciously understand the past. When more complex
questions arise, it is necessary to resort to large-scale research projects” [4].

E. Weber's article shows the importance of using museums in the
educational process. The author rightly criticizes the test learning system based
on memorization. It is emphasized that the educational opportunities of
museums are not sufficiently used by schools. It should be noted that in
Azerbaijan, the educational opportunities of museums are not sufficiently used.
K. Weber rightly notes: “The study of science requires stronger, progressive
educational initiatives,” he emphasizes the need for cooperation between
museums, schools and society to achieve scientific achievements [5].

AIM AND TASKS / META TA 3ABJAHHA

In the early 2000s, a number of history teacher experts also developed an
innovative and interactive methodology for teaching history in schools, where
its main goals were outlined:

e familiarizing students with events and facts of domestic and world
history, as well as with the main processes of development of human society;

e creating in students an idea of the types of historical sources; their
characteristics, developing their analysis skills;

e developing in students the ability to independently analyze events of
the past and present, to reveal cause-and-effect relationships, generalize facts,
and use the knowledge gained from studying history at school in analyzing and
assessing the current state of society;

e formation in schoolchildren of an active life position, patriotism,
respect for other peoples, familiarization with universal humanistic values.

To achieve the goal, it is necessary to define the following tasks:

e to clarify the essence, goals and objectives, the level of research of the
problem, didactic, psychological and philosophical foundations for the formation
of students’ worldview through the use of museum materials in teaching history;

¢ identify effective ways to organize classes held in museums, using the
didactic and educational opportunities of extracurricular and extracurricular
educational excursions;
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e determine the level of effectiveness of the system of work on shaping the
worldview of students using museum materials through a pedagogical experiment.

THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK / TEOPETHYHI OCHOBH

When studying the situation of the problem in school practice, it turned
out that many teachers skillfully coordinate history lessons with museum
materials. They periodically organize excursions to regional and central
museums, historical monuments, centers of material and spiritual culture. The
second group of history teachers organize educational excursions only at the
insistence of school leaders. The third group of history teachers (and they are
the majority) do not visit museums at all and do not conduct educational
excursions. In order to increase efficiency and expand the worldview of students
by using museum excursions in teaching history, it is advisable to give students
tasks that are appropriate to their age, knowledge and skills.

The main focus was on increasing students' interest in history and
museums. The philosophical basis for the effective use of museum materials and
educational excursions in teaching history is the existence of the individual, an
understanding of existence with reality, modern critical and objective views on
the development of social life, the political structure of states, changes in the
past and existing legal systems.

Analyzing history programs and textbooks, it becomes clear that there are
very wide didactic opportunities for using museum materials when teaching
topics from ancient times to the present day. The use of these opportunities with
pedagogical skill largely depends on the competence of history teachers and
their high professionalism. The 21st century has many opportunities for this. In
the field of teacher training, all conditions have been created for the
development of new teaching technologies. In secondary schools, classrooms are
equipped with smart boards, and computers are provided for each student.
Many schools have buses to facilitate the movement of students. Students can
use school buses to go on educational excursions and visit historical sites.
Teaching history lessons in a museum does not mean that covering any arbitrary
topic will be effective. This is absolutely not true. The topic carried out in the
museum must be related to the museum, historical monument, center of
material and spiritual culture. Only topics that meet this compatibility are taught
in museums. The quality of education largely depends on the creation of an
effective educational and training environment. Compared to the learning
environment, the educational environment should encourage the learner to
develop freely and be a creative individual by being general, abstract, broad,
comprehensive, it should be life itself, and learners should be in life. The
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learning environment should be such that students can think independently in
order to find the truths of life at school, can cooperate in a group and
collectively, and can solve the problems (asked questions) in the conditions of
mutual respect and communication. In the conditions of a proper education and
learning environment, the school should focus all its attention on the
comprehensive development of students, and the satisfaction of their interests
and needs. In this case, the purpose of education can ensure that knowledge is
given to students not only theoretically, but based on practice, in a
developmental nature. The creation of an environment that ensures mastery is
also important in the organization of training. Students are directed from
practical issues to theoretical principles (from the concrete to the abstract) by
being guided to choose one of the alternative versions, engaging in projects
based on and enabling problem solving. At this time, the teacher directs the
students to solve the problem and gives them advice. We want to say that the
training should focus not only on the knowledge defined by the textbooks, but
also on the problems that interest and concern the learners. Research shows
that by giving preference to the project method in the learning process, learners
achieve faster and independent problem solving.

