PRACTICAL APPLICATION OF NOOSPHERE TEACHING
METHODOLOGY IN A COMPREHENSIVE SCHOOL

Employees of the valeology department of V. N. Karazin Kharkiv National
University were conducting the research of academic load influence of a lesson of
traditional and noosphere teaching techniques. Students of 3rd grade of Kharkiv
specialized I-III stages school number 18 of the Kharkiv City. Diagnostic testing of
the functional state of students performed on the spectral dynamic complex — CSD
device that is registered on the territory of Ukraine, as a therapeutic and diagnostic
equipment. To test psychophysiological state of students, the following spectral
dynamic characteristics of CDS data base were used: neurotransmitters, the left and
right hemisphere of the brain, brain rhythms, psychological factors.

As psychological factors were selected spectral characteristics, determining the
activity of induction programs: learning, memorization, development of creative
abilities and stress program. Measurements were taken before and after the lesson. A
comparison of the lesson load conducted by the traditional and the noosphere
methods was done during the research.

The result of the research suggests that traditional technique of the lesson, and
the noosphere have a positive impact on students in the school, as evidenced by the
activation of the brain in the range promoted memorization of received information.
However, indicators of stress program activity indicates that the traditional system of
education effect is achieved by a health costly way, and noosphere system is
harmonious and health favorable. The data provide a basis for further active
implementation of the noosphere teaching methodology in the educational process as
a technique that promotes holistic thinking and upbringing comprehensively
developed human personality, corresponding to the spirit of the time.

EMPIRIC RESEARCH OF STEREOTYPES IN
ACTIVITY OF TEACHERS

Abstract. The article describes the results of recital stage of research of
stereotypes in pedagogical activity of teachers. The author identifies functional and
structural-psychological ~ characteristics  of  stereotypes, like  thoroughness,
monotonousness, directedness, intensiveness, and they were researched within four areas
of pedagogical reality: «attitude to pedagogical profession», «attitude to childreny,
«attitude to parentsy, «attitude to methods of upbringing and teachingy. The received data
is analyzed with methods of content analysis, average attribute value, which in total
allowed to run the comparison analysis and generalize the indications of relative
Stereotype expressivity in the area of pedagogical reality.

EMPIRIC RESEARCH OF STEREOTYPES
IN PEDAGOGICAL ACTIVITY OF TEACHERS

The article describes intermediate results of empiric research of stereotypes in
pedagogical activity of teachers. The compositional characteristics of sampled
teacher selection due to gender indication and due to their work experience at the
position is described. Within the methodic apparatus of our research the cognitive
component of the measured phenomenon is extracted and special features of
pedagogical stereotypes are analyzed within the aspect of functional and structure-
psychological characteristics like thoroughness, monotonousness, directedness,
intensiveness; and they were researched within four areas of pedagogical reality:
«attitude to pedagogical profession», «attitude to children», «attitude to parentsy,
«attitude to methods of upbringing and teaching». Empiric data is processed with the
methods of content analysis, their comparison analysis is run and the indications of
relative intensiveness within the area of pedagogical reality are generalized. During
the performed content analysis it was proven that comprehensive meaning of
pedagogical stereotypes reflects not only negative contents of the stereotypes, but it
also predicts moves in the consciousness of the pedagogues, shows their
‘intermediate character’, changing of total context of pedagogical thinking.
Stereotypes of transmitted pedagogics change and obtain ‘intermediate
characteristics’, are slowly transferred to the past by the system, transforming into
humanistic direction. Instead, innovational (modern) pedagogic ideas have the
principles of acceptance, understanding the personality, cooperation as their basis and
are directed to development. The limits of the performed analysis also allowed us to
form out basic groups of pedagogues due to the levels of pedagogical stereotypes and
extract special features of their functioning. the further analysis is going to be
directed at researching the mutual communications between the pedagogical
stereotypes and professional competences of the teachers, their personal
communication and regulation characteristics.

INNOVATIVE ACTIVITY OF TEACHER A PROFESSIONAL SCHOOL
IN THE CONTEXT OF IMPROVING THE EFFICIENCY
OF THE EDUCATIONAL SYSTEM

Innovation activity of teacher helps to improve the current education system.
Primarily the readiness of the teacher to innovation activity is connected with his
professional abilities. The main goal of innovation activity is teacher development as
a creative person and switching it from reproductive activity type to the search.

The research of ways of forming professional skills of teacher to innovation
activity is held in Bilotserkivsky Institute of lifelong professional education. The
model of innovation activity of teacher was investigated in axiological aspect
considering individual and psychological characteristics of the teacher.

Factorial and criteria evaluation model of readiness of teachers professional
educational establishments to innovation activity showed that the most important
factor is the professional abilities of teacher to realization of innovation activity.

The next step is analysis of the questionnaire results «Questionnaire is
innovation activity». According to received information only 52% of respondents
believe that interest to innovations in pedagogical activity is attractive. Three main
reasons were discovered that hamper implementation in practice of mass innovation:

1) there is no material interest;

2) disadvantages of time and effort for creating and using innovations;

3) lack of information about innovative pedagogical and production
technologies.

The most powerful argument for innovative activity of teacher is increasing
interest of pupils to teaching.

Among the innovative educational technologies the most often teachers use
gaming technologies.

Teachers in assessing of their readiness to the creation of innovation put the
knowledge of technology and culture of research at the first place.

As for the diagnostic methods teachers give preference to test methods of
various types.