Worldview is the general system of our general ideas about the world
around us. It forms a general system of diversity that determines our behavior in
everyday life. The main issue of worldview is a person's attitude to the world
and the set of irrefutable realities arising from it. "Worldview is the basis of
public and individual consciousness, and at the same time, it is a process that
supports human activity. Many researchers consider the functions of worldview
as humanistic, social-axeological, cultural-educational, informational”). Although
the theoretical-methodical literatures that we examine in order to determine the
place and role of worldview in human life approach the problem from different
aspects, they are unanimous in the issue of the importance of a sufficient
worldview for a person. In the nearly five thousand years of society, people have
constantly tried to expand and improve their worldview. From the essence of
the worldview, that is, the worldview is a set of principles, views and convictions
that determine the direction of the activities of a separate person, social group
or society as a whole and their relationship to reality.

Worldview includes the structural components of common sense, such as
research, analysis, synthesis, and generalization. We also encourage learners to
take a critical and creative approach to events and processes by applying new
teaching methods in the organization of the learning process. From this point of
view, the scientific knowledge and achievements they will acquire in the training
form the philosophical basis of their outlook.
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Another important point to note is that the training process is not only a
matter of modern times. This issue has been important for all civilizations that
have developed in human society.

It is well known that the source of education stems from the ancient man's
need to learn. As the world is understood, learning has become a human goal. During
his evolutionary period, man tried to understand, study, and draw conclusions from
what he saw in the world around him, and this process had an exceptional effect on
his further maturation as a conscious being. The need to understand the secrets of
this world in order to be protected and protected, to survive has become a driving
force in the development of man and the regulation of relations in social life, in the
direction of the formation of the concept of management. In connection with this, the
creation of farms, economic relations within the community and the involvement of
children growing up in families in the general labor process have facilitated the
formation of the elements of education (observance of the division of labor,
discipline, sense of responsibility, etc.) that are part of the concept of "education”.

In modern times, there are many technologies that implement the
developmental functions of training. The developmental function of the training is
to build the training at the maximum level of difficulty by using the potential
opportunities in the intellectual development of the individual at the maximum
level and to accelerate their development based on the real level of the student.
From this point of view, the training that ensures the maximum mental
development of the student, causes them to master knowledge consciously, and
helps them to develop their independence in teaching work is called
developmental training. "Education and mental development are two interrelated
processes. In this process, training is considered leading. Therefore, the training
process should be carried out at a high scientific level. Developmental training
involves managing not only the assimilation of knowledge, but also the
development of students' mental abilities".

Scientists who study human behavior (economic and social) note that
cognitive activity consists of 3 principles: goal, action and result, and these principles
play an important role in human development and the formation of new thinking.
These principles are actually the basis of people's activity, living and development.

The 21st century itself dictates a synergistic new approach to worldview.
According to our opinion, the most optimal option for young people who receive
their basic education in secondary schools, without wasting time, for them to
understand the world based on objective realities, is the effective organization of
classes, extracurricular and extracurricular activities.

In history lessons, the teaching method should be chosen according to the
content and logical structure of the topics. In-depth analysis should be used in
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the teaching of each topic. For this purpose, brainstorming, discussions, role-
playing games, presentations, methods of conducting research, methods aimed
at the development of logical and critical thinking processes, methods and
methods aimed at the development of creativity should be used effectively.

RESEARCH METHODS / METOAU AOC/IIAXEHHA

1) Verbal method - conversations, lectures, discussions and other forms of
oral communication between teacher and students.

2) Printed-verbal method - study of a written source and its oral
discussion, for example, reading a paragraph of a textbook, a historical
document, followed by analysis and discussion.

3) A visual method is to analyze historical maps, tables, diagrams,
drawings, use a chalkboard, and on-screen aids. This method is often combined
with verbal. Students become familiar with visual material and then analyze it
during a conversation, debate, discussion, etc.

4) Practical method - various actions with educational objects. For history
lessons, this most often involves making models and layouts, filling out outline
maps, drawing diagrams, compiling tables, etc.

RESEARCH RESULTS / PE3YJIbTATH JOC/TIAKEHHA

An educational excursion - a history lesson in a museum can be interpreted
as follows: an educational excursion is an opportunity to teach students in
ordinary, natural conditions or in museums, etc. This is a form and method that
allows you to organize the study of various objects and events. A general
educational excursion through history, like other types of excursions, first of all
creates a motive for the formation of a worldview. The excursion creates visibility.
Active comprehension of the truths of the historical past is the essence of a study tour.