THE DEFINITION OF HEALTH-SAVING COMPETENCE’S STRUCTURE
OF FUTURE TEACHERS OF CHEMISTRY

A future teacher should have health-saving competence. Determining its
structure 1s a necessary basis for justification pedagogical conditions of the formation
of the competence in the training of future chemistry teachers. The health-saving
competence of a future chemistry teacher is a dynamic personal feature based on the
integration of knowledge, skills, values and experience, which manifests in ability
and willingness to realize health-saving activity in educational process of chemistry,
which is characterized by the adequate evaluation of his or her own behavior, actions
and attitudes of others; in maintaining and implementing his or her own health-saving
positions in different, especially adverse, conditions; in effective using of health-
saving technology in a chemistry class.

The structural components of health-saving competence of future chemistry
teachers are value and motivation, informative, conative, organization and activity
and effective and reflective components. The value and motivation component of
health-saving competence of a future chemistry teacher includes the desire and
readiness to realize health-saving activity. The informative component of health-
saving competence of a future chemistry teacher guides the formation of the
theoretical knowledge base on issues of health-saving pedagogy. The organization
and activity component of health-saving competence of a future chemistry teacher
suggests the formation of practical skills and abilities of the organization and
implementation of health-saving professional activities. The conative (behavioral)
component of health-saving competence of a future chemistry teacher suggests the
organization of a student’s own behavior to preserve and strengthen his or her health.
The effective and reflective component of health-saving competence of a future
chemistry teacher suggests the possession of skills of evaluation and self-evaluation
of health-saving activity for fixing its results, the ability to keep records, consciously
monitor and analyze the results of own activities as well as the product and process of
students’ health-saving activity.

RESEARCH, TEACHING, PUBLIC AND ENLIGHTENMENT ACTIVITIES
OF VLADIMIR FAVRE

Based on historical-pedagogical sources and scientific literature in the article it
was comprehensively analyzed the educational, public and enlightenment activities of
Vladimir Favr — professor, doctor of medicine, public figure, the founder of Kharkiv
City Sanitary and Epidemiological Service. The article considers the problem of
updating the achievements of V. Favre in the educational space of modern higher
school. It was noted that V. Favre has combined the sanitary and hygienic education
of those who studied in schools of different types with administrative and
organizational, research, social, educational, publishing activities. The article
highlights the V. Favre ways of establishing the partnerships between scientists and
practitioners of hospital cases, government officials and ordinary citizens in the field
of education. The article called the main ones of this ways: participation in Pirogov
congresses; educational and enlightenment activities in the Kharkiv Society of
Spreading Literacy, Kharkiv Medical Society, Russian Society of Health Care;
editorial work in medical journals; publications of scientific results or examples from
practice; management in museum of factory hygiene. It was noted that V. Favre has
been founded the promoting of healthy lifestyle and warning, prophylactic,
preventive medicine as effective and feasible strategy in the activity of health care
specialists. It was proved the necessity of introduction to the educational process of
web quest for updating the professional activities of V. Favre among future
professionals in health industry. The article outlines that students project activity can
promote healthy lifestyle among the social networks users. It was named the prospect
for further research of V. Favre activity: the contribution to the development of
international partnership traditions of local teachers and scientists.

ADVANTAGES AND DISADVANTAGES OF ORGANIZATIONAL
CULTURE Of EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS

Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of the elements of the organizational
structure of educational institutions in the perspective of management school in the future.
The level of development of the school and its community affect the relationship which are
there and the quality of education’s and upbringing’s processes. This thesis output allows
to recognize that the values, norms and school actor’s action define school culture, and
the course and shape of school culture are supervised by the headmaster and teachers. As
a manager and leader should have the awareness of the assumptions and the role which
he has to play to building ideological’s foundation of this institution.

Key words: culture, organization of educational institutions, management.

Problem

Zwigkszona uwaga na znaczenie szkoly jako instytucji o$wiatowo —
wychowawcze] zmusza jej organizatoréw do modyfikowania lub poszukiwania sposobdw
tworzenia jej organizacyjnej struktury w perspektywie przysztosci. Od catoksztattu
dziatalnosci szkoty zalezy realizacja jej podstawowej funkcji jaka jest przygotowanie
mlodziezy do wielostronnego rozwoju 1 aktywnos$ci. Odkad przybrata forme
zorganizowanego procesu, stalo si¢ zauwazalne, ze deklarowane skutki oddziatywan
szkoly sa r6zne od rzeczywistego obrazu edukacji. Ta sytuacja wymaga analizy i syntezy
obrazu szkoly jako struktury organizacyjnej w kierunku jej doskonalenia i nowego
definiowania.

Analiza badan dotyczacych organizacji szkoly jako instytucji o$wiatowo-
wychowawczej dotyczy gtéwnych jej zadan jakimi sg stworzenie optymalnych warunkow
do ukierunkowanego rozwoju cztowieka’.

Szkota stuzy zaspokajaniu okreslonych potrzeb — jest ona zdolna realizowac wiele
wartosci. Dlatego tez jest to instytucja oswiatowo — wychowawcza, ktoéra zajmuje si¢
ksztalceniem 1 wychowaniem dzieci 1 miodziezy, stosownie do przyjetych w danym
spoteczenstwie celow 1 zadan oraz koncepcji oswiatowo — wychowawczych 1 programéow.
Osigganiu tych celow stuzy odpowiednio wyksztatcona kadra pedagogiczna, nadzor
oswiatowy, baza lokalowa 1 wyposazenie oraz zabezpieczenie budzetowe ze strony
panstwa.

Szkota jako instytucja spoteczna i panstwowa realizuje swoje specyficzne zadania,
jest 1 powinna by¢ zorganizowana zgodnie z potrzebami, ktore ma zaspakajac¢ 1 metodami
pracy maksymalnie sprawnymi — ze wzglgdu na rozw¢j osobowosci ucznia, nauczyciela,
poczucie godnosci oraz spoleczng akceptacje.

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Szkota zajmuje w zyciu kazdego czlowieka tyle czasu, ze nie moze nie zostaé
zauwazona czy zepchnigta na drugi plan’.