An educational excursion is different from an excursion conducted as an
extracurricular activity. Thus, a study tour is a form of educational organization.
This type of excursion is conducted with students of the same class or two
identical classes on a specific topic reflected in the curriculum. This is a
compulsory activity, and the excursion, which is a form of extracurricular
activity, is voluntary. On an educational excursion, students' attendance is
checked, but on other excursions this is not required and students from different
grades can participate in these types of excursions.

What are the pedagogical possibilities of a study tour? It concretizes
concepts and helps create vivid and artistic presentations. This allows you to
attract various sources of historical knowledge, revive the most studied events
and processes, and restore the past. An educational excursion provides an
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opportunity to develop the thinking and imagination of students, activates their
cognitive activity, arouses interest in history and develops it, establishes a
connection with life, as a result of which the formation of moral education of
schoolchildren becomes possible.

A history field trip is different from an extracurricular field trip for a number
of reasons. Prof. A. Abbasov notes: “Among the forms of organizing training,
educational excursions occupy a unique place. They are of great interest to
students. This type of excursion is also useful from the point of view of providing
visualization of learning. Study excursions are usually reflected in the subject
program. Excursions are organized at the expense of the time allocated for studying
a particular subject (in our history study). Like other forms of educational
organization, an educational excursion is based on didactic principles (scientific,
systematic and consistent, awareness and activity, visibility, etc.)” [6].

Currently, hundreds of local history and local history museums have been
created in schools. In these museums it is possible to organize an educational
process that meets all the requirements for conducting a lesson. They include:
knowledge testing, notes in notebooks, etc. This can become possible thanks to
the comfortable placement of students in the museum. However, not every
activity conducted in a museum can be considered appropriate. A museum
lesson is only more appropriate when there are a large number of exhibits, and
also when there are exhibits that cannot be brought to class.

Educational excursions can be divided into several forms depending on
the nature of the excursion object:

a) museum;

b) places of historical events;

c) cultural and historical monuments;

d) modern places, etc.

CONCLUSIONS / BUCHOBKH

There are methodological conditions for the effective organization of
educational excursions. The requirements for a history lesson may also be
related to the methodological conditions for effectively conducting an
educational excursion. Let us note some important methods of educational
excursion in history in grades V-XI:

The educational excursion requires special preparation of students. The
teacher conducts a preliminary interview about the topic, place and time of the
excursion, and briefly provides information about the features of the object.

The main requirement for the development of students’ thinking is setting
thoughtful tasks for students during the excursion (both collective and
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individual). Preparation of oral and written information, drawing, as well as
compiling newsletter albums, organizing, etc.

A monument, a document, any historical source is created not on its own,
but on the basis of some historical event, as the development of processes.
General questions may also be asked. Which exhibit made the most impression?
What did you remember most about the field trip lesson? What did you learn
compared to the textbook? Which exhibits create a clearer picture of events,
phenomena, and people? How have your thoughts about the past changed after
the field trip? What historical sources did you familiarize yourself with during
the excursion lesson? In many cases, the tour is led by a guide, but the teacher
must also prepare for it. If a teacher conducts a tour, he teaches the exposition,
studies the individual characteristics of the exhibits, and selects several objects
for detailed analysis. On excursions you can use a story, description, explanation,
work with documents, etc. The use of forms of education can take different
forms in a museum and art gallery (time of description of tools, clothing,
equipment), but the course of excursions to monuments (street excursions,
inspection of monuments, places of military operations, etc.) is different. At the
same time, the teacher not only guides the students’ observations and
classification of objects, but also gives a lively, artistic interpretation of the
monuments, conveys to them the information that the students themselves were
not able to learn when observing the objects.

Future Research Directions Prospects for further research in this
direction / IlepcneKTMBHU NOAAJbLIMX AOCHIA)KEHb y LbOMY HalpsAMi.
Conducting history lessons in a museum creates a motivation for fully visual
learning, and seeing students experience museum exhibits with wonder and
enthusiasm helps build their interest. Observations show that such lessons not
only form a broad and deep outlook in them, but also instill a love for historical
science. Coordination of history lessons with museum materials lays the
foundation for the formation of patriotism among students. Getting to know
your native land enhances the feeling of love for the Motherland. Viewing visual
materials related to the theoretical knowledge they received from textbooks and
various sources of information in the museum clarifies their knowledge and
information, visualizes it, creates a basis for understanding, analysis, synthesis,
evaluation and drawing the most accurate conclusions. All this, in general, leads
to the formation of a deep and broad worldview.