«To przeciez szkota — pisze A.Sawisz — obok rodziny jest gldwng agenda
socjalizacji, przez co zapewnia cigglo$¢ wartosci, norm kulturowych, a wigc cigglos¢
spoteczenstwa. To szkola w momentach przetomowych przygotowuje do koniecznych
zmian spotecznych, do innowacji. To szkota wdraza do uczestnictwa w szerszym systemie
spotecznym, wychowujac obywateli panstw 1 szkolagc wykwalifikowanych pracownikow
gospodarki»®.

W ksztaltowaniu si¢ systemu szkolnictwa kluczowa role odgrywaja wtadze lokalne.
Szkota, ktdra uznawana jest jako jedne z podstawowych dobr publicznych, ma szczegdlne
znaczenie w strategicznych obszarach dziatania struktur panstwowych, jak 1
samorzgdowych. Funkcjonowanie placowek o$wiatowych taczy sie istotnie z jakoscig
warunkow zycia, a w dalszej konsekwencji z mozliwoscig jego rozwoju. Polityka szkolna
wladz lokalnych ma dwojaki charakter. Z jednej strony moga wspomaga¢ funkcjonowanie
1 jako$¢ ksztatcenia w konkretnych szkotach, z drugiej zas$ strony moga wptywaé na
polityke spoteczng 1 formowa¢ warunki oraz jako$¢ zycia w okreslonej jednostce
sasiedzkie;’.

Taka strategic widzenia programu mozna nazwa¢ instrumentalnym lub
technicznym sposobem patrzenia na procedury, ktorymi postuguje si¢ kreator programu.

Konstruowanie programow to ztozona dziatalno$¢ nie tylko polityczna i spoteczna,
ale réwniez intelektualna 1 pedagogiczna.

Ustawa z 7 wrze$nia 1991 roku o systemie oswiaty wprowadzita powszechny
obowiazek posiadania przez szkoty, placowki publiczne i niepubliczne statutow'.

Edukacja jest jednym z najwazniejszych dobr spotecznych, za ktorych dystrybucje
odpowiada wtadza lokalna. Szkota identyfikuje na poziomie jednostki dwojakiego rodzaju
kapitat spoteczny, ktory winien zainteresowac, nie tylko badaczy, ale rowniez politykow.
Po pierwsze, jest to «kapital spotecznej mobilizacji», ktéry pomaga osigga¢ zamierzone
cele, wyznacza kierunki postepu. Drugi rodzaj to «kapitat spolecznego wsparcia», ktory
pomaga pokonywac trudnosci, buduje spoteczng wspotpracy 1 solidarnos¢. Obydwie z
tych form kapitatu spotecznego sa tworzone i wzmacniane w efekcie edukacii’.

Szkota jest dla dziecka waznym Zrodlem jego samooceny, gdyz modeluje jego
wiedze o wlasnych potencjatach, umiejetnosciach oraz mocnych i stabych stronach.
Dzieje si¢ to dzigki wspotpracy i1 rywalizacji z rowiesnikami, oceny jego wynikdéw przez
nauczyciela oraz wyzwaniom jakie do§wiadcza podczas rozwigzywania probleméw czy
radzenia sobie z trudnosciami. Samoakceptacja okresla emocjonalny stosunek do siebie,

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tzn. czy dziecko uznaje si¢ za osobe wartosciowa, godng mitosci i szacunku, czy tez za
mniej wazna od innych®.

Badania nad $rodowiskiem szkolnym wskazuja, Zze placowka ta stanowi system
wierzen, idei, wartoSci, postaw, znaczen, symboli, rytualow 1 zachowan. Kulturg szkoty
mozna zdefiniowac jako «catoksztatt zachowan, dziatan, wartosci 1 norm, ktore stanowig
o istocie 1 jakosci osiggnietego poziomu rozwoju szkoly 1 jej spotecznos$ci, rzutujac na
panujace w niej stosunki miedzyludzkie oraz jako$¢ zachodzacych w niej proceséw
ksztalcenia i wychowaniax”,

Pozna¢ kulture szkoty to — zdaniem Davida Tuohy’ego — poznaé¢ wytwory,
zatozenia i wartosci obecne w szkole''.

Wytwory to uzewnetrznione dziatania w obrgbie organizacji. Obejmuja one
rytuaty, role i normy. Rytuaty szkolne wigzg si¢ z harmonogramem zaje¢, sposobem
zwracania si¢ do siebie uczniow 1 nauczycieli, zwyczajami celebrowania $wiat czy
uroczystosci. Role okreslajg prawa 1 obowiazki ludzi tworzacych spoteczno$¢ szkolna.
Istniejg role kierownictwa 1 administracji szkoty, nauczycieli, rodzicow, ucznidéw. Normy
stanowig uwewnetrznione nakazy moralne naktadane na cztonkow spotecznosci szkolnej.
Naruszenie tych norm uruchamia sankcje spoteczne zrdznicowane w zaleznosci od
pozycji zajmowanej w strukturze szkoty.

Wartosci to pozadane stany rzeczy. Ukierunkowujg one dziatania nauczycieli i
uczniéw, stanowigc uporzadkowang hierarchi¢ warto$ci. Niektore s3 podzielane
powszechnie, a inne moga by¢ lokowane w miejscach peryferyjnych. Szkoty tak jak inne
instytucje, oprocz wartosci deklarowanych realizujg wartosci ukryte.

Zatozenia odnosza sie do idei 1 przekonan lezacych u podstaw programu i
organizacji szkoly. Stanowig fundament ideologiczny tej instytucji. Bazujg zar6wno na
uznanych 1 potocznych koncepcjach ksztalcenia 1 o§wiaty, jak 1 na wiedzy plynace; z
dotychczasowe;j historii szkoty.