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Abstract. Review of methodological findings about the ancient Ukrainian
lands, as about the “gate”, through the development of universal dialogue
between civilizations in the context of archaeological research, which was
still carried out by scientists Institute of Archeology of the National
Academy of Sciences of Ukraine. The article analyzes the development of
Ukrainian lands in the primordial and ancient era, in particular, the
interaction of local peoples with the leading centers of civilizational
development in Europe and Eurasia. The scientific novelty consists in the
fact that for the first time an attempt was made to comprehensively
consider the multifaceted intercivilizational dialogue that took place on
Ukrainian lands in the primeval and ancient times, taking into account the
results of archaeological research of different years. Study’s conducted in
different years by archeological scientists of the Institute of Archeology of
the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, including jointly with the
Department of History and Archeology of Luhansk Taras Shevchenko
National University, make it possible to significantly supplement and
expand the theoretical and methodological ideas about proto-Ukrainian
lands as a "Gateway" between civilizations, to extend the chronological
boundaries of the period when such a historical fate of our region was
determined for the first time. As shows the analysis of the scientific
explorations of various archaeologists, it can be stated that already in the
period of the New Stone Age (VI-th millennium BC) the lands of modern
Eastern Ukrainian regions carried out an active technological exchange
with more advanced enclaves of pre-state life, geographically close to
primary centers of the Neolithic revolution.

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Abstract. The article discusses the theoretical and methodological aspects
of the development of professional competence of future managers by
means of digital didactics. Ukrainian and foreign experience regarding the
peculiarities of the development of professional competence of future
specialists, in particular managers, has been studied. It was concluded that
the main feature that affects the development of the future manager's
professional competence is the future specialist's awareness of the
advantages of the modern economy and business administration, the ability
to use the digital achievements of society and the effective use of
management functions when making professional decisions. Studying the
methodological approaches of Ukrainian and foreign scientists clarified the
concept of "professional competence of a manager”, which is a qualitative
characteristic of a specialist's personality, which includes a system of
scientific and technical knowledge, in particular digital skills. It has been
proven that the organization of the educational process in the preparation
of future managers should be based on the principles of systematicity,
interdisciplinary, professional focus, interactivity, accounting for regional
features, gamification, application of competence regulations, action and a
person-oriented approach by means of digital didactics. The key aspects of
the process of developing the professional competence of future managers
by means of digital didactics are characterized. The problem of using the
competence approach in education is analyzed through the prism of
research by Ukrainian and foreign scientists. It was found that the basis of
professional competence is the formation of the professional culture of a
modern manager, which includes values, attitudes, models and norms of
behavior that arise as a result of economic activity, education and simple
communication between people.

demand and supply, and the lack of skills and competencies demanded by
employers among graduates of higher education institutions. The
consequences of the military aggression of the Russian Federation in
Ukraine have weakened the potential of the labor market. Barriers arose
for the free movement of production factors, including labor; there were
losses of production facilities and infrastructure; as a result of forced
migration, there are negative trends in employment and income.
Digitization, automation, technological production leads to the search and
involvement of new generation specialists who possess professional
competences, soft & hard skills, quickly adapt to changes, consciously
know how to learn throughout life through formal, informal and informal
education. The article gradates the competencies and qualification skills of
a modern specialist with a higher education in accordance with the socio-
economic conditions of production development, the requirements of
employers and key stakeholders with the aim of developing a new
comprehensive system of training highly qualified specialists for the needs
of the country's economy under martial law. The main reasons for the
skills gap in the labor market of Ukraine are substantiated. Solving the
problem of the qualification gap is defined as a complex task that involves:
synergy of science, practice, employers, representatives of production and
business; development of a dual system of education; improvement of
conditions for students to undergo various types of practices; involvement
of education seekers in research activities; development of international
student exchange programs; development of educational programs on a
competency-based basis, taking into account the competencies, skills, and
qualifications demanded in the labor market; involvement of leading
experts in the field, employers, suppliers and providers of
tools/materials/equipment in the educational process; improvement of
the learning process through the organization of training centers,
development of the mentoring and supervision system, public-private
partnership. The results of the scientific search were obtained in
accordance with the complex theme of the research work "Skills gap in the
labor market in the conditions of the war and post-war recovery of the
economy of Ukraine" (0124U001101, 2024).