Nikt i nic tak nie oceni charakteru kultury szkotly jak bezposredni jej ustugobiorcy
czyli uczniowie, a ci sg zgodni co do tego, ze wszystkie klasy szkolne, bez wzgledu na
roéznice miedzy szkolami, majg co$ wspdlnego — w kazdej z nich uczen musi da¢ sobie
rad¢ z pewnymi wilasciwosciami klasy. Te wiasciwosci to: tlok 1 czekanie, walke o to
«czyje na wierzchu» 1 «wladze nad mowa». Pierwsze z nich sg efektem panujagcym w
szkole warunkow masowej edukacji. Aby skroci¢ czas oczekiwania, uczniowie
przybieraja czgsto rozne formy aktywnosci zastepczej, np. poprzez btaznowanie,
symboliczng inwersje rol 1 scenariuszy zwyczajowych zachowan. Drugim elementem
zycia szkolnego jest ciggla walka, sprowadzajaca si¢ do umiejetnosci negocjacji, osiggania
kompromisu, czasem uzycia sity, po to, by wprowadzi¢ w zycie pewne normy i reguty
lansowane przez szkole. Trzecim elementem szkoly jest wladza nad mowa ucznidw,
znajdujaca si¢ w rgkach nauczycieli. Ci ostatni wywotuja do odpowiedzi, oceniaja,

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przerywaja, komentuja, podczas gdy uczniowie nie majg praw przystugujacych
rozmowcom .

Kazdy dzien tygodnia jest podobny do tego, ktory juz nastapit, lekcje sg powtarzane
w tych samych klasach, takze nauczyciele caly czas sg tacy sami. Bez problemu mozna
przewidzie¢ stosowane metody nauczania czy wzor aktywnosci uczniow. Dlatego bardzo
czesto mowi si¢ o szkole, ze jest nudna. Wynika to rowniez z «wbijaniem» uczniom
tresci, ktore nie majg w zyciu praktycznego zastosowania. Odczuciem, ktore czesto
towarzyszy tym sytuacja jest przymus'.

Obowigzek szkolny wskazuje uczniowi brak mozliwosci dokonywania wyboru —
codziennie jest sprawdzana obecno$¢, uczen nie ma wplywu na wigkszos¢ elementow
systemu ksztalcenia, takich jak plan zaje¢ czy program nauczania, nie decyduje z ktérymi
nauczycielami chciatby miec lekcje czy z kim chciatby chodzi¢ do klasy.

Uczen musi podporzadkowa¢ si¢ narzuconym regutom zachowania i wiadzy
dorostych, badz dostosowa¢ sie do decyzji wickszosci’.

Dlatego celem niniejszego artykulu jest analiza i synteza rozwoju naukowego
podejscia do okreSlenia obiecujgcych kierunkéw badan nad zarzadzaniem kulturg
organizacyjng szkoty.

Elementy skladajace si¢ na kulture organizacyjng szkoly — analiza materiatu
badawczego.

Celem ankiety bylo poznanie opinii uczniow na temat kultury organizacyjnej
szkoly'. Wiedza zdobyta dzicki badaniu pozwolita dowiedzie¢ si¢ czy uczniowie lubia
swoja szkofe, jakie widzg rozbieznosci migdzy tym co proponuje oficjalny program, a tym
jaki jest obecny stan rzeczywistosci.

Jak wynika z analizy przeprowadzonych badan, sytuacja szkolna w rézny sposob
oddzialuje na swoich wychowankow.

Analizujac odpowiedzi badanych ucznidw mozna zauwazycC, ze elementy sytuacji
szkolnych maja znaczacy wptyw na stosunek mtodziezy do instytucji jakq jest szkota.

Jak wynika z wykresu znaczna czg$¢ ucznidw nie lubi chodzi¢ do szkoty
(stanowig oni 28% calej proby badawczej) albo nie posiada zdania na ten temat (az
40% ankietowanych). Najmniejszg grupa ucznidow sg ci, ktorzy chetnie chodza do
szkoly (zaledwie 32%). Oznacza to, ze placowka szkoly posiada pewne sytuacje,
ktore sprawiaja, ze ta instytucja jest dla nich miejscem mato atrakcyjnym. Podstawa
ksztaltowania si¢ pozytywnej opinii na temat szkoty jest zainteresowanie zdobywang
wiedza oraz wywotlana nig cieckawos$¢ poznawcza. Nie dzieje si¢ tak we wspdiczesnej
szkole, gdyz gtownym aspektem szkolnej codziennosci jest rutyna. Kazdy dzien w
szkole jest przewidywalny dla uczniow, przejawia si¢ on tym samem planem lekcji,
tymi samymi nauczycielami — co potwierdzaja wypowiedzi uczniow, ktorych
zdaniem szkota jest nudna.

W ankiecie skierowanej do gimnazjalistow zadano pytania dotyczace
najbardziej przyjemnych oraz nieprzyjemnych sytuacji, z ktorymi spotykaja si¢ w
szkole.

Badani gimnazjaliSci stwierdzili, Ze najbardziej pozytywnymi okoliczno$ciami
w szkole sg spotkania z réwiesnikami — tak sadzi 20% badanych osob, kolejne 20%
ucznidw uwaza, ze s3 to wycieczki 1 imprezy szkolne, nastepne 17% warunkuje to
mitg atmosfera panujacag w szkole, 15% dobrymi ocenami oraz dla 14% cztonkéw
szkoty s3 to momenty przerwy miedzy zajeciami. Mniejszo$¢ stanowig odpowiedzi
dotyczace sytuacji bezposrednio dotyczacych nauki, czyli lekcje prowadzone w
interesujacy sposob 9%, sprawdziany 3% oraz spotkania z nauczycielami 2%.

Odpowiedzi dotyczace najmniej przyjemnych sytuacji w szkole dla ucznidow
rozktadajg si¢ dosy¢ rownomiernie. Do najczesciej wymienianych zaliczy¢ mozna zte
oceny, sprawdziany, zadania domowe, nauczyciele w ztym humorze oraz hatas. Do
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grupy o mniejszym wyborze wchodzg zte relacje z rowiesnikami, duzo nakazow,
surowych nauczycieli oraz mato imprez.

Wyniki te mogg $wiadczy¢ o tym, ze uczniowie przywigzuja wicksza wage do
spotkan towarzyskich w szkole, a nie do uczenia sig.

Na podstawie ich odpowiedzi mozna przemysle¢ 1 wyciggna¢ wnioski co do
ilosci zadawanych prac domowych oraz trudnosci przeprowadzanych sprawdzianow.
Przyczyng takiego stanu moze by¢ niedostosowanie poziomu trudnosci do
rzeczywistych umiejetnosci podopiecznych.

Potrzebne 1 bardzo wazne dla uczniow sg wycieczki szkolne oraz imprezy
organizowane na terenie szkoly. Powoduje to wsrod uczniow mobilizacje 1 zachete
do dziatania, a takze jest to dobry pomyst na zintegrowanie klasy. Na podstawi¢
luznych rozméw z wychowankami mozna réwniez stwierdzi€¢, ze szkota, w miarg
swoich mozliwosci, powinna udostepni¢ swoim podopiecznym sale gimnastyczng,
gdyz duza cz¢$¢ uczniow deklaruje che¢ uczestniczenia w zajeciach sportowych.

Szkota jest miejscem, ktore powinno kojarzy¢ sie¢ z tworczym mysleniem,
ekscytujacym zaspokajaniem ciekawosci, niestety prawda wyglada zupehie inacze;.
Obowigzek szkolny wskazuje na brak mozliwosci dokonywania wyboru 1 tak
kazdego dnia nauczyciele sprawdzaja liste¢ obecnosci, a uczniowie otrzymuja peilny
zestaw gotowych materiatow do przyswojenia.

Z analizy danych mozna wyciggna¢ ogdlny wniosek, ze duzy procent uczniow
nie lubi si¢ uczy¢, a przyswajanie wiedzy kojarzy si¢ wylacznie z nudg, przymusem
— odpowiedziato tak tacznie 78%. Na szczegdlng uwage zashuguje fakt, ze niewielki
odsetek respondentow (22%) podaje nauke jako zaspokojenie swoich zainteresowan
czy przygode w zdobywaniu wiedzy.

Przyczyny tego zjawiska mozna upatrywac¢ w przetadowanym materiale, ktory
uczen musi przyswoic¢, a ponadto wiedza ta jest bezuzyteczna w codziennym zyciu.

Nastepng kwestig ktérg badano byly stosowane przez nauczycieli metody
nauczania oraz ich konsekwencje. Niestety, wiekszo$¢ nauczycieli podczas zajgé
stosuje metody podajace, czyli wyklad, rozmowa kierowana czy praca z tekstem.
Skutkuje to matg aktywnos$cig uczniéw na lekcjach, a ponadto powoduje, ze mtodziez
zaczyna zajmowac si¢ innymi rzeczami niezwigzanymi z danym przedmiotem.

Umiejetnos¢ zycia w szkole to zdolnos$¢ przebywania w ttoku, gdzie czesto jest
si¢ ocenianym oraz podporzadkowanym pewnej wiadzy. Jezeli uczniowie chcag
«przezyt» to waznym elementem jest wycéwiczenie duzej cierpliwosci. Czekanie
zwigzane jest z konieczno$cig «wypetienia» pustej luki czy «zabijania» czasu.

Najbardziej zobrazowa¢ dany problem moga zachowania si¢ uczniow podczas
przerw, gdzie majac chwile dla siebie, muszg si¢ «czyms$» zajac.

Aby skroci¢ czas oczekiwania, uczniowie, przybierajg rozne formy aktywnosci
zastgpcze;j:

e prowadza rozmowy z innymi czekajgcymi

e siedza cicho, aby nikomu nie przeszkadzaé

e «blaznujg» dla roztadowania napigcia

Tak wigc wlasciwo$¢ osobowosciowa zwykle opisana jako cierpliwos¢ oznacza
czasem niebezpieczng rownowage pomiedzy dwiema sprzecznymi tendencjami —
impulsywnym dziataniem a apatycznym wycofaniem si¢. Powszechnie uwaza si¢, ze uczen
oceniany jest przede wszystkim za osiggnigcia w nauce.

ADVANTAGES AND DISADVANTAGES
OF ORGANIZATIONAL CULTURE Of EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS

The article 1s devoted to the study of the elements of the organizational
structure of school in the perspective of management school in the future. The level
of development of the school and its community affect the relationship which are
there and the quality of education’s and upbringing’s processes. This thesis output
allows to recognize that the values, norms and school actor’s action define school
culture, and the course and shape of school culture are supervised by the headmaster
and teachers. As a manager and leader should have the awareness of the assumptions
and the role which he has to play to building ideological’ s foundation of this
institution.

The research shows that a lot of functions in school are not realized
satisfactorily for students. Obedient adapting to the surrounding reality, the ability of
anticipation, the predominance of passivity over activity, inquisitiveness research and
reproduction are the highest form of a result of learning, competition is more
important than cooperation, writing and reading are more important than talking and
thinking. In the opinion of students there are the lead features that describe the effects
of school.

Especially important is the time spent by teachers to students, their mutual
communication. Space of school is also worth of taking notice. There is the daily life
of students and this space send a subtle messages about subordinate position of
students in comparison with adults. It is hard to change the architectural solutions in a
school building, but it may try to change the arrangement of the interior to make this
space more friendly for students. The research shows that the school inhibits the
activity of intellectual and motivation to learn also becomes lower. Where is the
source of the problem? How to modify the organizational of school’s structure and
organizational of school’s culture? These questions are addressed to further research
and scientific inquiry.

MONITORING AS A TOOL OF DETECTION HEALTH DIRECTED
ACTIVITY OF EDUCATIONAL ESTABLISHMENT

The article deals with the actuality of the monitoring of health-saving
educational functions; clarified the main tasks of health-saving activity in educational
establishment and determined the role of pedagogical collective in the organization of
health-saving educational environment in the establishment; analyzed functions of
teachers and parents' participation in the monitoring of health-saving activity in GPC
by examples of monitoring researches in Sumy region.

COMPETENCE APPROACH IN SYSTEM OF LIFELONG
PROFESSIONAL EDUCATION

Abstract. Competence approach to professional development of specialist is in a
high demand now that shown by the analysis of the latest research in the field of lifelong
professional education. Unsolved problem is the quality of the assessment of professional
competence of the pedagogue. Advanced training of pedagogical employees of VEE in the
course period is based on modular units in Bilotserkivsky institute of lifelong professional
education. Methods of content development competence modules based on the presented
model of competency of the teacher VEE is introduced in the article and include three
levels: basic, profound, creative. The approximate assessment of the competence of
teachers of vocational schools is shown.

A lot of scientific publications are dedicated to competency approach including
native authors: M. Yevtukh, 1. Zyazyun, K. Levkivsky, V. Lugovyi, N. Nychkalo,
V. Oliynyk, V. Radkevych, S. Sysoyeva and others. However in the circle of the
scientific community there is no common understanding basic concept of specified
approach through the incompletion of forming conceptual and terminology, adequate
models and methods.

Competence approach in different levels of education including postgraduate
education is aimed at improving of professional training of specialists, coordination it
with the requirements of employers. The problem is the method of quantitative
evaluation of competency of employee for a particular profession.

Curricula and training programs of pedagogical staff of vocational educational
establishments in Bilotserkivsky Institute of lifelong professional education are
constructed on modular-competence base and presented as a modular unit of
competence. The model of teacher competence is developed on the basis of the
requirements for professional activity that is taken into account during the evaluation.

The model of competence includes the following components: scientific and
professional, information, communication, legal, auto psychological, reflexive.

The content modules that form (fix, improve) the relevant competence of
teacher are developed. Testing was conducted in the form of an automated platform
Moodle for an estimation of quality of competence levels.

Problem definition

Introduction. Each word or phrase is carefully selected by the message to give or to
shape the desired perception. Each statement carries other meanings as well. In this regard
they have characteristics which are designed and updated constantly for members of
society can give us new information. Culture, which is the ongoing memory of societies,
penetrates every area of life with its inclusive meaning. Social life is also in this context.
Thus culture spreads in people’s perception in daily life, The individuals generals ideas on
major issues remain from their ancestors living centuries ago. In this respect idioms have
an important function. Idioms are however fixed expressions consisting of at least two
words which figurative meanings. Each word language passing through the filter of time
and language has survived today.

Objectives (1enb cratbn). Idioms are the phrases which are the cultural heritage of
the community. Each idiom distilled for hundreds of years and has reached today’s world.
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Many of these idioms have been expressed and approved as a result of individual or social
experience becoming the most straight forward and easiest day of elucidating a situation.
Idioms can carry a few identify of the social structure and values. They are considered as a
phrase based on traditions customs, religion morality or generally accepted culture
elements.

Questions such as «what is the background to the idiom Where does the phrase
have its origin?» «What is the validity of this idiom?» are matters that should be analyzed.
In this paper analyses will be carried out for idioms giving examples reasons, validity and
social basis for these idioms.

Main text

Idioms have an important role in speaking and understanding native speakers,
songs, and movies. They improve communication skills, and help us speak fluently. There
are two types of learning way of language; textbooks and natural language. Textbook
helps us learning exact grammar and writing skills, but native language helps us speak
clearly as a native speaker and understand them. When we realize the impact of idioms?
When we speak in any language, we use the words, but words are not enough to express
feeling. Also, sometimes words cannot make the speech interesting and natural. Therefore
we need to use idioms. Some idioms are simple, transparent, and related to their literal
meaning, so learners can understand and memorize them. However, there are a lot of
idioms that come from the past, and they do not have any relationship with their literal
meaning. For example, «to hold one’s horses» — means to stop and waiting patiently.
Before, when people stopped their horses and began to wait, they used this idiom, but now
the horses are not used as before.

As a result, if we translate them word by word, we will not understand the meaning
which is used in any situation. But some idioms can be easy to understand, because they
are almost similar to their literal meaning. For instance, «cat nap» — means short sleep,
cat’s nap is too short, so we can guess the meaning of this idiom. Native speakers use
idioms in their speech all the time. Knowledge of idioms helps speak very well. Also,
idioms are main parts of vocabulary. If someone learns the idioms, he will be motivated to
speak and use these idioms. Learners should be realized that idioms have an impact on
language and communication skills. Also, they help us understanding the native speaker.
In addition, they affect to learn features of foreign language and cultures of different
countries. Also whoever uses the idioms, should be familiar with their using style. They
can memorize idioms, but that may not be enough for using them in which situation they
use that idiom.

Sometimes we do not understand several phrases or sentences used in the English
language, even if we are knowledgeable about the meanings of the words that phrases
consist of. While translating proverbs, common sayings and informal phrases we can
easily face such problems. This is just because of their idiomatic meanings. The reason of
why we call these phrases as idiomatic expressions, because the word «idiom» itself
means in Ancient Greek «peculiarity» — «maxsusiyyat» — «a combination of words that
has a figurative meaning owing to its common usage». For instance, «I am over the
moony. In this sentence, we separately know the translations of all the words, but as it is
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being an idiomatic expression it means «I’'m pleased — momnun oldumy». Or another
example, «I’'m just pulling your leg» means «/’m joking — man zarafat ediromy». 1dioms
are very rich in meanings, thus, they are almost used in every literary language. In order to
intensify the meaning of something several kind of idioms are used, including epithet,
metonymic and metaphorical. But we also have to mention one fact that, a number of
idiomatic expressions were not figurative but had a literal meaning in their original use.

For instance: spill the beans means ‘to let out a secret — geyri-ixtiyari sirri agmaq’
probably originates in a physical spilling of beans. The point is that the spiller certainly
does not want to lose any beans and like an idiom it draws a picture of this characteristic.
The second example is ‘let the cat out of the bag’ has the similar meaning to ‘spill the
beans’. But the secret revealed in this case will likely cause some problems. As we know
that, a cat was sometimes put in bags to keep it under control in order not to damage
anything around. That is why, ‘to let the cat out of the bag’ suggests either that the secret
is revealed or that the situation is out of control. There are at least twenty five thousand
idioms that are very common in spoken English and informal written English, so it is
important to learn them. In spoken English, they are used in most situations, from friendly
conversations to business meetings. In written English they are especially common in
newspapers because the writers want to make the headlines and articles interesting and
lively. In the English language, there are also some words that they have lost their literary
meaning and they are used only in figurative meaning. One of such words is «to plough
— okmok, bigmok». This verb almost is not used in modern English and we can only meet
it in the idiomatic phrases:

1. He had to plough through hundreds of pages of American history to get ready
for his test.

2. — O, Amerika tarixindon testi vermok {iciin kagizlarm arasinda itib-batmisdi.
Profits can be ploughed back. — Qoyulan sarmaye qazanc gatirs bilar.

3. You can plough money into a business. — Son bu iso pul buraxa bilorson.
Another example is the verb «to rack». This verb is an old polysemantic word and mainly
had been used in the meanings of «ozab vermok, isgonco vermoak».

In modern English it has already lost its meaning and we can only meet it within
word combinations. For example, «to rack your brain». The equivalent of this idiomatic
expression is «bir seyi xatirlamaga giiclii soy gostormok, yaddasini esolo — mok». We can
extend the list of such words. Therefore, while translating we must know the figurative
meanings of these words in such collocations. Otherwise, our translations will not make a
sense. All the words that an idiom consists of are not used in literarily but figuratively. In
modern English, most words are used in their figurative meaning rather than literal one.
For instance, the verb ‘catch’ is almost used in its figurative meaning: Literal meaning
Figurative meaning I have been fishing, but caught absolutely nothing!

1. Yesterday I caught the bus.

2. Try to catch his eye.

3. You'll catch your death of cold.

4. Wait while I catch my breath.

The translations of the catch idioms used above are:
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catch the bus — avtobusa catmag, avtobusla getmok;

catch one’s eye — fikri yayindirmagq, fikri 6ziino calb etmok;
catch one’s death of cold — bark soyuglamag;

catch one’s breath — rahat nofos almaga baglamagq;

english is a language rich in idioms.

Therefore, English learners must be knowledgeable of their nature, types, and use.
K. Larson (1984, pp. 48—49) states that «a literal word-for-word translation of the idioms
into another language will not make sense’. The form cannot be kept, but the receptor
language word or phrase which has the equivalent meaning will be the correct one to use
in translation». Larson (1984, p. 49) points out: translators who want to make a good
idiomatic translation often find figures of speech especially challenging®. A literal
translation of as a blind bat might sound really strange in a language where the
comparison between a blind person and a bat has never been used as a figure of speech.

In the Collins Co build dictionary, an idiom is defined as ‘a group of words which
have different meaning when used together from the one they would have if you took the
meaning of each word separately.” The above mentioned definition is practical in the
sense and it is important, to analyze idiom in its context and occurrence and a text.
However, the meaning of idiom can only be inferred through its meaning and function in
context:

e Bread and butter. For instance, «This is a real bread and butter issue»;

e bless you —is used, in most cases, in the cordial expressions context;

e go to hell — implies a conflicting situation among people who are having
conversation;

e we know what bread and butter are, but in the abovementioned example, it is
just beyond their edible meanings as not many people can understand.

But if we get acquainted with the whole context that this phrase is used, we can
understand that the interlocutors are talking about an issue or a topic of discussion
pertinent to daily life. So, it is important to start first of all, to discuss the nature of idiom
and a concept related to it, such as ‘collocation’. When we produce a text, we usually
combine old and new meanings of the word and word-combination that we are using.

The following sentences are example for this idea: «It was a simple bread and
butter issue. I examined my bread very closely to see where it is buttered». In this
example, the words bread and butter are used as an idiom and we can easily translate this
idiom as ‘giindoalik masalalor’, due to the fact that ‘bread and butter’ are consumed every
day. However, in the following sentence we face with a new meaning in my bread and (is)
buttered and a free translation of this sentence would be «I examined it closely to see
where it mattered for me. — Mon masaloni monimgiin no shomiyyat kasb etdiyini dorindon
aragdirdim» In other words, a person, who produces a text tends to produce meaning from
an established idiom. Idioms are collocations but some experts do distinguish them.
Because the word components in collocations can freely go with other words but it is not

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the case with idioms and idioms can be as free in their combination, as well. In many
cases the syntactic characterization of idioms has been a subject of dispute.

An idiom is fixed in nature and we cannot change any word form in it. For
example, the idiom ‘as hungry as a bear’ cannot be changed into ‘as hungry as a lion’, and
in the same way, ‘cost an arm and a leg’ cannot be changed into ‘cost arms and legs’. A
translator may easily recognize an idiom if it violates ‘truth conditions’, as in ‘it is raining
cats and dogs’, ‘He is a black sheep of the family’ so on. However, when the idiom is not
of this nature, it is harder to recognize, and translators may just think of it as an ordinary
expression, with the consequence of losing its meaning. The following example shows
such problem: “This can only be done, I believe, by a full and frank airing of the issues. I
urge you all to speak your minds, and not to pull any punches.’ Here, it is harder to see the
italicized words as idioms. There are two sources which may cause misinterpretation: The
first possible source is that there are idioms which mislead readers or users because they
do not sound idiomatic at all, but at a closer look, careful readers would find the ‘hidden’
idioms.

As an example we can mention ‘drain the radiator’ in the following text given by
Mona Baker: ‘I’ve just done my stint as rubber duck, see, and pulled off the grandma lane
into the pit stop to drain the radiator.” On first reading, readers may be inclined to interpret
it in terms of a truck driver making a stop and do something with the radiator of the truck.
Only careful readers would interpret the words ‘drain the radiator’ as an idiom in the
meaning of ‘to use the toilet — ayaq yolundan istifado etmok’.

The second source of misinterpretation is when the words in an idiom have
equivalents in the target language but with totally different meaning. A good example is
the idiom ‘to take someone for a ride’. In a general context, an Azerbaijani reader may
take it to mean ‘taking someone, maybe a guest visiting the town, to go around in one’s
car or motorbike’, while a careful reading of the idiom in context may give quite a
different meaning: ‘cheating someone in some way — kimisa aldatmaq’. Once an idiom or
fixed expression has been recognized and interpreted correctly, the next step is to decide
how to translate it into the target language. The difficulties involved in translating an
idiom are totally different from those involved in interpreting it. Here, the question is not
whether a given idiom is transparent, opaque, or misleading. An opaque expression may
be easier to translate than a transparent one.

The main difficulties involved in translating idioms and fixed expressions may be
summarized as follows:

¢ An idiom has no equivalent in the target language. The way a language chooses
to express, or not express, various meanings cannot be predicted and only occasionally
matches the way another language chooses to express the same meanings. In one language
it can be a single word, in another it may express by means of an idiom, and so on. It is
thus, unrealistic to expect to find equivalent idioms.

e An idiom may have a similar counterpart in the target language. For example, ‘to
turn one’s blind eye to something’ and its Azerbaijani translation is ‘nayass goz yummag’.

e An idiom may be used in the source text in both its literal and idiomatic senses
at the same time.
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For instance, ‘give credit to’ can be used as a word combination in the meaning of
‘kimosa kredit vermok’ and as an idiomatic expression — ‘kimoso kompliment soylomak’.
The way in which an idiom or a fixed expression can be translated into another language
depends on many factors. It is not only a question of whether an idiom with a similar
meaning is available in the target language. According to Baker, there are four possible
strategies for translating an idiom:

e by using an idiom that is similar in form and meaning, for example ‘big head’ in
‘Dan’s such a big-head, always reminding us what fantastic results he got in his exams.’
where we can have ‘Dan elo yekobasdir ki, homigo imtahanlarindan ola qiymot aldigini
bizo xatirladir’;

e by using an idiom of similar meaning but dissimilar in form, as in ‘kitab qurdu’
for book worm;

e By paraphrasing, as in the following example: ‘And this wasn’t even my fault.
There must be someone behind this. — Baxmayarq ki, bu monim giinahim deyildi. Cox
ehtimal ki, bu isin arxasinda kimss var.’

e By omission — as with single words, an idiom may sometimes be omitted
altogether in the target text.

This may be because it has no close match in the target language, its meaning cannot
be easily paraphrased, or for stylistic reasons. These strategies are not only good for training
translators in order to interpret idioms better as well as translating them, they can also be good
for training English learners in recognition of idioms by using bilingual texts.

Conclusions

Idioms are phrases that have survived through history making a journey in time.
Each word has a different adventure, a different experience idioms have a certain
background .They are indicators of social life refer to the place of people in society as well
as noticed in examples above ,each phrase is a discourse developed and adopted by
societies, although the effects of these idioms have diminished and their validity is still
accepted by many people.

PSYCHOLOGICAL CLIMATE AS A CONDITION
OF TRAINING TEACHERS UNIVERSITIES

The article is devoted to the improvement of psychological welfare during the
provision of educational services in system of improvement of professional skill of
pedagogical and scientific-pedagogical staff of medical and pharmaceutical
education. The complex analysis of recent scientific papers on the issue of
psychological support of teachers, which suggests that the problem is psychological
support of teachers not enough attention is covered by modern researcher’s
educational process. Considered and refined the concept of «psychological support of
the educational process», «psychological climate». The content of psychological
support of teachers which may include: the creation of favorable psychological
conditions for successful learning and mastering new information; psychodiagnostic
using rapid methods in the beginning, in the middle and end of the study; individual
consultation; Correction of the curriculum and the forms and methods of its
implementation; individual approach to each student; teaching respect for the
principles of management and communication.

The article also presents the results of a study of the psychological climate
among teachers of medical and pharmaceutical universities in Ukraine. The study
provided recommendations on ways of training organizers create a favorable
psychological climate in a study group of teachers during their training cycles.
Proved the importance of taking into account the psychological climate in the training
of teachers to ensure high quality modern professional development of teaching staff
during their training courses. In further studies, may study and justification of
psychological conditions which will ensure the high quality of modern professional
development of teaching staff during their training cycles.
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
