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FORMATION OF LISTENING AND SPEAKING SKILLS
IN HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS

Abstract. Systematic work should be carried out in schools for the formation
of listening and speaking skills in students. In order to form a communicative
culture in students, first of all, the philosophical meanings of the concept of
culture and communicativeness should be widely understood by the
students, as well as by the pedagogues involved in language teaching. The
formation of any skill in language teaching should be considered not just as
the realization of a standard, but as the development of the student's life
skills. In order to form the listening and speaking skills of upper class
students, teachers should have high culture in this field and should play the
role of an example for the students. In order to form listening and speaking
skills in high school students, systematic and consistent work and
development of verbal communication in students is in the center of
attention as an important issue. Research studies and analysis of high school
textbooks have shown that listening and reading materials must be chosen
correctly in order to develop communication skills in students, fiction should
be widely used, students should be activated both in class and in daily social
life in terms of communication, they should be able to think and react to the
expressed opinion. In relation to the solution of the mentioned issues,

students:

e they should be in active communication conditions in Azerbaijani

language classes and other classes every day;

e should acquire the ability to express their thoughts orally and in writing;

should use the expressive possibilities of speech;

should show their personal opinion about the issue;
should be able to use Gestures and mimes on the spot;
should be able to use Context-appropriate speech tags, etc.
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In Azerbaijan, the formation of active communication is carried out with the
use of artistic reading materials, monologues and dialogues in which speech
tags are actively used, and the methodology of teaching practical writing
skills. However, the lack of research in this field requires the expansion of the
content of the work to be carried out on the formation of communication
skills in Azerbaijani language classes, as well as in other classes and
extracurricular activities, and the application of more active methods.

INTRODUCTION / BCTYII

Formulation of the problem. Of particular importance in the lessons of the
Azerbaijani language is the formation of listening comprehension and a culture of
speaking among high school students. Systematic work is being carried out to
develop students' listening and speaking skills both at the level of general
secondary education and at the level of complete secondary education. According
to the requirements of the modern education system, the conversational skills that
students will acquire during their studies in grades 5-11 are determined on the
basis of standards. Systematic work on the formation of listening and speaking
skills should be carried out in the upper grades. The study that we will consider
will highlight a number of points that are important in the formation of students'
listening and speaking skills according to standards, as well as the formation of a
culture of conveying their opinion to the listener in high school students. will be
included in the analysis. It should be noted that for the formation of listening and
speaking skills in high school, the following main issues are considered:

e be able to listen to the speaker;
to express the attitude to the opinion of the speaker;
correctly use information obtained from various sources of information;
to determine the main idea in the listened text;
express your opinion convincingly and systematically.

It is necessary to analyze the important nuances in the formation of the
above skills among high school students and convey to the teaching staff the
ability to use them when teaching in a secondary school. During the study, a
systematic analysis was planned of the activities that were planned to be
implemented in the lessons of the Azerbaijani language for the formation of
speaking skills and culture in high school.

Analysis of major research and publications. In recent years, the work of a
number of researchers related to this problem has been published. A number of
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articles were published and research was carried out by such scientists as
A. Abbasov, B.Ibadova, S.Huseynov, F.Ismailova, S.Aslanova, A.Rashidli and
others related to mastering the skills of listening and speaking and building lessons.
When studying foreign literature, most often we come across studies related to the
features of listening and reading materials related to teaching English to foreign
students. In this area, the works of such researchers as Z. Tawil [6], ]. Richards,
M. Idrisova, B. Smakulov, M. Tusupbekov, A. Sarychoban, L. Karakurt [7] and others
should be noted. Although familiarity with these works is positive in terms of
improving the overall quality of the works, there has been no comprehensive
research related to texts in the Azerbaijani language.

AIM AND TASKS / META TA 3ABJAHHA

The purpose of the study is to develop the ability of high school students
to logically and reasonably express their thoughts in front of an audience, based
on various reading and listening materials, in everyday life situations, as well as
using various speech etiquette.

Based on this goal, it is planned to implement a number of tasks.

e choosing the right sample text;

e systematic presentation of the text to the student;

e providing students with the identification of the main idea in the
opinion heard;

e creating conditions for students to demonstrate understanding of the
listened (read) text on the basis of various questions;

e teaching the student the ability to systematically express their thoughts;

e learning to use speech etiquette.

The correct implementation of these goals and objectives in the lessons of
the Azerbaijani language is the main direction of activity in the formation of
communication skills and culture among high school students.

THE THEORETICAL BACKGROUNDS / TEOPETHYHI OCHOBHM
JOCTIKEHHA

The formation of a communicative culture, more precisely, the skills of
listening and speaking among high school students is carried out in accordance
with the legislative and regulatory documents of the Republic of Azerbaijan. In
addition to the standards intended for implementation in curricula,
philosophical and theoretical points that are important for the formation of a
communicative culture are taken as a basis. The formation of the ability of high
school students psychologically and pedagogically to make logical judgments in
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accordance with the natural sequence of development, to understand the text
read or listened to, to understand the idea of the text, to master the text and
convey it to the listener, is the theoretical basis of the study.

Primitive people communicated with each other using various sounds,
gestures and facial expressions, when there was no speech yet, they tried to
make them understand each other through non-verbal communication.
Therefore, it can be said with certainty that communication has existed since the
very beginning of human society. Undoubtedly, changes in human society and
thinking have led to the development of this concept. Today, one of the most
important skills of a modern person is his communication skills.

A person's communication skills give him ample opportunities to live
comfortably in the modern world, maintain communication with people, and take a
worthy place in society. When the concept of communication, which is part of the
concept of a great culture, becomes a skill, we become witnesses of what a great
role it plays in shaping a person as a citizen-person with rich moral qualities, clear
and fluent speech, distinguished by exemplary behavior and culture.

Knowledge, skills, skills to establish relationships, the ability to maintain
psychological contact, achieve a clear understanding in communication, etc. is a
communicative culture. The communicative culture of a person expresses the
existence of his language and general cultural behavior. Communicative culture
is an indicator of the importance of human development and the level of
development in modern society.

The formation of a communicative culture of the individual should become
one of the main concerns of society.

Communication skills are the foundation of people's ability to
communicate successfully in our time. Thus, these skills help him to
communicate with people in all areas. Man is the only creature that combines
two worlds. On the one hand, it is the body of nature, subject to physical,
chemical and biological laws. On the other hand, a person combines the cultural
world with various socio-cultural qualities created by him - the level of
education, logical thinking, memory, purposefulness.

Communication in a broad sense is the transmission of information by a
person in the form of speech, gesture, image, symbolic forms. At this time, a
person is not only satisfied with the transfer of information, but also forms,
clarifies and develops it. We propose to study the concept of communicative
culture in two directions.

Communicative culture consists of two words. First, let's look at the word
culture. Culture comes from the Latin word "culture” and includes the meanings
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of upbringing, education, development, respect, and is a concept that includes a
person's life skills. This is the main subject of culture-philosophy, cultural
studies, history, linguistics, ethnology, and pedagogy.

The subjects taught at the general education level are important in shaping
the listening and speaking skills of high school students. The language of
instruction of each country plays an important role in shaping the general
speaking skills of students studying in that country. The teaching of subjects, the
presentation of his student, the expression of his opinion on issues play an
important role in the development and formation of the prosodic side and
expressive forms of his speech. However, no matter how linguistic knowledge
and communication skills develop in the teaching of all subjects, the result is not
as effective as the achievements achieved in the Azerbaijani language classes.
From this point of view, we involved the issues of speech development, as well
as listening and speaking of high school students directly in the lessons of the
Azerbaijani language.

At the lessons of the Azerbaijani language, students first of all learn the
norms of the literary language and acquire the ability to use them in their
speech. This process is gradual and requires special responsibility and
systematic. When we talk about the problem of acquiring communication skills
by high school students, many details arise related to speech and various forms
of communication. Although it is impossible to get a clear idea of each of these
details within the framework of a small study, we will try to give an idea of the
various features of verbal communication.

When forming the listening and speaking skills of high school students in
the document “State standard and programs (curricula) of the general education
level”, the speech skills of a student who has completed the general education
level are summarized as follows.

A student who has received a general secondary education must be able to:

e analyze texts in different styles and genres that he listened to and read,

e communicating its content to someone in a concise, and partly in
expanded form;

¢ use monologue and dialogic forms of speech;

e be able to prepare a plan, thesis, review, project, express an opinion;

e Jlogically substantiate your ideas with the help of examples and
evidence;

e summarize the main points expressed in various opinions;

e communicate in a foreign language;

e demonstrate that he has the skills of written and oral communication in
his native language, has up-to-date information about the literature, history,
culture, art of his country, prominent figures, as well as about the forces
opposing his homeland [8].

One of the main places in the formation of communication is the ability of
students to listen, understand and speak. When we look at the content lines of
the Azerbaijani language subject in the modern education system, we see that
the subject is grouped into four content lines:

e listening and speaking;

¢ reading;
letter;

e language rules [8].

To develop students' listening and speaking skills, it is necessary to be able
to listen to the speaker, understand what he is saying, express his attitude to the
speaker's opinion, evaluate information, benefit from information received from
various sources of information, choose the main idea from secondary ones, form
skills of persuasive presentation their opinion, etc. Develop the student's speech
skills, flexibly perceive the information in the listened text and make clear and
accurate judgments based on it, exchange information, make logical, coherent
and persuasive speeches in accordance with the goal and level of the audience.

All content lines of the subject of the Azerbaijani language are involved in
the process of communication formation. However, the formation and
development of speech communication occurs in students directly during the
implementation of the content line of listening and speaking. Consider the norms
included in speech for the formation of students' speaking skills [3].

The qualities of speech for the formation of speaking skills are given in
many literatures [1], [2], [4] as follows:

e accuracy of speech;
purity of speech;
wealth of speech;
clarity of speech;
expressiveness of speech;
logic of speech;
harmony of speech;
accuracy of speech;
brevity of speech;
connectedness of speech
originality of speech;
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e expressiveness and emotionality of speech.

Such a listing of speech qualities is not the same for all literature. However,
in order to form these qualities in students, it is important to choose the right
texts for reading and listening and to develop students' speech in a visual form,
starting from the primary grades.

If these qualities are not taken into account in the formation of oral speech
during the development of the student's personality, then serious problems are
found in the implementation of the requirements provided for by state standards.

The current situation in educational institutions has been studied in order to
improve the listening and speaking skills of students experimentally. As a result of
the study, it was found that students of a general education school face difficulties
in establishing direct verbal communication. The rapid development of information
and communication technologies and the fact that students communicate their
thoughts to each other in writing rather than orally lead to a weakening of oral
speech skills and poor use of speech etiquette in their speech [9].

Certain difficulties are observed in the process of communication. Usually
they are social and psychological in nature. These difficulties arise due to the fact
that a person has certain individual psychological characteristics. According to
psychologists, in order to overcome difficulties in the process of communication,
it is necessary to instill in people communication skills and improve the culture
of communication [10].

In order to overcome the difficulties faced by students in oral
communication, a survey was conducted of 170 respondents, including teachers
(30 people), students (80 people) and parents (60 people), and the current
situation was determined. When analyzing the results of the survey, it was found
that 70% of students experienced difficulties in oral communication and used
speech etiquette incorrectly.

During the analysis of the survey conducted among the respondents, it
became clear that teachers and parents are concerned about the lack of
communication between students. Students who spend most of their time on
tablets and computers have poor communication skills. Thus, it is difficult for
them to express and defend their opinions, to listen carefully and patiently to
what is in front of them, to use words accurately and correctly when speaking.
Many teachers cited lack of reading as the main reason for all this. They believe
that the more a student with communicative abilities reads fiction, the more
accurate and correct his speech will be. Teachers also noted the frequency of use
of gestures and facial expressions by students, as it is difficult for them to
express their thoughts during communication.
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With the use of speech etiquette, we only see more use of speech
etiquettes such as "hello, bye, thank you."

Teachers attributed most of the students' speech defects to a lack of
vocabulary. Teachers mostly complained about the weakness of the culture of
listening to students. Thus, in surveys, the fact that students often interrupt each
other during debates and discussions, do not listen to the end, and do not show
tolerance is assessed as a negative situation.

We partially agree with this opinion. So, such cases are observed among
students today. The reason for this is that the skills of debating are not taught in
time and properly. It is during these methods that students learn mutual respect,
tolerance, listening and must respond not to the personality of the speaker, but
to his opinion.

A group of teachers pointed out that students' poor communication skills
were the main reason they provided more theoretical knowledge during class.

In general education schools, an experiment was conducted to form
students' communicative culture and the ability to freely express their thoughts.
At the first stage of the experimental classes for 2 weeks, the students listened to
monologues and dialogues from various works. They were interviewed and
asked to comment on the speaker's speech. They were asked to share their
thoughts about finding words and phrases they don't like in the speaker's
speech, their favorite way of speaking.

After the process of listening and analyzing (understanding) dialogues and
monologues with examples of the correct speech of students was carried out,
they proceeded to the second stage of working with them. At this time, students
first voiced monologues and dialogues from works and films selected by the
teacher (before the formation of selection skills), and then independently.

When applying the technique, attention was paid to the mistakes made by
students during speech by giving a small signal sound at that moment (this could
be a bell or a simple knock). At the moment when a student acting out a
monologue or participating in a dialogue hears this voice, he himself determines
which word or phrase he pronounced incorrectly or made intonation errors, and
this process continued until the speech became normal. This methodical
experiment on the development of students' speaking skills was carried out in
the classroom for 2 (two) months.

During the experiment, students' speech was recorded both at the
beginning and at the end of the process. The audio recordings were then listened
to and improvements in speech (intonation, stress, pronunciation,
expressiveness, voice control, etc.) between the start and end of the process
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were taken into account.

When implementing the methodology, as the last step, the students
listened to dialogues and monologues that were incorrectly voiced. At that time,
students first listened to this sample of speech, and then corrected mistakes by
repeating this part.

During the implementation of the methodology, students were asked to
read a sample of fiction. During this time the students were told that they could
apply the words and phrases used in fiction and that this was part of the task.
This stimulated students' interest in fiction and encouraged them to choose the
right expressions in their speech.

When implementing the methodology, work was carried out in parallel on
writing samples. By written means (composition, story, etc.), students formed
descriptive skills on the chosen topic. Poetic and artistic description of natural
phenomena, a more artistic narrative about occurring events, etc., such cases
ensured the development of students' writing skills and the ability to correctly
build sentences. After applying the methodology, it was determined that during
repeated surveys conducted by class, students noted an improvement of 40%.
Pupils studying in experimental classes no longer experience difficulties in
communication, they know how to correctly express their thoughts, use gestures
and facial expressions, and also use various speech etiquette.

It should be noted that in addition to the implementation of the standards
intended to be introduced into education to improve the colloquial speech of
high school students in secondary schools, the training of teaching staff should
also be improved. The teacher must demonstrate the skills of correct and
expressive speech by personal example directly during the lesson.

RESEARCH METHODS / METOJAU AOC/IIAXXEHHA

In the course of the study, pedagogical research methods suitable for
implementation in secondary schools were used to form the listening and speaking
skills of high school students. Such research methods as: observation, pedagogical
experiment, interview, creation of a problem situation were used, which are the
main methods of forming a culture of communication among students. Experiments
have been conducted in a number of educational institutions and successful results
have been achieved so that students theoretically understand the text being read
(listened to), use logical and figurative thinking, and bring the text to the next
audience, introducing something of their own. In addition to using inductive and
deductive methods such as analysis, synthesis, evaluation, empirical methods were
also used, such as simplifying an idea and communicating it to an audience.
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RESEARCH RESULTS / PE3YJIbTATHU JOC/IAXKEHHA

From the final results of the study, we can conclude that there are
fundamental problems in the field of speech communication of students, that is,
in the formation of their listening and speaking skills. The most important of
them, as noted by respondents during the survey, is associated with a lack of
communication and verbal communication of students with each other in a more
limited framework. The penetration of information and communication
technologies into people's lives and the fact that they spend more and more time
with electronic devices also leads to a weakening of speaking skills.

CONCLUSIONS AND PROSPECTS FOR FURTHER RESEARCH /
BUCHOBKH TA IIEPCIIEKTUBH IIOAAJIBINUX JOC/IIAKEHD

As a result of the study, we can say that:

e more time should be devoted to verbal communication of students in
schools;

e work on the formation of listening and speaking skills should be more
systematic and consistent;

e the participation of students in social events should be strengthened;

e Students should be given the opportunity to convey their thoughts
more through verbal communication.

e it is necessary to strengthen the consolidation of reading fiction and
works on figurative speech;

e students should be encouraged to make extensive use of situational
speech etiquette, gestures and facial expressions during communication.

Prospects for further research in this direction. In our opinion, the
expansion of the scope of research and applied methods to improve students'
listening and speaking skills is one of the main factors that determine our
positive results.

W EDUKACJI WCZESNOSZKOLNE]

Streszczenie. Klaryfikacja wartosci rozumiana jest jako refleksja nad
wyborami podejmowanymi w codziennym zyciu, dokonywana pod katem ich
znaczenia i zgodno$ci z celami i dazeniami Zyciowymi oraz osobistymi
preferencjiami  (P.Ole§) [7]. Stanowi podstawowy warunek ich
urzeczywistniania. Urzeczywistnianie wartos$ci rozumiane jest jako nabieranie
takich ustosunkowan, Ze stajg sie one cechami osobowosci (K. Ostrowska).
Mozna wiec o cztowieku powiedzie¢: cztowiek wolny, kochajacy, wierzacy,
odpowiedzialny. W opracowaniu przybliZzona zostanie warto$¢ wolnosci oraz
zostang poruszone zagadnienia zwigzane z wychowaniem do wolnosci, jako
cel pracy wychowawczo-dydaktycznej. Podjeta zostanie rowniez préba
ukazania systemu Kklaryfikacji wartosci wolnos$ci na I etapie edukacyjnym.
W zakresie Klaryfikacji wartoSci wolnosSci przez dzieci w wieku
wczesnoszkolnym istotne znaczenie odgrywa nauczyciel edukacji
wczesnoszkolnej. Jego zadaniem jest uczynic z klaryfikacji wartos$ci zdrowia
wazny cel pracy wychowawczo-dydaktycznej. Stuzg temu metody
ksztatcenia, Srodki dydaktyczne, formy aktywnosci, ktore stwarzajace szanse
wyboru wartosci  wolnosci. Techniki klaryfikacji wartosci, a w
szczegblnosci:Metoda zadawania pytan, dialogu polegajaca na stawianiu pytan
problemowych w sytuacjach codziennych w odniesieniu do wartosci
wolnosci;MysSlenie z przysztosSci - jest préba zastanowienia, jak dana decyzja,
wybor, forma aktywnos$ci moze by¢ widziana i oceniana w perspektywie
czasu: za tydzien, za miesigc, za rok...; Arkusze pytan pisemnych - s3 to
zestawy pytan lub krotkie opisy sytuacji problemowych stwarzajace
mozliwo$¢ ustosunkowania sie do nich; Dyskusja - powinna by¢ refleksyjna,
dawac¢ mozliwos¢ kazdemu uczestnikowi wypowiedzenia sie na temat w niej
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podjety czyli na temat wolnosci jako wartosci. (Laskowska, Oles 2016),
zarowno w kontekscie historycznym jak i wspétczesnym, w odniesieniu do
jednostki jak i catego spoteczenstwa a takze Europy i Swiata. Konkluzje
opracowania stanowi¢ bedg wskazania i rekomendacje dla praktyki
edukacyjnej. Zostang wskazane zadania dla nauczycieli, ktérych celem bedzie
klaryfikacja warto$ci wolnosci.

WPROWADZENIE / BCTYII / INTRODUCTION

Sformulowanie problemu. Wolnos$¢ jako wartos$¢. Pojecie wolnosci jest
réznie definiowane. W ujeciach stownikowych i encyklopedycznych wolnos$¢
wigze sie z niezawisto$cig, swobodg i okreslonymi prawami.

Analiza najnowszych badan i publikacji. W Stowniku wspétczesnego
jezyka polskiego wolno$¢ okre$lana jest w dwu znaczeniach:

e ,okreSlone prawo obywateli do czego$§ wyznaczane przez dobro
powszechne, interes spoteczny i porzadek prawny” (Dunaj 2001, s. 536) [10];

e ,niezalezno$¢, niezawisto$¢, swoboda, samodzielnos¢” (Dunaj 2001,
s.536) [10].

W  Encyklopedii powszechnej PWN warto$¢ ta zdefiniowana jest jako
,mozliwos¢ podejmowania decyzji i dziatania zgodnego z aktem wyboruy,
zdeterminowana przez og6t czynnikéw historycznych i spoteczno-moralnych oraz
uwarunkowana uznaniem i poznaniem istniejgcych w Swietle obiektywnych
koniecznosci. Pojecie wolnosci jest SciSle zwigzane z przyjetym systemem wartosci i
Swiatopogladem” (PWN, 1987, s. 772-773). Zgodnie z powyzsza definicjga wolnos¢
warunkowana jest czynnikami spotecznymi, historycznymi, moralnymi. Ukazany
jest rowniez aspekt aksjologiczny wolnosci [11].

W kontekscie wychowania na uwage zastuguje definicja znajdujaca sie w
Wielkiej encyklopedii nauczania Jana Pawta II - Encyklopedii nauczania
moralnego. ,Wolno$¢ - integralny element natury ludzkiej; zdolno$¢ i mozliwos¢
wyboru wartos$ci i opowiedzenia sie za nimi. Jest zwigzana z prawda i dobrem:
wyrasta z prawdy i ukierunkowuje sie ku dobru. Wolno$¢ nie jest tozsama z
brakiem jakichkolwiek norm” (Nowosad, Wyrostkiewicz 2014, s. 586) [5].

Z kolei w Encyklopedii nauczania spotecznego, bedacej sktadowa czescia
Wielkiej encyklopedii nauczania Jana Pawta II, wolno$¢ definiowana jest jako
,Zasada zycia spotecznego, jak i postawa moralno-spoteczna”(Skorowski 2014,
s. 1154) [8]. Z powyzszych dwoch definicji wynika, ze wolno$¢ nalezy ujmowac
w odniesieniu do jednostki oraz do spoteczenstwa.
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Odniesienie wolnosci do egzystencji cztowieka, godnosci i podmiotowosci
znajdujemy w Encyklopedii aksjologii pedagogicznej. A. Biela wskazuje, ze
wolno$¢ to ,kategoria aksjologiczna przynalezna do warto$ci moralnych i
ontologiczno-aksjologicznych; podstawowy atrybut ludzkiej egzystencji,
wynikajacy z niezbywalnej godnosci cztowieka, stanowigcy o tym, Zze ma on
wolng wole i jest podmiotem czynnoSci, proceséw psychicznych, dziatan oraz
zachowan” (Biela 2014, s. 1335) [1].

Jak podkresla M. Czerepaniak-Walczak: ,wolnos¢ jest takim magicznym
stowem, ktore wilada umystami i czynami ludzkimi od poczatku dziejow
ludzkos$ci. W naszym kregu cywilizacyjnym ludzie (i bogowie) zabiegali o
wolnos$c¢ i strzegli jej, poSwiecajac inne warto$ci. Wiezienie, okowy i poddanstwo
byty i sg uznane za najbardziej haniebne doswiadczenia, jakie mogg dotkng¢
osobe i cate zbiorowosci [3]. Wolnos$¢ cztowieka byta (i jest) nie tylko wynikiem
dominacji nad naturg, ale takze wynikiem zawtaszczania wolnosci innych. Byla
(i jest) dawana i zdobywana, pozyskiwana i utrzymywana racjonalnie i etycznie,
ale i podstepem, nieuczciwie, za wszelka cene”(Czerepaniak-Walczak 2006,
s.17) [3]. Jak podkres$la autorka wolno$¢ nie zawsze jest wartoscig. Zle
pojmowana moze stac sie antywartoscia.

Jan Pawet Il wskazuje na granice wolnosci, ktérg jest sumienie - prawe
sumienie. ,By¢ wolnym - pisze Ojciec Swiety - to méc i chcieé¢ wybieraé, to zy¢
zgodnie ze swym sumieniem”(SDP 1981 nr 5). Nalezy zwréci¢ uwage na rézne
aspekty wolnosci.

Z kolei S.Nowosad i M. Wyrostkiewicz, dokonujac analizy wolnosci w
nauczaniu Jana Pawta II, podkres$lajg, ze wolnos¢ jawi sie dwuaspektowo -
negatywnie jako ,wolnos¢ od” (przymusdéw, zta; suwerennos¢, niezaleznos¢) i
pozytywnie jako ,wolnos$¢ do” (dobrego dziatania). W prawdziwej wolnoSci oba
te aspekty muszg istnie¢ jednoczeSnie. Warto$¢ ta nie jest ostateczng i nie
stanowi celu istnienia osoby. Uznaje sie jg za Zrédto do spetniania sie cztowieka,
do osiagniecia przez niego doskonatosci, petni bytu - stawania sie bardziej
obrazem Boga, ktéry jest dobry (Mt 19, 17). Jako sens i cel wolnos$ci wskazuje sie
nieskrepowang mozliwo$¢ wybierania dobra, co najpetniej przejawia sie w
mitosci (Nowosad, Wyrostkiewicz 2014, s. 587-588) [5]. Istotne wiec znaczenie
w objasnianiu wolnos$ci odgrywa mitos¢.

Andrzej de Tchorzewski definiuje wolno$¢ jako ,mozliwos¢ dokonywania
przez niego wyboréw, ktére mozna usprawiedliwi¢ w oczach innych”(Tchorzewski
2008, s.247) [9]. Podkresla przy tym, Zze ,Wybory te winny cechowac sie
nieskrepowaniem, suwerennoscig, autonomia, ktére sg wyznacznikami poszukiwania
przez cztowieka takich wartosci jak prawda, dobro i piekno. Godnos$¢ cztowieka
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zawsze wigze sie z jego wolnoscig, ktorej nie przekracza i nie lekcewazy, lecz czyni ja
wolnoscig odpowiedzialng” (Tchorzewski 2008, s.247) [9]. Autor wskazuje na
cztery mozliwe podejscia do nadawania pojeciu ,,wolnos¢” jej znaczenia. Sg nimi:

e ,wolnos¢ jako brak przymusu - cztowiek jest bytem autonomicznym,
sam stanowi o sobie, decyduje za siebie; to optymistyczna wizja natury
cztowieka”(Tchorzewski 2008, s. 247);

e ,wolnos¢ jako mozliwos¢ celéw niesprzecznych z normami, zasadami
moralnymi; to zespét sprawnosci cztowieka i srodkéw, jakimi on dysponuje,
ktore pozwalaja osigga¢ moralnie pozytywne cele”(Tchorzewski 2008, s. 247);

e ,wolnos¢ jako wtadza nad sobg, cztowiek jest autorem podejmowanych
przez siebie decyzji, ale liczy sie z ich realnymi ograniczeniami wynikajacymi z
praw i koniecznosci, jakie rzadza Swiatem” (Tchorzewski 2008, s. 247) [9];

e ,wolnos$¢ jako wyzwolenie od ucisku, przemocy, a takze jako stan bez
grzechu (podejscie eschatologiczne)”(Tchorzewski 2008, s.247) [9]. Da sie tu
zauwazy¢ rézne podejscia do pojecia wolnosci, od liberalnego do eschatologicznego.

W kontekscie pedagogicznym A. Tchorzewski ujmuje wolno$¢ na trzech
poziomach:

e ,utozsamiania ze spontanicznoscig i realizacja osobistych, rozumowo
uzasadnianych pragnien wychowanka, ale wykluczajgca niekorzystne sktonnosci i
ograniczenia jego rozwoju fizycznego, psychicznego, intelektualnego i moralnego
oraz duchowego;

e jako wyraz $wiadomosci wychowanka w dokonywaniu samodzielnych
wyboréw dziatan oraz umiejetno$¢ antycypacji przysztosci, co Swiadczy o jego
aktywnej postawie;

e jako realizacje czego$ przez wychowanka zgodnie z jego wolg, ktora jest
wyrazem zdeterminowania samego siebie poprzez osobiste wybory wartosci, ktore
sg takze uznawanymi przez inne osoby”(Tchorzewski 2008, s. 253) [9].

Podsumowujg nalezy podkresli¢, ze wolno$¢ przynalezna do wartosci
moralnych wigze sie nierozerwalnie z odpowiedzialno$cia. Wychowanie do
wolnoSci odpowiedzialnej stanowi istotnny cel i zadanie wychowania w edukacji
wczesnoszkolnej. Wychowanie do wolnosci jako cel pracy wychowawczej na I
etapie edukacyjnym. Wychowanie do wartoSci stanowi wazny element pracy
wychowawczej na kazdym etapie edukacyjnym. Jak podkresla K. Chatas,
S. Kowalczyk ,Wychowanie ku warto$ciom sprowadza sie do wspomagania
wychowankéw w kreowaniu swojego zycia wedtug wartosci oraz wspomagania
ich do animacji innych do urzeczywistniania wtasciwej hierarchii wartoSci:
(Chatas, Kowalczyk 2006, s.125) [2]. Uczen w wieku wczesnoszkolnym jest
dopiero na poczatku swej drogi zyciowej. Znajduje sie rowniez w poczatkowym
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etapie wychowania ku warto$ciom, u podstaw ktorego znajduje sie aktywnos¢
aksjologiczna wyrazajgca sie w poznaniu wartoSci, warto$ciowaniu,
akceptowaniu, przezywaniu, Kklaryfikacji, urzeczywistnianiu w aspekcie
indywidualnym i spotecznym (Chatas, Kowalczyk 2006, s 125) [2]. W kontekscie
tematu opracowania mozna postawi¢ pytanie: Czy podstawa programowa dla I
etapu edukacyjnego stwarza szanse wychowania ku warto$ci wolnosci?

Analiza podstawy programowej pozwala zauwazy¢, ze zaréwno wsréod
zadan jak i tresci ksztatecia w edukacji wczesnoszkolnej mozna odnaleZ¢ takie,
ktore (glownie w sposdb posredni) odnosza sie do wolnosci stwarzajagc tym
samym szanse wychowania ku tej wartosci.

Do zadan szkoty w zakresie edukacji wczesnoszkolnej nalezy miedzy innymi:

e ,planowa realizacja programu nauczania szanujgca godno$¢ uczniéw,
ich naturalne indywidualne tempo rozwoju, wspierajagca indywidualnosg,
oryginalno$¢, wzmacniajgca poczucie wartosci, zaspokajajaca potrzebe poczucia
sensu aktywnos$ci wtasnej i wspotdziatania w grupie;

e organizacja zaje¢: umozliwiajacych poznanie warto$ci i norm
spotecznych, ktérych Zrédiem jest rodzina, spotecznos¢ szkolna, spotecznos¢
lokalna i regionalna, nardd, oraz rozwijanie zachowan wynikajacych z tych
wartosci, a mozliwych do zrozumienia przez dziecko na danym etapie rozwoju,

e umozliwiajgcych poznanie wartoSci i norm spotecznych, ktorych
zrodtem jest rodzina, spotecznos$¢ szkolna, spotecznos¢ lokalna i regionalna,
naréd, oraz rozwijanie zachowan wynikajgcych z tych wartosci, a mozliwych do
zrozumienia przez dziecko na danym etapie rozwoju” (Dz.U. 2017 poz.

Z powyzszych danych wynika, Ze badani uczniowie klas IIl najcze$ciej
utozsamiajag wolno$¢ ze swoboda poruszania sie, wychodzenia z domu,
mozliwos¢ spotkania sie z przyjaciétmi oraz z zyciem w Swieci bez wojen. Czes¢
Z uczniow rozumie wolno$¢ rowniez jako braku jej ograniczania, np. poprzez
wiezienie. Dla szeSciu z nich wolno$¢ kojarzy sie ze swobodnym/ samodzielnym
podejmowaniem decyzji.

Autorzy klaryfikacji wartosci podkreslaja, Ze osoba / jednostka uswiadamia
sobie warto$ci w wyniku procesu wartoSciowania.

Jak podkresla P.Ole$S ,Proces wartoSciowania przebiegajacy wedtug
podanych siedmiu punktow jest najbardziej efektywny dla osiggania systemu
warto$ci. W ramach tego procesu dokonuje sie klaryfikacja, czyli ujasnianie
wartosci” (Oles 1983, s. 91) [7]. Rola systemu klaryfikacji wartos$ci jest zwrdocenie
uwagi na poszczegdlne elementy sktadajgce sie na proces warto$ciowania. dzieki
Klaryfikacji osoba jest swiadoma dochodzenia do wartosci, ich poszukiwania,
odkrywania i realizowania (Ole$ 1983, s.91)

Abstract. Clarification of values is understood as a reflection on the
choices made in everyday life, made in terms of their importance and
compliance with life goals and aspirations, as well as personal preferences
(P. Oles$) [7]. It is the basic condition for their realization. The realization of
values is understood as acquiring such attitudes that they become
personality traits (K. Ostrowska). So we can say about a man: a free,
loving, believing, responsible man. The study will approximate the value of
freedom and raise issues related to upbringing to freedom as the goal of
educational and didactic work. An attempt will also be made to show the
system of clarifying the value of freedom at the first educational stage. In
terms of clarifying the value of freedom by children in early school age, the
early childhood education teacher plays an important role. Its task is to
make the clarification of the value of health an important goal of
educational and didactic work. This is achieved by teaching methods,
teaching aids, and forms of activity that create a chance to choose the
value of freedom. Techniques of value clarification, in particular: The
method of asking questions, dialogue consisting in asking problematic
questions in everyday situations in relation to the value of freedom;
Thinking from the future - is an attempt to consider how a given decision,
choice, form of activity can be seen and evaluated in the perspective of
time : in a week, in a month, in a year...; Sheets of written questions - these
are sets of questions or short descriptions of problem situations that make
it possible to respond to them; Discussion - it should be reflective, giving
each participant the opportunity to express their opinion on the subject
raised in it, i.e. on freedom as a value. (Laskowska, Oles 2016), both in the
historical and contemporary context, in relation to the individual and the
whole society, as well as Europe and the world. The conclusion of the
study will be indications and recommendations for educational practice.
Tasks for teachers will be indicated, the aim of which will be to clarify the
value of freedom.

The objectives of the study are to describe the
functioning of the third age wuniversity for refugees in Slovakian
humanitarian center and to determine the trends in the development of
medical competence of the elderly. The peculiarities of creation of a third
age university for elderly Ukrainian refugees in Slovakia are revealed. The
educational process in this institution of non-formal education was
analyzed, the subjects of the educational modules were characterized. It
was found that the activity of the third age university is due to the
combination of the implementation of two projects: the VEGA Project of
the Ministry of Education, Science, Research and Sports of the Slovak
Republic No 1/0293/21 "Education for Adult Population Health" (2022-
2023) and "Social and Psychological Assistance for Children and Adults"
Project of the independent public association "League for Mental Health"
("Liga za Zuzlené Zdravie" of Bratislava, Slovakia). It has been proven that
the implementation of measures to develop medical competence of the
elderly contributes to the development and spreading information on the
health of the population during large-scale negative events in society. The
following trends in the development of medical competence of the elderly
as a category of adults are specified: working-out special strategies for the
development of medical competence in health care system; introducing
the basics of medical literacy as training courses in non-formal adult
educational institutions; promoting digital literacy of the elderly. Further
research includes developing concept and modeling the activities of the
third age universities for IDPs in Ukraine, as well as research on ideas of
the promising European experience in the functioning of these educational
institutions for the adult population.

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ROLE OF AND BENEFITS OF USING INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATION
TECHNOLOGIES IN IMPROVING THE QUALITY OF THE «<PEDAGOGY»
COURSE IN PEDAGOGICALLY ORIENTED EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS

Abstract. The effective use of information and communication
technologies in the teaching process is accepted as an important factor in
achieving effective results. In the process of online education introduced
in connection with the COVID-19 pandemic, this was of particular
importance. The widespread use of information and communication
technologies (ICT) in the pedagogical process, as well as the provision of
educational institutions with computers and other learning technologies,
is one of the main directions of strategic activity in the new educational
system, which reflects the spirit of independent state building. To some
extent, the problem of introducing modern training technology equipment
into this area for the comprehensive and widespread dissemination and
development of training technologies in the new education system of the
Republic is being solved. The rapid development of training technology
equipment (or systems) must be constantly taken into account. Because
the models prepared for training technologies and their structure and
methods should be designed and applied according to this development. It
is in this case that the developed learning technologies can achieve self-
success in the pedagogical process. In general, the following can be
achieved by using ICT in education: improving the quality of education;
formation of information culture; access to education for all citizens;
integration of the education system; creation of a centralized education
system; preparation of electronic textbooks; creation of an effective
education management system; the ability to use innovative methods in
the training of pedagogical personnel. In order to achieve the set goals, in
order to improve the quality, a comprehensive solution of many important
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problems is important, such as the creation of a single automated
education system from information and communication technologies. It
should combine information systems of all levels, as well as management,
service, scientific-research, methodological-educational and technological
centers of education. At present, the use of information and
communication technologies at all levels of education to carry out these
works directed to the information society, as well as the teaching of ICT
itself, the formation of the ability to independently collect, analyze and
transmit information in students is a requirement of modern times. In our
republic, important steps have been taken and are being taken in the
direction of modeling education and the introduction of ICT. From the
studies carried out, it can be concluded that the role of ICT in education,
especially in teaching pedagogy, is great. Thus, in modern times, students
are surrounded by computers, televisions, smart phones, remote
controlled devices, etc. One of the important tasks facing the teacher in
order to involve the student in the lesson is to make the most of the
possibilities of information and communication technologies in the
educational process. The quality of the lesson will also increase as the
flexibility prevails in the lessons organized in this form.

INTRODUCTION / BCTYII

Formulation of the problem. ICT acts as a bridge between the pursuit of
knowledge and other vital issues. If students understand the role education
plays in their lives, they will feel more motivated to continue their education.
Everyone will agree that today an ICT illiterate person can only accidentally find
a promising job in the public or private sector. Informatization of society,
computerization of all enterprises and organizations is one of the main
directions of scientific and technological progress. Today, in the modern era, it is
impossible to imagine any production without a computer. Computers have
penetrated almost all areas of our lives and are already being used for various
purposes in enterprises and organizations. The means of educational
technologies used in education are scientific and pedagogical, methodological,
aesthetic, economic and must meet the requirements. The technical means of
teaching technologies create ample opportunities for mastering the basics of
science, consolidating the acquired knowledge, conscious understanding,
developing thinking, expanding the worldview, and forming moral qualities.
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These tools are compatible with the educational work of teachers and students,
and also create conditions for the creation, selection and application of effective
technologies, methods and principles, and their development.

Let us explain the technology and application of the audio-video technical
system in the pedagogical process. As you know, the provision of visualization of
the pedagogical process in our schools began in the 1930s. Since then, acoustic
(audio), visual (video) and audiovisual (audio-video), etc. screen media have
entered teaching and learning. They are still used in school today. These funds
can be divided into three parts:

1. Voice tools. 2. Screen facilities. 3. Programmed audiovisual means (with
computers, teaching, counting and checking machines).

When using acoustic means, information is conveyed to the student
through the acoustic (auditory) channel. It includes radio, gramophone and tape
recordings, a school radio station, etc. Visual media is a visual medium in which
information is transmitted to the student through a visual channel. There are
also silent slides, transparencies, motion pictures.

In audiovisual media, information is transmitted both through hearing and
through vision. These include voiced slides, transparencies, documentaries,
scientific and educational films.

The widespread use of cinematography in particular increases the
intensity of visuality. Cinema, as one of the most powerful and wonderful means
that allows you to revive the entire system of activities in the classroom, creates
broad conditions for a deep assimilation of all areas of science, organically links
upbringing and education, educates students in a high moral spirit.

The teacher can more easily and simply convey information that he cannot
convey to students by the indicated traditional means, due to the wide possibilities
of the modern (interactive video) audio-video technical system. But what technical
and technological elements are included in this system? This includes a TV,
camcorder, VCR, VCR, video cassette and remote control. As you know, the footage
displayed on the TV screen is controlled using the remote control. Thus, frames on
the screen can be played with sound, without sound, forward, backward and static
using the remote control. That is, such a technical system allows the teacher to
replace traditional screen means in the pedagogical process, that is, sound and light
equipment, with a single audio-video technical system.

Apparently, this interactive video-television system reception has the
ability to take on the functions of all traditional on-screen teaching aids. Thus,
the audio-video technical system has great potential for mass coverage of
educational institutions. This has several advantages:
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e The teacher does not require deep technical knowledge and does not
spend a lot of time on technical training.

e Protective equipment, fire protection, blackout curtains, etc. no need to
purchase equipment, teachers and students are relieved of physical and mental stress.

e The complicated process of watching TV shows and scheduling lessons
from TV programs has been discontinued. Most importantly, the teacher
achieves pedagogical, methodological and psychological freedom by choosing
the time of the exam.

e Traditional technical means lose their role and transfer their functions to
modern technical and technological means. The cost of purchasing and repairing
their spare parts, energy consumption and space are also significantly reduced.

The novelty of the work helps the teacher's work, arousing students'
interest in learning. In addition, students can use a video camera and, under the
guidance of a teacher, draw educational objects according to the requirements of
subject programs and demonstrate them in the classroom. Such events instill in
students the motivation of interactive learning, individual thinking, perception,
creativity, search ability, knowledge, imagination, polytechnic outlook, etc.
strengthens. This increases their propensity for independent learning.

Undoubtedly, given the current economic difficulties, the public should be
involved in solving this problem together with the Ministry of Science and Education.
Certain forces are involved in solving the problem, such as sponsors, sponsoring
organizations, associations, entrepreneurs, municipalities, wealthy parents.

One of the main
tasks facing this direction is to ensure the timely and effective implementation of
new information technologies in education. It is known that the first steps should
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be taken at the school level. The foundation of computer knowledge should be laid
in high school. Where computer skills used to be considered computer literacy, it is
now considered general literacy or competence. It is extremely difficult for a
person who does not own computers to study, engage in scientific creativity and
research. Now ICT is not only a method that provides an educational process, ICT is
also a tool that opens up new possibilities for ensuring independent understanding
of students. ICT tools used in education greatly simplify the educational process,
make it dynamic and flexible.

Adding a computer to the educational model "teacher-student-textbook"
allows you to organize the educational process according to an individual
program. In this regard, the role of the teacher is also changing: he becomes a
consultant, coordinator and, most importantly, curator of the educational
process. Its purpose is to support and develop the ability of students to make
decisions, learn independently, understand and make judgments about the
purpose of the subjects studied.

As you know, the psychology of teachers, as well as trainees, is different.
There are students who think that their answers in the lesson are wrong, shy
away from their peers and the teacher, and thus participate more passively in
the lessons. A person sitting in front of a personal computer is no longer afraid
of the machine, there is a feedback between him and the computer, he enters
answers into the computer that he thinks, sees his mistakes, corrects them with
the help of the computer, avoids negative emotions, and as a result, his
confidence increases. in itself. When using a personal computer, each student
has the opportunity to review the explanation if he did not understand the given
topic, and repeat it until he understands. ICT enhances the student's ability to
receive information through vision, so it realizes the description of things that
are invisible to the naked eye and change their color and shape. Providing tasks
in the form of videos or animations, accompanied by good text and beautiful
music, has a strong influence, leads to the development of his artistic taste and
better absorption of the material. Thus, ICT not only develops the intellectual
capabilities of a person, but also creates new development prospects, a new
global cultural system, and opens up interesting opportunities for improving the
quality of education.

Each teacher of pedagogy who wants to conduct his lesson based on new
technologies or interactive methods should always be ready to use interactive
technologies, should be able to prepare didactic materials, presentations made
using electronic resources, drawings, tables. Such an organization of the
pedagogical process can play an important role in increasing the cognitive
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abilities, the complexity of thinking and the motivation of students.

The use of ICT in education and the creation of educational networks is an
important condition for the further development of education. First of all, the
widespread use of ICT carries with it the purpose and responsibilities of the
teacher. Secondly, the creation of an educational environment in schools,
colleges and universities creates opportunities for participation in educational
knowledge.

IN THE SCHOOL MATHEMATICS COURSE

Abstract. The article selected for research is dedicated to the optimal
methods of teaching trigonometric equations in the high school
mathematics course based on the curriculum. In the article, it is also
confirmed that the studied material is the logical conclusion of the
trigonometry course, the final result of the passed theoretical knowledge.
The topic of trigonometric equations and inequalities provides excellent
examples and problems of integration between algebra, geometry and
other disciplines. Trigonometry is closely related to both geometry and
algebra in its characteristics, and this connection is reflected in the content
of the school mathematics course. Thus, trigonometry is used in geometry
in metric relationships in right triangles, in the definition of the sine,
cosine, tangent and cotangent of an acute angle, in the theorem of sines
and cosines, in the relationship formulas between sides and radii when
circles are drawn inside and outside regular polygons, in area formulas of
many geometric figures, etc., in algebra and in the course, the main
formulas of trigonometry, trigonometric equations and inequalities, etc.
are given in the sections. Our main goal in the dissertation is to explain the
place and importance of trigonometric equations and inequalities in the
school mathematics course, to show the role of trigonometric equations in
the equation family, and to determine the methodical features of its
solution. At the same time, in the process of teaching trigonometric
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equations and inequalities, the solution of algebraic equations included in
the family of equations is also considered, and this requires both the
teacher and the student to teach and learn the high school mathematics
course in a complete, integral way.

INTRODUCTION / BCTYII

Formulation of the problem. Optimal ways of teaching the topic
«Trigonometric Equations» in the school mathematics course - the topic is one
of the complex, extensive areas studied in the secondary school of mathematics
in grades V-XI. Before passing the trigonometric equations, students mastered
the lessons and materials of the lower grades, which prepare the basic
foundations of this subject. The radian measure of an angle, calculating the
length of an arc, metric ratios in a right triangle, monotonicity of functions, etc.,
such topics create a positive basis for understanding and understanding the
methods for solving trigonometric equations. The article also shows more
efficient and optimal methods for solving each equation and gives various
recommendations. Integration, which is one of the basic principles of the
educational program of the curriculum, and its application has been given
enough space in the topic, and the application of trigonometry in various fields
has been shown as an interesting issue.

For many years, various subjects, including mathematics, have been taught
in general education schools on the basis of the curriculum. The main goal of the
new curriculum for the secondary school mathematics course is to prepare
students who are educated, versatile, with a broad worldview, with high mental
abilities, logical thinking, determination, judgment and the ability to draw
conclusions. In the subject curricula in mathematics, each subject received a
more complete content, taking into account the positive indicators of previous
years, and enough space was allocated for classes with practical content, which
must be solved logically.

Analysis of major research and publications. The role and significance
of problem solving in the school course of mathematics has always been the
subject of research by leading teachers, mathematicians-methodologists. Since
the twentieth century, M. Abdulkarimov [1], M. Ashurov [2], B.Aliev [3],
S. Hamidov [5] and others attached great importance to problem solving in the
development of secondary mathematical education and always kept it in the
center of attention in the training of young mathematicians. At the end of the
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20th and the beginning of the 21st century, the school of methods of teaching
mathematics became widespread in Azerbaijan. S. Gamidov [5], I. Rustamov
[17], S. Huseynova [9], M. Mardanov [15] and others in their classes brought to
the fore the problem of the connection between learning and life.

AIM AND TASKS / META TA 3ABAAHHA

The purpose of the study is to develop a methodological system based on
a system of tasks taken from life to ensure the mathematical preparation of
students.

In this regard, the main objectives of the study are as follows:

¢ reveal the role and significance of the problem in mathematical education;

e toreveal didactic functions of questions;

¢ to determine the possibilities of mathematics textbooks for grades V-VI;

e discover the use of mental operations in solving problems;

e to determine the ways of choosing questions, the content of which is
taken from life;

e to determine the stages of solving the problem, methods of choosing
modeling tools;

¢ identify the difficulties that students face in solving problems and ways
to overcome them;

e in accordance with the purpose of the problem under study, taking into
account the psychological, pedagogical and scientific requirements, to prepare a
system of tasks and a methodology for teaching their solution.

THE THEORETICAL BACKGROUNDS / TEOPETMYHI OCHOBHM
JNOCTIKEHHA

It should be noted that before moving on to trigonometric equations, the
«concept of trigonometry» begins with the concepts of sina, cosa, tga and ctga,
which appear in grades 8-9 of high school as relationships between the sides
and angles of a right triangle. Later in the same lessons, students learn how to
transform these functions into one another in a right triangle and their meanings
at certain angles.

A comprehensive and in-depth study of the trigonometry course in grade
10 «Angle of rotation, arc length, trigonometric functions, formulas for their
transformation, summation theorems, results from them», etc. begins with the
teaching of subjects. The properties of trigonometric functions, their graphs,
determining the ranges of increment and decrease, calculating values on the
coordinate plane and on the unit circle, the ability to describe functions are
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studied before the topic «trigonometric equations», the relevant knowledge and
skills have already been formed among students.

Effective and efficient teaching of trigonometric equations primarily depends
on the correct organization of teaching the simplest trigonometric equations. At
this stage of training, the teacher should try to reasonably understand both the
theory of equations, the properties of trigonometric functions, especially those
properties that will be used in solving trigonometric equations, and the features of
solving trigonometric equations that differ from other types of equations, the
principle of proportionality of trigonometric equations, the number of units
trigonometric equations. The classification of simple trigonometric equations must
be correctly given, the rule for writing the found cubes as a whole must be correctly
conveyed to students. This stage of learning is the discovery of the main content of
the cube theorem, the connection of the theorem with the monotonicity of the
function and the existence of this property of trigonometric functions, the
explanation of simple trigonometric equations in the form of a cube, arcsine,
arccosine, arctanensis, arccotangent and their many-valued nature. It is also very
important to give a geometric explanation for the fact that simple trigonometric
equations have no solution.

In all stable textbooks and tutorials, the simplest trigonometric equations are
treated as equations, and the teaching of these topics in textbooks begins with
solving the equation. The main methodological features of teaching the subject are
that, unlike previously taught equations, the solution of this type of equations is
associated with great difficulties. Thus, the use of self-help methods by students is
reduced, students for the first time get acquainted with the concept of serial
solutions, see a real-inductive explanation for finding cubes, face the problem of
choosing the desired cubes from the set, serial cubes were found, therefore, the
subject of trigonometric equations from the first lessons, the teacher requires high
professionalism and methodological skills. In the first lesson, the teacher should
very meaningfully explain to students the square theorem, the importance of the
condition for increasing or decreasing a function on an interval, decreasing an
arbitrary value of the function f (x) in the interval under consideration, and the fact
that the expression f (x) u003d a is quadratic to the interval from the point
requirements view, should be able to do so. After this explanation, new concepts
are introduced, such as arcsine, arccosine, etc.,, which are of great importance in
solving trigonometric equations they must be very careful in their understanding,
they must be based on the knowledge they have acquired before.

One of the biggest difficulties in solving trigonometric equations is the
question of how to solve a given trigonometric equation. In order to overcome
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this difficulty, the teacher should first of all classify equations, convey this
classification to students in a mnemonic way, require them to correctly know
the names of the equations included in the classification, and it should be
explained that each type of trigonometric equation has its own solution method.
At this stage of learning, you should consider the problem of solving the same
trigonometric equation in several ways.

In our opinion, at this stage, the teacher should prepare cards for each
student and write on these cards trigonometric equations covering all types, and
ask students to determine their types, since experiments show that if the
student does not know what type of trigonometric equation the solution consists
of in that the student must be able to solve the equation, faces a dilemma, but
when the student knows what type of trigonometric equation this trigonometric
equation belongs to. Therefore, it is necessary to pay special attention to the
definition of types of trigonometric equations. Completing the solution of
trigonometric equations is also very important. The checks carried out show
that often the solution of trigonometric equations is not completed, that is, the
phase of connecting the roots remains incomplete. Ultimately, this means that
the equation remains unsolved.

The results of experiments and studies show that students face great
difficulties in solving trigonometric equations and find it difficult to choose ways
to simplify the given trigonometric equations wusing trigonometric
transformations. One of the main reasons for this is due to the poor knowledge
of trigonometric formulas in the textbook, and the other reason and the most
important reason is that trigonometric equations are not classified and
researched before solving trigonometric equations. In our opinion, both
trigonometric formulas should be very clearly grouped and repeatedly and
meaningfully explained to these students. In our opinion, it is very important to
divide the trigonometric formulas into 9 large groups based on the
trigonometric material included in the school curriculum, and determine the
importance and scope of each group. It also simplifies the classification and
solution of trigonometric equations.

In our opinion, it is methodically incorrect to carry out the educational process
by solving mixed-type trigonometric equations. Therefore, we suggest that in the
first lesson, i.e. in the next lesson after the ability to solve simple trigonometric
equations, the teacher should give the meaning of the classification of trigonometric
equations in the form of a lecturer, the basis for this classification and, finally, the
classification table, then move on to solving specific examples and each time to
investigate what type of trigonometric equation needs to be solved. In our opinion,
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the following classification of trigonometric equations has a positive effect on
improving the quality of education.

1) Trigonometric equations are introduced into the algebraic equation.

2) Homogeneous trigonometric equations.

3) Trigonometric equations solved by the factorization method.

4) Solution of trigonometric equations using the condition of equality of
the trigonometric equations of the same name.

5) The solution of trigonometric equations using the formulas for the
transformation of the sum and difference.

6) Solving trigonometric equations using addition formulas and
summation formulas.

7) Trigonometric equations are solved using reduction formulas.

8) Trigonometric equations of the form asinx + bcosx = c.

After this classification, the method of solving each type of trigonometric
equation and the differential choice of the corresponding type of research
system is suitable for the purpose.

Trigonometric equations are introduced into the algebraic equation.

Students should understand that a large class of trigonometric equations
are solved by reducing them to an algebraic equation, and at the same time,
students should know what trigonometric equations look like in algebraic form,
equations such as the following:

asin2x + bsinx + c=0

acos3x + bcosx+c=0

atg43x + btg23x + ¢ =0 and so on, including equations such as Indeed, in
equations of this type

sinx =t

COSX =y

The replacement tg3x=z gives the following algebraic equations.

at2 + bt+c=0

ay3+by+c=0

at4 +bt2 +c=0

By solving each of these equations, we find sinx=t, cosx=y, and tg3x, and
then we find the variable by solving these equations. It should be explained to
students that there are trigonometric equations that at first glance do not look
like algebraic equations, but after a simple trigonometric transformation they
become algebraic equations.

asin2x + bcosx+c=0
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atgx + bctgx =0

The form acos2x + bsinx + ¢ = 0 is not like an algebraic equation because
each equation involves two functions instead of one, but these equations are
converted to an algebraic equation by a simple transformation. Really

sinx = 1-cos2x,

cos2x = 1-sin2x,

Using the identities ctgx = 1/tgx, the required equations are obtained. In
our opinion, the teacher should write some trigonometric equations on the
board and ask the students which one is the equation reduced to an algebraic
equation and ask them to justify their opinion. After that, he should move on to
solving specific examples and solve very simple examples first.

Example 1. Solve the equation cos2x + 3sinx = 2. This example at first
glance does not look like an algebraic equation, why? Because there are two
functions and the arguments are different.

However, after simple transformations, this equation easily turns into an
algebraic equation. we know it.

cos2x = 1-2sin2x Then

1-2sin2x + 3sinx = 2

2sin2x - 3sinx + 1 = 0 where sinx = t after substitution

A quadratic equation 2t2 - 3t + 1 = 0 is obtained, which is easily solved

In addition, they must know the transformation formulas and formulas for
the roots of the simplest trigonometric equations.

To master the solution of these types of equations, the teacher must
prepare a learning system.

Homogeneous trigonometric equations include the following types of
equations.

async + bcosx =0

asin2x + bsinxcosx + ccos2x =0
asin3x + bsin2cosx + ccos2xsinx + dcos3x =0

These equations are homogeneous with respect to sinx and cosx,
respectively. In other words, such equations are called a homogeneous
trigonometric equation, the sum of the degrees of the functions included in the
equation is the same in all of them. This sum is called the degree of a
homogeneous trigonometric equation. The powers of the homogeneous
trigonometric equations under consideration are equal to one, two, and three,
respectively. By dividing these types of equations by coskx (the power of the k-
equation), the homogeneous trigonometric equation is converted into an
algebraic equation. For example.

Let's look at the equation asin2x + bsinxcosx + ccos2x = 0. Divide the
equation by cos2x:

atg2x + btgx+c=0

Here it is very important to explain the situation to the students. Since
cosx # 0, we can divide by cos2x. If cosx = 0, then sinx = 0, as the equations show.
It's impossible. If this were the case, then the identity sin2x + cos2x =1 would
lose its meaning. In our opinion, this case should be specially explained. That is,
students should fully understand that sinx and cosx cannot be zero for the same
argument value.

By substituting tgx =y from the equation atg2x + btgx + c =0, we get the
equation ay2 + by + ¢ = 0, which is easily solved. When explaining the solution of
these types of equations, it is necessary to clarify that at first glance the equation
may not look homogeneous, but it can still be reduced to a homogeneous
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trigonometric equation using simple trigonometric transformations. For
example: asin2x + bsinxcosx + ccos2x = d is not a homogeneous equation, but it
can be easily reduced to a homogeneous equation. Indeed: d =d-1 =d( [cos] 72
x+ [sin] "2x)

Hence the following equation:

asin2x + bsinxcosx + ccos2x =d( [cos] 2 x+ [sin] *2 x) with simple
transformations and dividing each side by cos2x.

The algebraic equation (a-d)tg2x+btgx+c=0 is obtained and the
students already know its solution. After that, it is necessary to move on to
solving examples, that is, to master the solution of this type of equations, the
teacher must prepare a system of classes.

Trigonometric equations solved by the factorization method.

The solution of these types of equations requires students to be well
aware of all methods of factoring algebraic expressions, that is, each student
must be well aware of the methods of taking the common factor out of brackets,
groupings, abbreviated multiplication formulas and artificial methods for
obtaining their results, and in addition, he must know the formulas that we
wrote at the beginning of the paragraph and additionally the following
formulas/

After a detailed explanation by the teacher, several trigonometric
equations are written on the blackboard, including the types of equations that
the students already know, and the students must explain what type these
equations are or say that they do not know. After this work will help to solve
examples. It is better to choose a learning system that uses methods for dividing
possible algebraic expressions into points, it is known that this requires both
professionalism and skill from teachers.

Trigonometric equations are solved using trigonometric equations of the
same name with the condition of equality of functions. It is necessary to explain
to students that the solution of many trigonometric equations is reduced to the
equality of trigonometric functions of the same name. These types of equations
are solved based on the condition of equality of trigonometric functions of the
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same name. That is, based on such conditions that both angles a and  satisfy
this condition.

The fulfillment of these conditions, i.e. sina = sinf}; cosa = cosf; tga = tgp,
is proved in the form of a theorem, and there are three theorems in total. Let us
prove one of these theorems.

Theorem 1. A necessary and sufficient condition for the equality of the sines
of two angles is one of the following conditions: the difference of these angles must
be equal to m times an even number, or the sum of the angles must be equal to ©
times an even number. odd number. Proof of the necessary condition:

Given: sina = sinf3

Proof: taken from the condition that sin - sinf3 = 0, in other words

After that, with the help of the proved theorems, equations with the
condition of equality of trigonometric functions or conditions of equality
brought to this point are solved. In our opinion, the simplest trigonometric
equations should be solved here. For example

Along with equations of the form sin3x = sinx, cos4x = cos2x, tg5x = tgx
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sinbx = -sinx; cos3x = sinx

tg3x-tg(5x + m/3) =1 solve in equations, and then again propose a
research system.

After explaining all types of equations, the presence of mixed types of
equations should also be explained, and at the end it should be drawn up as an
independent work covering all types, and when the text of the test is prepared, it
is necessary to reflect more types of equations as fully as possible.

RESEARCH METHODS / METOAU AOC/IIAXEHHA

To solve the tasks, the following research methods were used:

e analysis of scientific and methodological, psychological, psychological
and pedagogical literature;

o the program of the high school mathematics course, analysis of
curricula by class;

e analysis of textbooks and teaching aids for teaching mathematics at
school;

e analysis of pedagogical and methodological research directly related to
problem-based learning;

e study of teachers of higher mathematics and school experience;

e conducting an oral and written survey on the problem under study in
grades V-XI;

e conducting a pedagogical experiment in urban, township and rural
schools of the republic and achieving a generalization of its results and
application in public schools.

To check the learning outcomes of students, modern forms of assessment
were used: diagnostic (initial), formative (current) and summative (final).

RESEARCH RESULTS / PE3YJIbTATH JOC/IIAXEHHA

Based on our research and study of pedagogical experience, we can draw
the following conclusions:

1. he new Law on Education of the Independent Azerbaijan Republic and
the gradual transfer of subjects to the new education system, along with other
subjects, was an important stage in the development of secondary mathematical
education and has broad prospects.

The goals of mathematical education in the mathematics program for
grades V-XI:

e theoretical goal - to give students the necessary mathematical
knowledge in life;
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e application of mathematical knowledge, mathematical methods in life -
in practice: various measurements, calculations, problem solving;

e is defined as the education of spiritual and moral qualities in students by
solving specially selected issues and thereby ensuring their comprehensive
development. These goals are aimed at connecting mathematics education with life.

2. In the process of solving the problem, the student encounters a problem.
To find a solution to this problem, the student:

e tries to determine the place of application of known knowledge;

e tries to discover new knowledge, referring to known knowledge;

e to put forward a judgment, analyze, etc. trying to apply mental
operations.

At the same time, the student develops logical, mathematical and dynamic
thinking. It is in the process of solving problems that productive teaching
methods are used.

3. The connection of mathematical education with life through problem
solving - in addition to expanding the general worldview of students, allows you
to implement interdisciplinary connections. Because the mathematics course of
V-XI grades, being an integrative course, requires the use of developing teaching
methods. Since it is impossible to deepen the theoretical level of the course,
preference is given to classes of the theoretical-practical, practical and
measuring-calculation type.

4. When solving the problem of the connection between teaching
mathematics and life through solving problems in grades V-XI, three factors
must be taken into account:

1) practice — theory — practice;

2) mathematics as a science is used in solving new practical (as well as
theoretical) problems;

3) preparation of a system of tasks taken from life, forming a specific plot,
corresponding to the program topics, serving the mathematical and general
development of students.

5. The connection of mathematical education with life through solving
problems in grades V-XI depends on three factors:

e scientific and methodological preparation and initiative of the teacher;

¢ in the development of existing textbooks in mathematics;

e Availability of additional educational (didactic) materials for teachers
and students in the mathematics course V-XI grades.

There are objective and subjective reasons why mathematics textbooks in
grades V-XI have little access to the presented problem. However, the task of

activating the informativity of learning directly depends on the business acumen
and pedagogical skills of the teacher.

6. In the course of mathematics in grades V-XI, students get acquainted
with arithmetic operations on the set of rational numbers, the material of the
preparatory course of geometry in the direction of «practice-theory» and learn
simple geometric constructions. This knowledge allows teaching methods for
solving various types of problems (including geometric ones).

Although this is not the first attempt to connect the teaching of
mathematics with life through problem solving, a methodological system for
solving this problem has been developed, taking into account the peculiarities of
the mathematics course in grades V-XI, as well as on local materials, not only
problems have been identified, but in general a methodological system has been
developed, the content is indicated work, methods of implementation, means,
based on the assessment of learning outcomes, theoretical and practical
significance and methodological research were confirmed.

7.For each of the subjects related to the school mathematics course
(including the interactive course), various types of classes are used to assimilate
theoretical material, consolidate it and implement its application in practice.
This is the minimum position for teaching this subject. However, there are issues
that allow the implementation of several didactic functions. This includes
standard and non-standard questions that provide the student with additional
(non-math) information. Since the method of solving a problem is related to the
content of the problem, it remains in the memory of students.

CONCLUSIONS AND PROSPECTS FOR FURTHER RESEARCH /
BUCHOBKHU TA INIEPCIIEKTHUBHU INIOAAJIBIHIUX JOC/TIAKEHD

To improve the quality of mathematical education in grades V-X]I, it is not
enough to improve the content and form of the methodological system of
teaching the subject; it is necessary to take into account the requirements of the
new educational system (curriculum), the individual characteristics and
capabilities of students, and use interactive teaching methods. Because a math
problem is a means of attacking the student's brain.

Prospects for further research in this direction. «Statistics and
Probability» - being a new meaningful direction in the school mathematics
course, her teaching in grades V-XI is based mainly on pressing problems.
Statistical elements were used in school practice. However, in the new education
system, both concepts should be taught in an interrelated way and with the help
of appropriate questions.
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It is necessary to improve the technology for solving problems in statistics
and probability in school mathematics. Since the possibilities for solving
different types of problems in the school mathematics course are available in
grades V-XI, then in order to implement its didactic functions, it is necessary to
allocate enough space for solving problems in the classroom and after school
hours cool exercises.

The educational performance of students in the experimental classes was
higher than in other subjects.

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Abstract. The article is devoted to the consideration of the philosophical
aspect of the concept of "patriotism" and related definitions, which
became the subject of discussion at the classes of the scientific cadet group
"Philosophy of coffee" of the Danube Institute of the National University
"Odesa Maritime Academy". It is noted in the work that the cadets studied,
analyzed and determined the essence of many concepts that play an
important role in the formation of national self-awareness and citizenship
of the cadets, and their essential features were highlighted. Thus, the
conclusion was reached that true patriotism by its nature is a feeling
aimed at protection, it is not characterized by an aggressive nature. It was
determined that patriotism is a special spiritual value, as it acts as a
guarantor of unity, harmonization of modern Ukrainian society,
preservation of its identity and cultural originality in the conditions of
globalization of world society. The cadets determined that the concept of
patriotism is broad enough and does not come down to just a sense of duty
to the Motherland. Patriotism is one of the components of the moral and
cultural level of personality development, which is part of the process of
forming feelings, views, beliefs, and worldview. The prerequisites for the
emergence of patriotism in Ukraine were also discussed at the classes of
the "Coffee Philosophy" group. The cadets made reports about the
emergence of patriotic consciousness in the appeals of Volodymyr
Monomakh to reconcile with the princes for the unification of the Russian
land; about Pyotr Sahaidachny's naval achievements in the fight against
the Turkish Empire; about the patriotism of maritime border guards on
Zmiiny Island in our times, etc. Thus, as the analysis shows, there is no
single approach to defining the essence of patriotism. Moreover, a one-
sided approach to the interpretation of this phenomenon - as subjective or
objective, individual or general, social - is quite wrong. It was determined
that patriotism is a personal quality of a person that determines a special
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attitude to the Motherland, which is manifested in the corresponding
feelings, beliefs, ideas that the individual is concerned with the interests,
aspirations, needs, ideals of his people, realizing his national uniqueness
and originality.

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THE MAIN DIRECTIONS OF DiSTANCE EDUCATION OF STUDENTS
IN HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS

Abstract. Compared to traditional forms of education, distance education
optimally develops students' independence, activity, awareness, and creativity,
effectively solves the strategic issues facing modern teacher training in the
information society. The irreplaceable role and place of increasing the quality
and effectiveness of higher education also highlight the relevance of distance
education. It is also advantageous in terms of creating the same opportunity for
them to study regardless of their place of residence, health status, the standard
of living and financial support. On the other hand, distance education is also
very profitable financially. It allows you to study without incurring additional
costs (transport, housing and other expenses). It is these indicated factors that
indicate the importance and relevance of the topic chosen for research.
Integration into the world, globalization, rapid processes of information lead to
significant changes in all spheres of modern society and increase the role of
human capital as the main factor in the successful development of the state.
Changes in the education system, especially in higher education, led to the need
for talented, competitive specialists who can meet the needs of society and the
state, along with their self-education, the issue of informatization of education.
The application of distance education technologies in all areas was in the focus
of attention of national leader Heydar Aliyev many years ago and in connection
with this, he adopted the “National Strategy for information and communication
technologies for the development of the Republic of Azerbaijan” covering 2003-
2012 [5]. As a continuation of this, the announcement of 2013 by the head of
state Mr. [lham Aliyev as the “Year of Information-communication technologies”
in the Republic of Azerbaijan, the foundation of the University of Information
Technologies is one of the steps aimed at informatization of society and,
accordingly, the training of competent and competent specialists. At the same
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time, starting from 2007-2008, the use of electronic testing technologies for
innovative development of Education, current and final assessment of the
quality of education was started at the Azerbaijan State Pedagogical University.
At the joint initiative of the administrative, professor and teaching staff,
technical specialists of the university, the conduct of test exams has become
more organized, which allowed students to more accurately test their
knowledge using electronic resources. In addition, the experience of Azerbaijan
on the informatization of education was presented at the “ITU World Telecom
2009” forum held in Geneva from October 5 to 9, 2009. At the events held in
connection with this forum representatives of many countries were given
information about the creation of the Azerbaijan Education Network
(AZEDUNET), Information and Resource Center, “Electronic School”, as well as
the National Education Program, and the achievements of the country in the
field of application of information technologies were demonstrated. The
transition to the information society makes the problem of the formation of
modern thinking in the new generation even more urgent, creates the need for
fundamental changes in education and creates a fundamental basis for
students’ adaptation to education and strengthening of distance learning
tendencies. In modern conditions, young personnel must not only master the
knowledge of their specialty, but also master the latest achievements of science
and technology, be able to use distance education tools, and search for new
sources of information to improve themselves every day.

INTRODUCTION / BCTYII

Formulation of the problem. Distance learning skills are formed in the
course of independent activity through sources of information, in the search for
information as an ability determined by the psychological and intellectual
indicators of each student.

The main goal of the educational reform being carried out in our country is
to make distance learning and independent activity of students one of the
centers of attraction for education. From this point of view, the training of
independent, competitive and enterprising personnel with creative thinking,
universal knowledge, modern and broad outlook is one of the main goals of the
education system [8]. In this regard, the main goal of using distance learning
technologies in education is to form students' interest in self-education, prepare
them for this activity systematically, consistently and purposefully, instilling in
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them the necessary skills for independent activity. Thus, the introduction of
distance learning into the educational environment leads to a fundamental
change in the educational process. Proceeding from this, one of the national
priorities in our republic is the informatization of education.

Mr. President puts forward the opinion that only in this case the younger
generation can be formed as professional personnel in accordance with the
requirements of the time. In his opinion, both logistics and modernization of the
educational process should be carried out at the same level in each educational
institution. Only then can the desired result be achieved. World experience
shows that even the most prestigious universities are never satisfied with a
well-deserved status. They are constantly striving for innovation. Therefore,
reforms in higher education should be permanent. In other words, constant
monitoring of scientific innovations, their comprehension, establishing
relationships with higher schools with progressive experience can contribute to
our education reaching the world level in the true sense of the word [3].

Analysis of major research and publications. When organizing distance
learning, the solution of additional tasks in the organization of the educational
process of the university also reveals the following needs:

e C(reation of a pedagogical theory of continuous development of the
individual based on the achievements of psychology, sociology, cultural studies,
philosophy in order to ensure the unity of the processes of education,
upbringing and development;

e comprehensive integration of universities with priority areas of
scientific research on the initiative of both public and private organizations;

e integrated application of new information technologies in the
educational process of the university;

¢ training of mobile, enterprising, creatively thinking specialists who are
ready for continuous self-education throughout their lives.

We analyzed several papers to determine the degree of elaboration of the
dissertation work N. Abdullaeva [1] «The program of self-education of teachers in
pedagogy», R. Makhmudova [4] «Opportunities and ways of independent work of
students in higher education», A. Alieva [5], I. Dzhabrailov [2] «Azerbaijani education
in the period of independence: theoretical and practical aspects» and the works of
other Azerbaijani researchers widely covered the issues of self-education and
independent work. G. Akhmedov [3], R. Aligulieva, R. Makhmudova [4] and others in
their works have widely considered issues related to distance education. Among
foreign teachers M. Ali [6], T. Arat [7], R. Sagitova [10] and others raised in their
works such issues as distance learning, self-education, learning to learn.
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AIM AND TASKS / META TA 3ABJAHHA

The main purpose of the study is to study the main criteria for the
development of the organization of distance learning for students in higher
educational institutions.

In accordance with the goal, the following main objectives of the study are
defined:

1. Determine the degree of development of the problem and the socio-
historical prerequisites for the development of educational activities of students
in the context of distance planning and organization of education.

2. Theoretically substantiate the motivational-activity approach, which
determines the strategy for the development of students' educational activities
in the conditions of distance planning and organization of training in higher
educational institutions.

3. Prepare and theoretically substantiate the pedagogical concept of the
development of distance learning for students in the context of the development
of distance education.

4. Develop a model for the development of distance activities of students
in the context of informatization of education, identify examples and justify its
technology.

5. To identify and justify the possibility of creating optimal conditions for
the development of distance learning activities of students by creating a distance
learning environment at the university.

6. Determine the success of the process of developing distance activities of
students in the context of informatization of education, develop possible criteria
and indicators and theoretically substantiate them.

THE THEORETICAL BACKGROUNDS / TEOPETHYHI OCHOBH
AOCHIAKEHHA

The theoretical basis of the study is the study of the main provisions of the
modern theory of the experience of foreign countries and Azerbaijan in the field
of distance education of students' activities in the field of planning and
organizing distance education of higher educational institutions, the adopted
concepts and strategies for organizing distance learning. The theoretical
significance of the study lies in the creation of a working system for the
development of distance learning activities in the conditions of distance learning
activities of students in the conditions of distance organization and planning of
education in higher educational institutions that are of great socio-economic
importance in the training of future teachers. The study includes theoretical
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provisions related to distance education, personal development and the use of
information technology, and the motivational-activity approach is presented in
the work from the point of view of methodological regulation of the process of
distance education development. The activity of students in the conditions of
remote activity is described, as well as the organization and planning of training
in the form of distance education in higher educational institutions is
theoretically substantiated.

In the conditions of informatization of education, the main criteria for the
availability of skills in organizing distance educational activities can be called the
following:

e create an independent task based on the information received or be
able to see the problem in a normal state;

e propose a method for analyzing, collecting and processing data;

e draw conclusions and see the possibilities of practical application of the
obtained results;

e evaluate the results of their work and prove their correctness;

e use the possibilities of information technologies.

Thus, the introduction of distance learning into the educational environment
leads to a fundamental change in the educational process. Proceeding from this,
one of the national priorities in our republic is the informatization of education.
Even in highly developed countries, the main financial resources are directed to the
education and training of ICT-literate specialists.

Experience shows that the development of distance education plays an
important role in addressing a number of the following issues:

e increases knowledge and experience to live and act in modern society;

e introduction of new forms and methods into the learning process
improves the quality of education;

e gives every person of any age the opportunity to learn and improve
their knowledge.

Informatization of education is the process of providing education with
modern information technologies, along with theoretical and practical work carried
out in educational institutions in the psychological and pedagogical direction.
Informatization is an important condition for the implementation and management
of educational activities, an important factor in the development of society.

The process of distance planning and organization of education in higher
education institutions begins with equipping educational institutions with
distance learning technologies, preparing electronic textbooks and personnel in
this field. In the training of personnel for organizing and managing the distance
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educational process, important issues are the creation of an educational and
methodological base, the preparation of educational and methodological
literature, and the organization of information infrastructure.

On March 28, 2013, the President of the Republic of Azerbaijan adopted
Decree No 2815 on approving the tasks defined in the field of information and
communication technologies in accordance with the Development Concept
"Azerbaijan 2020: Vision of the Future" and the "Action Plan for declaring 2013 the
Year of Information and Communication Technologies" in the Azerbaijan Republic.

As you know, the lack of computers is the main factor slowing down the
process of planning and organizing distance learning in higher education
institutions. In accordance with the solution of this problem, the President of the
Republic of Azerbaijan, Mr. [lham Aliyev, by his order dated August 15, 2004,
approved the "Program for providing general education schools in the Republic
of Azerbaijan with information and communication technologies". After the
implementation of this program, local production of computers was stimulated,
software for managing educational institutions was developed, e-textbook
portals were created, many educational institutions were provided with Internet
access, etc. [6].

The distance learning process plays an important role in improving the quality
of education as an important strategic issue, providing opportunities for students to
receive higher education, forming self-education, interest and aspirations for
learning, training national personnel in the field of ICT. Today, among our
achievements are the creation of the Institute of Information Technologies at ANAS,
the preparation of intellectual projects based on ICT in various fields, the creation
and development of computer networks and systems. In the future, success in
education, as in other areas, will depend on the development of information and
communication technologies and their correct use.

Distance learning in higher educational institutions provides high-quality
educational services of the following content:

e the necessary information is stored in memory for a long time;

e creates favorable opportunities in such matters as self-education of
teachers, advanced training, attestation;

e the acquisition of knowledge is facilitated, conditions are created for
the use of rapidly updated information, self-educational activities, etc.

As people around the world adapt to new ways of working, learning and
communicating, we are seeing new trends emerge and evolve. In 2020, Future
Learn commissioned You Gov to conduct a global study to explore the future of
learning. The main themes of this study were personal development and career

aspirations, the power of education and online learning, and expectations for the
future of education. According to research, self-education in the digital age is
easier than ever. This is largely due to round the clock news and access to
various websites that provide a constant flow of information. Perhaps not
surprisingly, social networks play an important role in the organization of
distance education. The study found that millennials (those born between 1981
and 1996) and Generation Z (those born after 1997) use all platforms to educate
themselves. For example, 37% of Generation Z and 22% of Millennials use social
media for learning. Referring to this information, it should be noted that
information and communication technologies play an irreplaceable role in the
development of self-education.

It is an undeniable fact that the development of human potential and the
level of knowledge is higher in countries that pay attention to education and its
organization. In recent years, in order to further improve the level of education
in our country, schools have been built that meet new modern requirements, the
material and technical base of educational institutions has been strengthened,
textbooks have been updated, strategies and concepts have been developed.
Therefore, in terms of literacy, Azerbaijan is ahead of many neighboring
countries.

Despite the work done in the direction of the development of education,
there are still problems that have not been fully resolved. One of them is that
distance education, specified in the Law "On Education” as a form of education,
is not widely used in higher education. For example, in connection with the
coronavirus pandemic, which is one of the important problems of the current
year, there is a need for online learning in educational institutions. Although
teachers tried to conduct online lessons with programs such as "Teams”,
"Zoom", "Ekurs.az", they were not able to achieve the desired results. Despite all
the planned efforts, the problems that arose in the first period were the lack of
an Internet line at home for many students, the lack of psychological preparation
of teachers and students for online classes, the lack of experience in the field of
online communication, and the lack of skills in using IT equipment, lack of
material and technical base in higher educational institutions, etc. However, in
developed countries, the system of distance education quickly penetrated into
all spheres of society. To do this, in such unforeseen situations, the most
important goal and task of all higher education institutions should be to ensure
the content and quality of distance learning, as well as their integration.
However, it should be especially noted that over the past two years we have
managed to achieve results that we have not achieved in ten years in the field of
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distance education.

Distance education is one of the forms of lifelong education and
implements human rights to receive education and information. It expands the
educational opportunities of citizens within the country. Distance learning
allows schoolchildren, students, the unemployed, military and legal entities to
take advantage of the scientific and educational potential of leading universities,
institutes, centers for advanced training and professional exchange. Distance
education provides conditions for additional education along with the main
activity and training.

Following the spread of the COVID-19 pandemic, teaching in all
educational institutions was temporarily suspended from March 3, 2020 in
order to prevent the spread of the virus in Azerbaijan. A form of distance
learning was introduced to overcome interruptions in education. Classes were
organized through various platforms and applications, teachers conducted
online training. Skype, Zoom, Microsoft Teams programs were widely used in
organizing online classes [4].

RESEARCH METHODS / METOAU AOC/IIANKEHHA

The complexity and versatility of the topic under study requires reliance
on a system of approaches aimed at the unity of personality, activity, society and
cognition, which allows presenting various facts, patterns and dependencies of
the development of students' ICT skills in the form of a unified theory. The
methodological guidelines of the study are: a systematic approach to planning
and organizing universities in a remote form and determining the systematic
development of students' remote activities in the context of informatization of
education in this direction; activity approach - empirical (test, observation,
survey, conversation, interview); statistical (data collection, statistical summary,
processing, generalization and description); pedagogical diagnostics;
experimental (carrying out experimental studies, expert assessments) [9].

RESEARCH RESULTS / PE3YJIbTATHU JOC/IAKEHHA

At the present stage of development of society, in the context of organizing
and planning distance learning in higher education institutions, it became
necessary to rethink the role of distance learning for students. Thus, the process
of development of distance learning for students is one of the factors that meet
the needs of the individual, society and the state. Targeted distance learning
activity is an activity guided by the needs and motives of the students
themselves, expressed in the setting of independent tasks, the search for ways to
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achieve them in order to gain new knowledge and work experience. The
organization of distance learning gives each student the freedom to choose their
own path of learning throughout their lives. The organization and planning of
distance learning in higher education institutions is an interconnected structure
focused on the needs and capabilities of students. The structure and content of
education, the integration of pedagogical technologies in combination with
general educational goals presupposes the unity of the components.

CONCLUSIONS AND PROSPECTS FOR FURTHER RESEARCH /
BUCHOBKHU TA INIEPCIIEKTHUBH IIOAAJIBIIUX JOC/TIAKEHD

The pedagogical concept of the development of educational activities of
students in the conditions of distance organization and planning of education in
higher educational institutions is based on the combination of these provisions:

e within the framework of the educational process of the university, the
activity of distance education provides not only acquired knowledge, skills, but
also individual distance education and personal development throughout life;

e the process of distance learning at a university involves the gradual
formation of the student's subjective position, and motivation is built on the
basis of an activity approach;

o the use of information technologies in the distance learning process of
the university is based on the principles of their integration with pedagogical
technologies;

e the development of educational activities of students in a distance form
occurs in the process of solving problems on the basis of a conscious,
independent choice, determining ways to achieve the goals, evaluating the final
result, generalizing cognitive, personal and subject experience obtained in
certain situations close to reality;

e continuous distance learning of students occurs under the influence of
an innovative educational environment.

Prospects for further research in this direction. Based on the above, we
come to the conclusion that in recent years the widespread use of computer
technology in education has greatly facilitated the organization of distance
learning for students. Thus, information and computer technologies optimize the
academic discipline, distance learning, activities, the study of foreign languages,
self-study, in-depth assimilation of professional knowledge, and the educational
process of educational work. The use of information technology allows students
to actively engage in work, acquire knowledge, improve the level of distance
education and professionalism.

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CONSIDERATION OF PHYSIOLOGICAL AND ANATOMICAL FEATURES
OF ADOLESCENTS IN TEACHING BiOLOGY

Abstract. After the independence of Azerbaijan, the measures taken in the
direction of the democratization of our society opened wide opportunities
for the emergence of modern ideas in the field of education, the study of
international experience, and the renewal of education in terms of form and
content. Education is a sacred area for our people, so education should
always be at the forefront of our state. This is confirmed by the historical
period in which we live. One of the main tasks today is to seriously engage in
the training and education of teenagers. From this point of view, every
teacher should deeply master the regularities of growth and development
processes, which reflect the main direction of children's and teenagers' life
activities, and establish appropriate teacher-student relationships, thus, only
educators who know the anatomy and physiology of the child's body at the
appropriate level can improve the efficiency of training in addition to
developing their mental abilities. In various learning situations, the teacher
must be able to choose the appropriate tool to achieve success. Taking into
account the features characteristic of each age period of students in the
training process, if training strategies are used correctly in teaching the
subject, it is possible to eliminate the states of mental fatigue in students,
develop their thinking and research skills, and increase interest in education.
Such an approach to education develops students' thinking abilities and the
ability to independently acquire knowledge. Important tasks are set before
educational institutions in this direction. It is known that the volume and
content of the material given in the training process is massive, that is, the
students' abilities are not taken into account. Recently, modern training
technologies are applied without conducting physiological studies. Taking
into account the essence of the changes occurring in the body of students,
emotionality, frenzy, impatience typical of adolescence, some teachers'
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failure to take into account the individual character of the brain's analysis-
synthesis ability and integrative activity lead to tension both in the learning
process and in the teacher-student relationship.

INTRODUCTION / BCTYII

Formulation of the problem. After gaining independence, the Republic of
Azerbaijan carried out fundamental reforms in the field of national statehood and
socio-economic and cultural development. As in all areas, the education system is
undergoing a process of development. Globalization and modernization taking
place in social and political life also put forward the improvement of the education
system as an important task. One of the leading factors here is the implementation
of fundamental reforms in the field of domestic education in accordance with world
standards, the formation of our education on the basis of national and universal
values, democratic and secular principles, in accordance with the history, culture,
national traditions of our people.

The building of a secular state in Azerbaijan, the correct formation of a
sense of national pride largely depend on how we build our education today,
how effectively we use world experience.

At present, society has been tasked with educating young people with high
intellectual communication skills, the ability to cooperate, who have mastered
universal human values, have a high culture, and are able to express an
independent opinion. The first point of the main goal of education in the "Law on
Education” is expressed as follows: to educate an independent and creatively
thinking citizen and a person who understands his responsibility to the
Azerbaijani state, faithful to the national traditions and democratic principles of
his people, respecting human rights and freedom, as well as the ideas of
patriotism and Azerbaijanis.

The main goal in the system of education of the younger generation, an
important strategic line is the maximum development of the natural capabilities
of the individual. Taking into account the characteristic features of students for
each age period in the educational process, with the correct use of learning
strategies in teaching the subject, it is possible to eliminate mental fatigue in
students, develop their thinking and research abilities, and increase interest. in
education. This approach to learning develops the thinking abilities of students
and the ability to independently acquire knowledge.

In this direction, important tasks are set for educational institutions. It is
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known that the volume and content of the material presented in the learning
process are massive, that is, the abilities of students are not taken into account.
Recently, modern teaching technologies have been used without conducting
physiological classes. Taking into account the essence of the changes taking
place in the body of students, emotionality, irascibility, impatience,
characteristic of adolescence, the individual nature of the analytical-synthesizing
ability and integrative activity of the brain in some teachers leads to tension
both in the educational process and in teacher-student relationships.

At the same time, according to the document "State Strategy for the
Development of Education in the Republic of Azerbaijan", approved by the order
of the President of the Republic of Azerbaijan I. Aliyev dated October 24, 2013,
our country is the world's leading country in terms of the quality of results and
vastness. It is planned to implement measures in five strategic areas to create an
educational system with an infrastructure based on advanced technologies,
competent teachers and education managers.

It is the second strategic direction, which provides for the modernization of
human resources in the field of education. This direction serves to form a
competent teacher who applies innovative teaching methods and ensures effective
assimilation of the content of education, and includes improving the
professionalism of teachers, creating new systems for assessing students'
achievements, identifying and developing the talents of students, as well as those
who need special care, includes creation of an inclusive teaching methodology.

Thus, on the basis of all this, the pedagogical and methodological literature
on the problem was analyzed and a systematic observation was carried out. The
emotional attitude to the educational process, activity in the educational
process, the degree of fatigue, the ability to understand, memorize, the ability to
express an independent opinion, tolerance to the educational load are
determined. During the conversation with parents and teachers, the students'
attitude to learning was clarified, the level of theoretical knowledge in school
experience was determined from the psychological, sociological, didactic and
biological points of view.

The study of school experience shows that some biology teachers turn to
the possibilities of information technology in order to take into account the
peculiarities of the anatomical and physiological development of adolescents.
However, observations and surveys show that not all teachers pay enough
attention to the possibilities of taking into account the characteristics of the
physiological development of adolescents. This is due to several reasons. Some
teachers do not have a clear idea of the importance of taking into account the

characteristics of the physiological development of adolescents, while others
consider it unnecessary and useless.

Analysis of major research and publications. The conducted studies
showed that A. Agaev [3], F. Orudzhev [9], F. Rustamov [10], M. Abdullaev [1],
Zh. Najafov [13], M. Garaev [12] and others studied certain anatomical and
physiological features, hygiene and higher nervous activity, age periods,
conducted research, published textbooks, manuals and scientific articles.
However, although all scientific research is to some extent related to the
problem, until today the possibilities of the anatomical and physiological
characteristics of students have not become the object of research.

AIM AND TASKS / META TA 3ABJAAHHA

Purpose: The goal of modern anatomy and physiology is the desire not
only to describe the facts, but also to generalize them, to find out not only how
the body works, but also why it has such a structure. To answer this question,
she explores both the internal and external connections of the organism. It is
known that everything in nature is interconnected. Also, a living human body is
an integral system. Consequently, anatomy studies the organism not as a simple
mechanical sum of its constituent parts, independent of its environment, but as a
whole, which is in unity with the conditions of existence.

Anatomy studies not only the structure of a modern adult, but also explores
how the human body has developed in its historical development. To this end:

e study of the development of the human race in the process of evolution
of the animal world - phylogenesis;

e explores the process of formation and development of man in
connection with the development of society - anthropogenesis;

e considers the process of individual development of the human body -
ontogenesis;

e taking into account individual and gender differences in the shape,
structure and position of the body, its constituent organs, as well as their
topographic relationships.

The tasks of modern anatomy are:

1. Description of the structure, shape, position of organs and their
relationships, taking into account the age, gender and individual characteristics
of the human body.

2. The study of the interdependence of the structure and shape of organs
with their functions.

3. Finding out the laws of the constitution of the body as a whole and its
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constituent parts.

The study of anatomy in the education system is determined by the
following factors:

¢ firstly, anatomy, as one of the fundamental morphological sciences, has
a general educational, ideological and educational value;

e secondly, anatomy lays the foundation for the study of other biomedical
and sports disciplines;

e thirdly, anatomy is of applied importance for students and teachers.

THE THEORETICAL BACKGROUNDS / TEOPETUYHI OCHOBH
AOCAIAKEHHA

As you know, the foundation of human health is laid in childhood. That is
why teachers should know human anatomy and physiology, try to properly
organize the education of children and adolescents. As with all multicellular
organisms, human ontogenesis (individual development) is divided into two stages
- the embryonic and postembryonic periods. The embryonic period of
development includes the period from fertilization to birth, and the postembryonic
period includes the period of individual development of the organism from birth to
death. Scientists divide the period of postembryonic development into several
stages. This periodization is extremely important. Thus, the attitude of children of
different ages to different sports, the training load, the level of endurance are
different, as well as their ability to work. For the correct organization of the
educational process, it is advisable to divide the development into periods. Since
ancient times, many scientists have given a classification of age periods. Some of
them recommended that this classification be based on the development of the
nervous system, and others on energy processes.

A person goes through different age periods in his development, and each
period has a certain impact on the development of personality. Each age period
has its own characteristics. Based on these characteristics, the teacher can
correctly direct the formation of personality.

Characteristics of preschool children. During this period, a number of
anatomical and physiological features are manifested. The child develops
physically: in early childhood (1-3 years), his height increases by an average of 4-5
cm, and weight by 1-2 kg per year, and by 5-6 years, growth increases by 5-5 cm. 6
cm and weighing 2-2.5 kg. Although the musculoskeletal system of children at this
age is significantly developed, their bones are flexible. Therefore, it is necessary to
ensure that the child sits correctly, sleeps, and does not carry weight. At this age,
the child's brain mass increases (reaches 1350 g), the regulatory function of the
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cerebral hemispheres is somewhat enhanced. But in children, since the influence of
the subcortical region of the brain is great, they have difficulty controlling their
feelings. Such children also show certain psychological characteristics: emotions,
perception, memory, speech develop. Cognitive activity increases, the child seeks to
learn everything, asks adults many questions.

Z.Babaeva writes that when admitting 6-year-old children to school, “it
should be taken into account that the body of a growing child is not yet fully
mature, its functional features are not fully formed, and the child’s ability to
work is limited. When improving the programs of education and training in the
pedagogical process, it is important to take into account not only the
achievements of the child of this age, but also those mental and physical
suffering that it will cost him" [4].

The will of a preschool child is weak: he has a highly developed imitation and
is easily influenced. A positive example of parents is of great importance to him.
Games, sports, work, routine help to strengthen his will and overcome difficulties.

The sensory-emotional world of children aged 3-6 is rich. They like fun
games, entertainment, stories and humor. Due to their influence, moral and
aesthetic feelings are formed in children.

The main activity in preschool age is the game. When conducting
children's games, it is necessary to pay attention to the fact that the game is not
only a means of entertainment; Let the child learn life in the game, educate and
develop mentally.

“The period of school age is divided into three parts: junior school age (6-
10 years old), middle school age (10-15 years old), senior school age (15-17
years old)” [1, p. 89].

The development of children in these age periods goes in three directions:
1) anatomical and physiological development; 2) psychological development;
3) intellectual development.

Junior school age (6-10 years) is a period of physiological changes in all
organs and tissues. At this age, the growth of children is 4-5 cm per year. and
weight 2-3 kg. increases. There is an increase in muscle strength of the lower and
upper limbs. The musculoskeletal system of younger schoolchildren is stronger
than that of preschoolers, and cardiovascular activity is stable. Ossification of the
skeleton in younger schoolchildren has not yet been completed. Thus, the fact that
the spine at this age is still very mobile can in some cases lead to a curvature of the
spine, that is, as a result of the wrong choice of the desk or the wrong sitting of the
student when writing. This negatively affects the performance and physical
development of the student. For this reason, the desk at which the child sits at
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school should serve his normal development. At this age, teachers and parents
must constantly monitor what sports students are involved in. The muscles of
younger schoolchildren are strengthened, their volume increases, and the overall
strength of the muscles increases. At this time, large muscles develop faster than
small ones. For this reason, the student has difficulty writing. It is not advisable to
give more written assignments to students in grades I-II. Rewriting incorrectly
written essays that do not meet the standards of calligraphy tires the student and
reduces his desire to write.

In younger students, the muscles of the heart develop intensively.
Depending on the diameter of the carotid arteries, the brain is supplied with the
necessary amount of blood. Starting from the age of seven, the brain noticeably
increases. At this age, students have their own psychological characteristics.
Thus, in children at this age, involuntary attention, mechanical memory, and
concrete thinking develop. School life requires from the child not only mental
stress, but also physical endurance and strength.

The initial stage in the life of a child entering the new conditions of school life
is revealed more clearly. Most children are psychologically prepared for this. They
come to school with joy, ready for unusual events, different from family and
kindergarten life. The internal position of the child is important for two reasons.

Firstly, the child's feeling and expectation of something new in school life
helps him accept the teacher's requirements regarding behavior in the
classroom, relationships with classmates, and the daily routine. They are
perceived by the child as important and inevitable requirements. A professional
teacher must clearly explain to the child the rules of conduct in the classroom
and at school, at home and in public places from the first day of his arrival at
school. Untimely explanation of the rules of behavior at school will lead to the
fact that the child will lose interest in school life.

The second internal position is connected with the positive attitude of the
child to the study of science. Before entering school, the child has ideas and
dreams, albeit vague, about the necessary education that he will receive in the
future. The child strives for science and education. For this reason, his interest in
the events taking place around him and the desire to know everything increase.
This interest makes him strive to study at school.

Thus, the first stage of the child's school life consists in following the
teacher's requirements regarding his behavior at school and at home and in
forming an interest in the content of the subjects. The passage of this stage by
the child at the proper level requires high professionalism from the class
teacher. A child who has just come to school suddenly becomes a member of a
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large team. He meets new friends and comrades at school. On the other hand,
students differ from each other in their physical and mental development,
abilities and interests, character. That is, during this period, each child is a
unique microcosm. Without taking into account these different aspects, it is
impossible to achieve achievements in the process of teaching subjects. Young
children are more impulsive and involuntary - they like to act quickly and
without delay. A student of this age cannot persevere to overcome difficulties in
order to achieve any goal, and in case of failures, he loses self-confidence.

The conducted studies show that, since the functional maturation of the
brain has not yet been completed in younger schoolchildren, their active
attention in a lesson averages 20 minutes, and in adolescents it slightly increases
to 25-30 minutes. From all this, we can conclude that the teacher, taking into
account such characteristics of a teenager, not only applies appropriate
pedagogical methods when teaching a new subject, but also when checking
students' achievements, preparing assessment tools, etc. Such pedagogical
processes should take into account the mental abilities of children.

The science of didactics seeks answers to the following questions: what to
teach, how to teach, how much to teach, where to teach and whom to teach? In
this educational process, it is important to take into account the psychological
aspects of the relationship between the teacher and the student:

e ensuring a calm attitude;

e addressing the child by name;

e avoid stressful situations;

e setting tasks in the lesson according to the principle from simple to
complex;

e giving the student time to think about the answer when asking a
question;

e praise in front of everyone, blame in private, etc.

In order not to overload children, the teacher must correctly build the
learning process. The correct construction of the educational process means
planning a lesson in accordance with the goal, setting tasks in advance,
predetermining teaching methods, activities of oneself and students, choosing
methods that correspond to the learning style of students.

Experts believe that students memorize and apply 95% of what they learn
on their own.

Studies show that when a teacher speaks alone during a lesson, the
children stop listening to him after 10-12 minutes, it is necessary not to explain
new knowledge, but to organize students to master it.
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To relieve fatigue in children, 10 minutes of gymnastics are carried out.
Finger gymnastics trains the small muscles of the hand, stimulates speech, and
increases efficiency.

Adolescence occupies a special place among the age periods. Biologists call
this age period the “transition period” or “puberty”. This period plays an
important role in the life of every person. In many cases, how this period ends
plays a decisive role in the later life of the individual. The transition period may
actually start 1-2 years earlier or later, depending on the environment.

In modern science, adolescence is considered to be 11-15 years old for
girls and 12-16 years old for boys. According to some sources, in a number of
countries this age period was extended by scientists even up to 25 years.

Adolescence is very different from other age periods. It manifests itself
sharply throughout the body. These changes occur both physiologically and
psychologically, socially and mentally. These areas of a teenager's development
have a direct impact on the events taking place in the classroom, causing the
teenager to become more impulsive and sometimes react inappropriately to
events. Sometimes the teenager himself suffers greatly from them. He is very
sensitive to any attitude of the people around him.

In recent years, there has been an acceleration of puberty in children and
adolescents, which is associated with acceleration. Acceleration is more
pronounced in adolescence. Before the advent of acceleration, the physical and
spiritual development of children and adolescents complemented each other.
However, starting from the end of the 70s, physiological development
outstripped intellectual and mental development due to acceleration. These
cases are especially common in hot regions.

According to some scientists, one of the negative aspects of acceleration is
that the infantile teenager is in a very difficult position against the background of
his accelerating (rapidly growing children) peers. On this basis, a number of
problems arise both for the teenager himself and for his parents.

A teenager is no longer a child, he has a completely different way of thinking
and outlook on life. He seeks to acquire certain skills in order to take a certain
position in the future. During adolescence, there are rapid changes in the body,
relationships, and intellect. At this time, the rate of physiological and biochemical
processes in the body increases, assimilation (synthesis) prevails over dissimilation
(decay) in cells and tissues, the function of the endocrine glands, the pituitary gland
and the thyroid gland increases. It is as a result of strengthening the function of
these glands that rapid growth, development in the genital organs, and the
appearance of secondary sexual characteristics are observed.
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As a result of the activation of the functions of the pituitary and adrenal
glands, the body's ability to adapt to the environment, the reaction to infections
and colds, increases. In this age period, many gender differences in the
anatomical structure of boys and girls are clearly visible, which is explained by
an increase in the amount of hormones in the blood.

So, at this age, the growth of children is growing rapidly. The annual
growth in boys is 6-10 cm, and in girls it is 7-9 cm. Since puberty in girls begins
earlier than in boys, girls 10-13 years old are taller than boys of their age. But
after 15 years, their rapid growth slows down.

Many parts of the nervous system are involved in the humoral regulation
of the function of internal organs. The most important of these are the
hypothalamus and pituitary gland, which are the main branches of the midbrain.
The hypothalamus is an important neurosecretory center that ensures the
implementation of hormonal influences on the activity of internal organs, as well
as on the activity of the nervous tissue itself, which is the highest autonomic
nerve center of the brain. The hypothalamus and pituitary gland interact with
each other and form the hypothalamic-pituitary system, the work of which is
based on the principle of feedback. Thus, the hypothalamus determines the
increase or decrease in the hormone of any gland in the blood, and its amount is
regulated through the pituitary gland. One of the hormones of the anterior
pituitary gland is somatotropic growth hormone. This hormone affects the
development of growth. It has been proven that there is a center in the
hypothalamus that regulates sexual behavior. Studies show that puberty in
children is associated with the activity of this center.

Summarizing the above, I would like to say once again that the period of
adolescence differs sharply from other age periods due to its specific features.
Turning to the physiological and psychological characteristics of adolescents,
teachers and parents should direct their conflicting forces in a useful direction.
This requires great skill and effort from them. Teenagers should treat their
teacher and parents as friends and be able to turn to them with any question.

RESEARCH METHODS / METOJAU AOC/IIAXXEHHA

In order to study the various processes and functions of a living organism
in physiology, methods of observation and experiment are used. Observation is a
method of obtaining information by direct, as a rule, visual registration of
physiological phenomena and processes occurring under certain conditions.

At the time of the study, we had a question: do teachers take into account
the physiological characteristics of students, especially adolescents, in the
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learning process in the context of the ongoing educational reform? And if so,
what methods and means do they use to engage students in learning? How
successful are the methods and means they use?

In order to comprehensively study the level of consideration of the
physiological characteristics of adolescents in training, pedagogical research
methods were applied in a comprehensive manner. To this end, adolescents
were studied not only at school, but also at various events, in society, and they
listened to the opinion of school psychologists.

In adolescence, the mental ability of students becomes more stable and
systematic, memory, voluntary attention, abstract thinking, and imagination
develop. Thus, the teenager is not satisfied only with the book and the teacher's
explanations, he shows a tendency to independent thinking, search, research.
And from this point of view, a lesson conducted by traditional methods is
literally uninteresting for a teenager. In such classes, they prefer to work on the
problem situation themselves, rather than listen to the teacher. That is why it is
more appropriate for the student to determine what is good and what is bad,
using different teaching methods.

RESULTS OF THE RESEARCH / PE3YJIbTATHU JOCAIAAKEHHA

One of the main tasks facing pedagogical science, which is engaged in the
upbringing, training and education of the younger generation, is to study and
generalize the ways of development of the general education school, the
education system, the theory of education, to determine the achievements
achieved, and at the same time to identify the existing shortcomings and
improve them again. means to prevent this from happening again. The general
conclusion of the study allows us to come to the following results:

e the study of scientific, pedagogical and methodological literature on the
issues of taking into account the physiological characteristics of students in the
educational process has shown that so far the problem has not been systematically
studied, and the problem has not been solved in a comprehensive manner;

e the results of observations and lessons learned show that teachers'
ignorance of the patterns of growth and development processes that reflect the
main direction of life of children and adolescents, the anatomical and physiological
characteristics of children, leads to an incorrect establishment of teacher-student
relationships, a decrease in students' interest in lessons, the occurrence of cases of
mental fatigue in children. This is due to the lack of recommendations regarding
the professionalism of teachers in this area and taking into account the
physiological characteristics of children in the learning process;
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¢ in the course of research it was found that ignoring the anatomical and
physiological characteristics of adolescents in the classroom has a negative
effect on strengthening the child's body, physical development, increasing
efficiency, and leads to a decrease in students' interest in learning.

CONCLUSIONS AND PROSPECTS FOR FURTHER RESEARCH /
BUCHOBKHU TA INIEPCIIEKTHUBH INOAAJIbIIUX JOC/TIAKEHDb

Changes in the content of general education are associated with an
increase in the quality and effectiveness of general education in accordance with
the development of society. In modern times, it is necessary to give priority to
the development of such abilities as creating conditions for the physical and
moral healthy growth of adolescents in the learning process, taking into account
their interests and desires, summing up, summarizing and evaluating events
occurring in the educational process, in the world around them, approaching
them critically and making the right decisions.

Listening to the lessons of teachers, the results of a survey conducted with
them and students, and conversations with teachers made it possible to draw
the following conclusions:

e as a result of taking into account the anatomical and physiological
characteristics of adolescents in biology lessons, students' interest in learning,
their level of knowledge and skills, activity in the educational process, and a
tendency to creative work increase;

e some biology teachers find it difficult to take into account the
anatomical and physiological characteristics of adolescents in the classroom,
their professionalism in this area is not sufficiently formed, they do not skillfully
use the available resources;

e meetings, conversations with subject teachers, school directors,
analysis of the surveys conducted show that the issue of taking into account the
physiological characteristics of adolescents in the educational process has not
yet been adequately comprehended by teachers. The idea of which teacher will
learn more material for the student is still relevant. In order to eliminate this, it
is necessary to carry out work on the training of teachers.

Prospects for further research in this direction. Based on the results of
the study, a number of recommendations can be made:

1. Accounting for the anatomical and physiological characteristics of
adolescents should be carried out at a high level. Taking into account
physiological characteristics in the classroom and extracurricular activities
should be the focus of attention of teachers and educators.
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2. For the successful implementation of the task, teachers and educators

must acquire the appropriate physiological knowledge.

3. Given the physiological characteristics of adolescents, it is advisable to

use interactive teaching methods.

4. Best practices for problem solving should be studied and disseminated.
5. Prepare and publish scientific and methodological literature on solving

the problem. More research needs to be done in this area.

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ASSESSMENT IN ONLINE EDUCATION

Abstract. The present article gives brief information about the assessment in
online education. The development of online education has grown
substantially over the last decade. It has been growing from an experimental
novelty to almost inescapable teaching tool, changes learners and learning
process, as well as teaching practices. During the pandemic period online
teaching has been an alternative for both teachers and learners. Schools and
universities were forced to enhance their technological equipments in online
education. Suspending face-to face classes, e-learning became the only option
for teachers and students to communicate. E-learning turned out to be helpful
during these critical situations, of course the implementation of technology in
education evoked some challenges to teachers. The absence of physical
interaction between teachers and students in online assessment created some
hardships. Electronic teaching is an online teaching method without physical
interference of teachers and students. In literature, the notion of e-teaching is
not widely discussed as e-learning. E-Learning, e-teaching involve the
technical mix of content experience, pedagogy, knowledge through multiple
media outlets, and using these learning theories is to perform both formal and
informal instructional goals. B. Wilson, S. Ludwig-Hardman and others pacify
the following tasks that teachers should perform in online teaching: "Provide
syllabi, instructional resources, communication tools, and learning strategies;
monitor and assess learning and provide feedback, remediation, and grades;
identify and resolve instructional, interpersonal, and technical problems; and
create a learning community in which learners feel safe and connected and
believe their contributions are valid. Definitely a long list of responsibilities
which most of the professors have not been prepared for in their socialization
processes into the academic world" [13]. "e-Teaching" connects all the
preferred mode as Visual, Aural, Reading/Writing, and Kinesthetic (VARK).
ICT encourages teaching and learning autonomy, produces constructive
learning factors, enhances learning consistency, improves record-keeping of
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educational achievements, strengthens assessment practices. ]. Hoskins,
describes three qualities that are needed to be an e-teacher and discusses the
seven principles of good practice which help teachers explore the transition
from being an excellent traditional teacher to an excellent e-teacher. These
seven principles are: (1) encourage contact between a student and a faculty;
(2) develop reciprocity and cooperation among students; (3) inspire active
learning; (4) give prompt feedback; (5) emphasize time on task; (6)
communicate high expectations; and (7) respect diverse talents and ways of
learning [6, p.53-56]. These seven principles apply equally well in the
traditional and electronic classroom. It should be noted that E-teaching is not
synonymous with online teaching. E-teaching is the combination of both a
face-to-face and a distance learning. For E-teaching, it is necessary to connect
electronically because, Internet resources are inevitable for the E-teacher. As it
is shown, E-teaching is a fundamental component for every educational
institution. In e-teaching tool and platforms play a crucial role. Podcasts, video
clips, projectors, e-books, open educational resources can be included to the
tools. E-Teaching Platforms occur: World Wide Web (WWW), Learning
Management System, Skype, WhatsApp & Zoom, Microsoft Teams, etc. "E-
learning” as a term appeared in the middle of the 1990s, when the Internet
started to gain popularity and computer-based or web-based learning was
included in the application of E-learning. It is the use of ICT in the teaching
process where teachers and students are distanced by location, time, or both
to improve the educational experience and performance.

INTRODUCTION / BCTYII

Formulation of the problem. Assessment plays a crucial role in the
teaching process. It develops learners' understanding and all skills. In this
process teachers' beliefs greatly influence the educational process.

The word ‘assessment’ is originated from the Latin verb "assidere" -
“sedere” meaning to sit and “ad” meaning beside i.e. ‘to sit beside’. From 0Old
French, the word found its way into Middle English in the form of the word
"assess". By the 1800s, the word started being used in regard to taxes, and in the
1930s, people started using the word to mean “to judge the value of something".
"The suffix“ - ment” is a common suffix when it comes to English words with a
Latin root. It comes from the Latin "mentum". It means “the result of”’. So, the
word assessment literally means “the result of assessing” [15].
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The term "assessment" sometimes is misunderstood in current educational
system. Some consider testing and assessing are synonymous terms, but they differ
substantially. According to H.Brown "Tests are prepared administrative
procedures that occur at identifiable times in a curriculum. Assessment is an
ongoing process that encompasses a much wider domain" [1, p. 4].

“e-Assessment offers substantial potential benefits but needs to be carefully
managed to minimize risks. Fundamental assessment principles such as, ensuring
that assessment instruments are reliable and valid are just as important in e-
Assessment. It's used formatively offers rapid and effective feedback to learners and
can be used to substantially enhance the learning process [3], [5].

We consider online assessment to be rather pedagogical than
technological. Researches show that there are mainly four online teaching
pedagogies: Flipped classroom, Collaborative learning, Open-source educational
resources, Blended learning [17].

Flipped classroom model learning process demands less instructions and
handholding, as it happens in students’ free time. Students give their time and effort
to reading and understanding the content of the course before going to class.

In collaborative learning students create small groups which may consist of
two or more in order to solve the given problems. Students bring different
experiences to the table, and they learn from one another in the period of discussing.
Online teaching is one of the best places to implement collaborative learning.

When teaching online, teachers undergo needless stress for themselves.
They try to create flawless educational resources for their students in this
period. However, using "Open-source educational resources” saves the teachers
not to write articles or lectures, prepare videos. Instead, the teachers have a
chance to search the Internet for educational resources.

In blended learning interactions among students and their teachers are
more limited. This learning is the mixture of a traditional and the flipped
classroom teaching pedagogy.

These various learning environments involve the combination of
traditional pedagogical methods and new learning technologies.

Of course, in e-learning assessment a teacher comes across various
difficulties. In the present article we'll try to investigate online assessment in the
Azerbaijan University of Languages which is situated in Baku and highlight the
teacher's role in this process.

First of all, we would like to give the analysis of the term 'e-learning'. In this
field there are some view points. This type of learning can be called ‘distance
education’, 'distance learning' 'web-based learning’, 'online learning' and are
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sometimes used interchangeably, though some intend to select specific term
reflecting their own views. E-learning can be defined as the use of Information and
Communication Technology (ICT) to deliver information in the field of education
where teachers and learners are separated by distance, time, or both for the sake of
improving the learner’s learning experience and performance [7, p. 396], [12, p. 72].

W. Horton suggests that "It is a set of instructions that are delivered via
electronic media, i.e. the internet, intranets, and extranets" [5].

The most obvious advantage of e-learning is the ability to learn from
anywhere at any time. Further, e-learning provides delivering education in a
flexible and easy way through internet use and to support individual learning or
organizational performance goals [2].

Many factors have influenced to assessment in education. The most
important factor could be related to teachers' beliefs about the nature and goals
of assessment. According to recent research works, teachers believed that
assessment should be used to improve learning, teaching and provide
information on student progress [1], [4].

Realizing e-assessment the teachers 1. should provide feedbacks, 2. be
aware or sure the students' cognitive skills, 3, should appreciate the students'
activity (individually or in group).

According to some scientists there are three fundamentals of assessment.
These are: validity, reliability and dishonesty. "Validity is related to ensuring a
variety of meaningful assessment activities that foster contextual, inquiry-based
learning and multidimensional perceptions. It is also related to formative
feedback's effectiveness in terms of its adequacy, immediacy, stimulating
meaningful interactions, and support for learners. Reliability involves chances
for ongoing documentation and monitoring learning which informs the feedback
process. The issue of dishonesty in online formative assessment, which relates to
students truly owning their work, depends on the degree of inherent validity
and reliability. This implies that dishonesty can be minimized through
enhancing the identified aspects of validity and reliability" [4, p. 2341].

Analysis of the latest relevant research and publications. Online
assessment is a significant technological advancement that involve the
educational and the evaluating system. A study of the useful literature manifests
that e-assessment in online education is a complicated process. For the last
years a number of scientific papers are dedicated to the principles of e-
assessment. R.Kelly, J.Orlando, C.Pedersen, R.White, D.Smith, P.Shank,
R. Dennick, S. Wilkinson, N. Purcell, F. Worrell, ]J. Gikandi, D. Morrow, N. Davis
and others investigated e-assessment from various points.
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AIM AND TASKS / META TA 3ABJAHHA

The purpose of the study is to determine the theoretical and didactic basis
of the analysis of e-assessment in online education, the knowledge and skills of
students in higher schools.

The following tasks are taken into consideration for the research:

¢ to clarify the essence, the types and the tools of evaluation system;

e to analyze pedagogical and methodological literature in terms of the
problem;

e to investigate the number of ways of assessing students' knowledge in
online lessons.

THE THEORETICAL BACKGROUNDS / TEOPETHYHI OCHOBH
AOCAIIKEHHA

There are a number of ways to assess students' knowledge in online
education. This includes online quizzes, essay questions, drag-and-drop
activities, dialogue simulations, and online interviews. "Game-type activities"
and "Forum posts"” are also included here.

Online quizzes are a traditional assessment tool and encourage students to
study and research. Quiz questions can be in the form multiple choice, fill in the
blanks, etc. and their main advantage is that they are short and easy to be
evaluated. Online quizzes are an ideal tool for measuring learning outcomes
across a wide audience.

Open-ended or essay-type questions are one of the most popular
assessment methods. They encourage learners to explore their own thoughts,
feelings and judgements and test their understanding of the subject. This type of
question encourages critical thinking and is the most appropriate way to assess
advanced learning.

Drag and drop type of assessment connects the obtained information with
other topics and implements practical application. Thus, pictures, texts, various
topics are presented to students for investigation and discussion, and the
obtained result is then shared with the teacher.

Video conferencing is of particular importance in online interviews.

The level of mastery of the material given to students can be tested
through dialogue simulations. This activity can also be a good learning support
for students who want to brush up on skills they haven't used in a while.

Online surveys allow the audience to get direct feedback about their
learning experience. Online surveys are very attractive to learners because they
get the opportunity to share their ideas and demonstrate their capabilities.
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Game-type activities turn a series of test questions into a game. As an example,
we can show the game "trivia". This game allows the student to answer a certain
number of questions within a certain period of time and receive points based on the
number of correct answers. These game-based assessments are fun rather than
"test” in nature, so they are considered indicators of actual skills and knowledge.

Quizlet and Kahoot are two popular programs that teachers can use to create
fast-paced interactive learning games in online learning. Quizlet lets the students
create online flashcards to learn terms and definitions, while Kahoot lets them set up
engaging quizzes and score students for answering quickly and correctly. The
programs like GimKit, Formative, and Plickers can be included here.

The other way of assessment is forum posts. A forum is an online discussion
board organized around a topic. At this time, students are asked critical and
thought-provoking questions during the lesson and answer them thinking. Their
answers are posted on the forum and declared open for discussion.

This method is used to test students' communication, collaboration and
understanding of the subject. We have already covered some assessment tools
that are perfect for online assessment. A number of tools have a great
importance in online assessment. They are the followings:

1. iSpring Suite. It is a suitable e-Learning authoring tool that teachers like.
It allows the learners to create interactive tests, surveys and dialogue
simulations for student assessment, as well as PowerPoint-based courses, video
lessons, interactions and flipbooks. Despite having so many features, the toolkit
is quite easy to use.

2. Socrative is a quiz tool that allows to create quizzes with multiple
choice, true/false and short answer questions. It packs a lot of exciting features
as a fun Space Racing game.

3. Spiral is a set of programs related to formative assessment. A teacher
can provide timed assessment and listen to students, turn slides into discussion
topics, allow students to co-create and share presentations, and turn videos into
live chats with questions and quizzes.

4. Peergrade is an online platform for students to survey their peers. After
the teacher sets up the assignments, the students start working on it and then
submit their work - as text, files, videos, links or even Google docs. Students can
review each other's work and provide feedback.

5. EdPuzzle is a tool specially designed for working with videos. It allows
both teachers and students to add sounds, resources, comments and quizzes to
videos. Through Edpuzzle, teachers can track whether students have watched
the videos, and whether they have understood the content.
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6. Mentimeter allows the teacher to build presentations with 13 interactive
question types, including word clouds and quizzes, and observe the students’
answering questions and engaging with the presentation in a given time frame.
Through this tool, results can be exported in PDF or Excel file and students’
results can be analyzed.

7. Google Forms is a simple tool widely used to create surveys and graded
quizzes. The teacher can create multiple-choice or short-answer questions for
students, record correct answers and scores, provide feedback on correct and
incorrect answers.

8. Quizalize is very similar to Kahoot. It allows students to choose or
prepare from over 12,000 officially released tests on teacher-created resources.
A teacher can get instant information on each student's progress and provide
them with different resources depending on their quiz score.

9. Nearpodvirtual reality is a web-based tool for conducting interactive
lessons with engaging activities such as simulations and quizzes. It allows
students to be aware of how far they are with formative assessments, including
surveys and open-ended questions. You can get student feedback in teacher
post-session reports [18].

Among the types of assessment, original and true evaluation is of special
importance. Regardless of the type, authentic or original assessment is often
combined with opportunities for practice. Actual assessment is often done
throughout the course. Unlike traditional assessment (such as essays and
multiple-choice exams), authentic assessment requires students to engage in
scenarios or experiences that are complex, realistic and sometimes messy [16].

P. Shank's thoughts on several benefits of authentic assessment are
interesting. He identifies several major problems with assessment in the online
environment: 1) using the wrong type of assessment (performance assessments
and test assessments); 2) not creating reliable (enough) assessments and using
poorly written multiple assessments; 3) choice tests and so on [11, p. 5].

Although it is difficult to overcome all these challenges in authentic
assessment, it has several advantages. Thus, authentic assessment breaks the
traditional paradigm of multiple-choice or auto-scoring tests and quizzes. This
assessment also forces students to memorize the expected answers. Real
assessment, on the other hand, is mainly student-centered and to demonstrate
their practical activities.

Original Evaluation also has some drawbacks and they create challenges in
online learning. First of all, authentic assessment requires more time from
teachers and it takes longer than the average quiz or test. Since such
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assessments are task-based, they consist of a series of modules. To create an
authentic assessment for the students living in different geographic locations is a
challenge and this challenge can vary by discipline. Furthermore, unlike many
traditional assessments, true assessment is mainly subjective, because these
types of assessments typically cover more complex levels of learning and the
assessment will take longer. An authentic assessment usually requires detailed,
personalized and specific feedback. In authentic assessment the teacher should
know the students' skills in advance and develop them during the lesson.

In authentic assessment a great deal of tools are conducted. One of them is
rubrics. Rubrics are a powerful tool for many types of assessment, and they are
an important component of authentic assessment. Original grading is quite
subjective and rubrics provide that teachers' consecutive grading from
assessment to assessment and from student to student. After identifying the task
and key performance criteria (i.e. what students will do and what criteria are in
place to make sure students do it well), the next step is to develop a rubric [9,
p. 18].

A rubric is a scoring tool that allows teachers as well as students to judge
their work. There are two main types of rubrics: analytical and unitary.
Analytical rubrics are more appropriate when evaluating complex performance
tasks because, they allow users to judge and score each identified characteristic
separately [9, p. 18].

Assessment in an Online Environment also has some challenges. Teachers
need to be more innovative in their assessments. This is because it is not so easy
to do some of the group exercises that can usually form part of the course
assessment. This is possible when everyone is together in one class, but not so
easy when all students study separately away from the university. For example,
in-class tests often take place during a module and are easier to organize when
everyone is in the same room. Universities are also concerned that online
students may be more prone to cheating than those on campus. Hence, it leads to
innovative assessments for online learners. Assessment methods for anyone
studying online are different from traditional assessment [10, p. 40].

We completely agree with the view points that the object of the online
assessment is rather pedagogical, not technological. The evidence is that online
assessments should not merely be transferred from a paper based approach
(with multiple choice, true/false, etc. type questions) and is therefore both time-
consuming and costly to prepare [14, p. 43].

We put an experiment among 69 students of Azerbaijan University of
Languages in the field of e-learning assessment. I taught them English as a
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second language. The research questions were introduced them after then we
tried to give descriptive statistics of the survey. The charts below reveal e-
learning assessment in online lessons.

RESEARCH METHODS / METOJAU AOC/TIAXKEHHA

The survey enables us to collect the necessary information on students’
attitudes on using of e-assessment. The questionnaire was made available on the
Internet and redistributed among the students of the Azerbaijan University of
Languages. We used Google Forms as an instrument to collect students'
feedbacks.

The results of the questionnaire gives us information that the total
number of respondents is 69. The first question is aimed to identify "Online
assessments are better than to paper-based assessments". Of the 69 respondents
who completed the questionnaire, nearly two-thirds have indicated online
assessments (43 students).The second question has shown an interesting result.
67 students thought that teachers' technological skills help them to assess
students using various techniques, only a minority agreed with this view.
Answering this question "Can the students be evaluated well enough in online
education?” nearly a third of the students disagree (24 respondents). The
options are different to the fourth inquiry. (Online assessment measures the
students’ achievements honestly). 32 students had difficulty to answer and they
chose a neutral way, very small minority (3 students) agreed with this view
point. Approximately a similar answer was given to the fifth question. 33
students were sure, 36 were not sure that online assessment allow teachers to
measure learning outcomes more accurately.

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RESEARCH RESULTS / PE3YJIbTATHU JOC/IAXKEHHA

During the pandemic years online learning was adopted in many higher
institutions and to assess the students was realized remotely. Passing exams in
this period was so difficult and stressful. Proctored exams influenced the
students' performance adversely. Facing technical difficulties, supporting and
solving the problem was not easy for the teachers during the exam.

The following research methods for the implementation of the task were
used:

1. Theoretical analysis. 2. Questionnaire survey. A written survey was
conducted among 69 students of AUL located in Baku.

The current research paper seeks to answer the following questions:

1. Assessment is an important part of teaching process.

2. It is the final stage of the pedagogical process.

3.1t is a component of education and is closely related to other
components.

4. Assessment testifies the excellence of the education system, identifies
and diagnoses the directions of development, finds the way to achieve the goal.

The researches reveal that the teachers should follow for online
assessments the followings:

e Interactive learning opportunities should be increased;

e The teachers should plan and discuss academic integrity in the online
environment with the students;

e Instructions, rubrics, and expectations must be clear and the teachers
should give an opportunity to the students to ask questions, discuss the given
problems;

e Assessments should be provided accurately.

CONCLUSIONS AND PROSPECTS FOR FURTHER RESEARCH /

The analysis of the given article gives us an opportunity to reveal the
importance of the assessment in educational institutions. The results show that
traditional assessment methods are no longer valid. The issues like plagiarism,
cheating, checking the identity of the tests were complained by the teachers.
Mainly online exams let students to cheat, copy the assignments from various
websites without paraphrasing the statements. Very often the students ask
about postponing the submission of the assignments.

The obtained results delineate that the online assessment among the
students is not as effective as offline assessment, because it is difficult to realize
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in online education, nevertheless it is a unique method in some situations.

So, we can summarize our view points as followings:

e assessment should be chosen correctly and should be appropriate;
evaluation should be specific, fair and democratic;

evaluation should be effective (profitable) and humane;

assessment should be purposeful, effective and result-oriented;

it should be chained and conducted regularly;

evaluation should be given according to logical thinking.

We believe that with developing these assessment parameters we can

improve the quality of education and organize the learning process consciously.

Prospects for further research in this directi. Here are still many ways

to improve the assessment. The implementation of the assessment will depend
on the students' stage, the subject area, the assessment's purpose, the priorities
and direction of the university. Online assessment must be held in the
productive classroom activities, and the students should be announced the
strengths and weaknesses of their performances.

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Abstract. The article deals with the key directions of providing
professional assistance to parents of children with special education needs
by specialists of inclusive resource centers. During the research it was
determined that the effectiveness of the organization of the provision of
psychological and pedagogical, correctional and developed services
depends on the interaction of an inclusive resource center and a team of
psychological and pedagogical support for the child. It was found that
psychological and pedagogical support is a complex system of measures to
organize the education process and development of the child, provided for
by the individual development program. The article formulates the main
tasks of inclusive resource centers and key aspects of providing
professional assistance to parents of children with special education
needs. The purpose of the research is to identify key aspects and areas of
professional assistance to parents of children with special education needs
by specialists of the inclusive resource center. In order to determine the
level of provision of education services in the inclusive resource center,
the research developed and tested a questionnaire for parents of children
with special education needs in the quality provision of services by
specialists of the inclusive resource center. On the basis of the author’s
research, the realities and prospects of development and improvement of
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the system of providing professional assistance to parents of children with
special education needs have been analyzed. The questionnaire developed
by the author helped to identify key problems and shortcomings in the
provision of such assistance by specialists. The results of the research
showed the main psychological and pedagogical conditions of providing
professional assistance to parents, and also contribute to the development
of effective experimental methods of diagnosis of existing mechanisms of
professional assistance in inclusivethe resource centre which can also be
used by specialists of special education institutions. The author notes that
the results of the research may be useful in the training and retraining of
teachers, as well as in the conduct of new theoretical and experimental
research.

The solution requires finding digital tools for effective and
convenient online learning. An analysis of the didactic capabilities of the
main types of educational digital resources was carried out. It is shown
that the teacher can use such tools as digital textbooks, online games,
interactive maps, etc. during the educational process. In the conditions of
distance learning, the use of interactive boards such as: Twiddla, Miro,
Linoit, Limnu, Padlet, Jamboard, etc. is the most efficient for the joint work
of the teacher and students. The algorithm for working with the Google
Jamboard digital board is described. A list of tools for filling slides is given
and recommendations for their use are provided.

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VIEWS OF "FYUUZAT" MEMBERS ON HUMANISM

Abstract. "Fyuuzat" magazine (1906-1907) and its employees, led by
A. Huseynzadeh, played an important role in the development of
progressive socio-cultural and pedagogical thought in Azerbaijan at the
beginning of the 20th century. They fought to educate citizens with
modern thinking, morality, science and knowledge. Therefore, they
consistently propagated various educational and progressive ideas. One of
the important ideological and educational lines they promoted was
humanism education. The members of "Fyuuzat" understood and also
propagated the idea that it is impossible to achieve national development
and happiness without creating a humanistic society. In order to mobilize
the people to the new, modern society, it is necessary to educate them in a
humanistic spirit. They actively fought in this direction. The people of
Azerbaijan, as one of the ancient and civilized nations of the world, have
had humanitarian feelings since ancient times. The cultural and spiritual
wealth, literary examples, and traditions that it created clearly prove this.
In connection with the new social-political, legal, literary-cultural,
economic and educational-pedagogical conditions that arose in Azerbaijan
in the second half of the 19th century and the beginning of the 20th
century, there was a serious change in the content of the ideas of
humanism here, or rather, it acquired a new content and essence.
enriched, adapted to the requirements of the time, manifested itself in
more advanced and modern shades. Therefore, those ideas, which were
laid at that time, are still relevant today, gradually improving and
enriching. The second half of the 19th century - the beginning of the 20th
century is characterized as an extremely significant, bright, productive and
rapid development period in the life and historical destiny of the
Azerbaijani people. In this period, characterized as the period of national
renaissance, awakening and development in a broad and comprehensive
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sense is taking place in the life of our people. This development covers
various fields, from the social, political, economic, cultural-educational and
pedagogical fields to intellectual-spiritual renaissance, thought and
awakening. The foundation of our path to independence, statehood,
independence and freedom was laid in that period. The revival and rise
that has taken place leads to the creation of a democratic state like the
Azerbaijan Democratic Republic. Today's Republic of Azerbaijan is the
successor of that state. We must study and learn the incentives, values and
conditions that led to the creation of this independent state and convey it
to the next generation. The ideas of humanism with a new content, which
took shape and matured at that time, are also among the stimuli, values,
and conditions that we have mentioned. In this sense, the current topic is
relevant. Its transformation into a research object is necessary to
understand the dynamics and progress of our path to independence. These
issues mentioned in the article have found their scientific interpretation.
In the article, we have tried to focus on the effectiveness and positive
results of promoting these ideas.

INTRODUCTION / BCTYII

Formulation of the problem. The ideas of humanism with a new content
and essence, which originated in Azerbaijan in the 30s and 40s of the 19th
century, began with our first teachers, were more and more enriched, acquired
new shades, successfully experienced the stage of their formation and formation.
Finally, in the following decades, it grew from the symbols of a progressive idea
into the idea of a democratic and humanistic society. At the beginning of the
twentieth century, more precisely, after the First Russian Revolution (1905-
1907), it became more complete, improved, strengthened and became a
complete and exhausted system. This idea has merged with the socio-cultural,
legal, political and pedagogical opinion of the modern world, adapted to its
requirements. These processes were seriously influenced by the atmosphere,
socio-political, cultural and pedagogical environment created by the First
Russian Revolution. Sober-minded, erudite, flexible-thinking, living by national
affairs, deeds and occupations, having mastered the most advanced scientific,
philosophical, cultural, sociological and pedagogical achievements of the West
and East, Azerbaijani intellectuals drew the main ideological contours of the
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creation of a democratic, humanistic society in the national space, and placed in
the middle mature system. The Azerbaijan Democratic Republic, founded in
1918 thanks to the activity, strength, energy and intelligence of this
intelligentsia, was built on this basis and went down in history as the first
exemplary humanistic state system in the East.

At the beginning of the 20th century, the activity of three large groups of
intelligentsia for the development and rise of progressive ideas, including humanism,
in the socio-cultural environment of Azerbaijan attracted more and more attention.
These were “Fuyuzatists”, “Molla Nasreddins” and enlighteners who were active
outside of these two media. Although some differences in ideas and ideologies were
obvious between them, the goal was the same: to serve the independence and future
of the people, the Motherland and the children of the Motherland, to see her free,
independent and happy. Consequently, their goals and actions did not contradict
each other, moreover, one complemented the other. It was these great intellectuals
who prepared the main contours and ideological base of the ideal of a progressive
and humanistic society in the national space. They realized that the ideal of
humanism and a progressive society is not an individual concept, but the far-sighted
thinking of a far-sighted politician and sociologist, a sober, intelligent person who
understands the truths of the modern world. Kindness and philanthropy can only be
a detail and part of the ideal of a humanistic society. This idea also has other aspects:
social, political, legal, economic, cultural, spiritual, moral, etc. It is necessary to
explain these things and the essence, details, nuances, main points, and finally, the
effectiveness of these concepts. It is necessary to educate and educate the people in
this direction. History has entrusted them with this honorable task in the national
arena. They fulfilled this great and difficult mission with honor and dignity.

Among our scientists-teachers: from Akhmed Seyidov to Abbasgulu Agha
Bakikhanov, from Amir Tagiyev to Mirze Alakbar Sabir, from Azhdar Aghayev to
Farhad Agazade, from Iramin Isayev to Abbas Sakhhat, from Zenfira Mehraliyeva
to Jalil Mammadguluzade, from Adalat Jalilov to Suleiman Sani Akhundov , from
Sevinj Azimova to Firidun bey, from Uzeyir Gadzhibekov to Tovuz Eminli, from
Ali Nazmi to Muhammad Tagi Sidgi, from Ibrahim Mollaev to Gafur Rashad, from
Sevinj Namazova to Gunel Mammadova, pedagogical activities, educational
meetings, pedagogical heritage of the mentioned personalities were also
affected. In the monograph by K. Gasanova, devoted to the issues of education
and upbringing in the journal "Fyuuzat”, some space is also given to the problem
of the development of the ideas of humanism [9].

Analysis of major research and publications. In recent years, the ideas
of humanism have developed rapidly in Azerbaijan and have become one of the
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important directions of the pedagogical movement. It is natural. Thus, in the
“Law of the Republic of Azerbaijan on Education” [10], humanism is considered
as one of the main principles of the state educational policy. In recent years, a lot
of remarkable work has been done in this area, humanistic approaches to the
essence, methods, organizational forms and communication between the
teacher and the student have been formed. Baku hosted 2 international
conference-seminars (2014, 2016) on humanistic pedagogy on the topic “Moral
and moral values in education: harmonious development of the individual”,
“Center for Humanistic Pedagogy” and “Center for Humanistic Pedagogy of the
Republic”. On the initiative of ASPU Rector, Professor Jafar Jafarov, readings on
humanistic pedagogy by F.Rustamov [12], Sh. Aliyeva, M. Ilyasov, R. Aliyev,
A. Bakhshaliyev, N. Huseynova were held at ASPU and at the Shamakhi branch of
ASPU [11], [13] and others, new studies related to humanistic pedagogical ideas
appeared. Azerbaijani scientists conducted research on the theoretical and
practical problems of humanistic education, Ch. Veysalova [14] studied the
humanistic education of preschool children, Kh. Talibova [15] studied the
humanistic education of elementary school students at the level of a PhD thesis.

AIM AND TASKS / META TA 3ABAAHHA

The purpose of the article is to analyze the new content, formation, main
characteristics, dynamics of the development of the ideas of humanism in
Azerbaijan in the second half of the 19th and early 20th centuries, its place and
significance in the history of the national-cultural and pedagogical ideas of our
people, today and in the future, and to explore and reveal its significance for our
history from a scientific point of view.

In this regard, the main objectives of the study are as follows:

1) to find out the historical conditions, socio-cultural, educational and
pedagogical reasons, the main sources and origins that made it possible to
develop the ideas of humanism in a new content in the second half of the 19th
and early 20th centuries in Azerbaijan;

2) to explain the influence of humanitarian ideas that existed in the East
and in Azerbaijan since ancient times, on the formation and development of
humanistic views in the national environment in the second half of the 19th and
early 20th centuries;

3) comment on the influence of humanistic ideologists and public
enlighteners on creativity and meetings in Azerbaijan at a time when it comes to
humanistic ideas, views and traditions that exist in the West;
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4) clarify the features of manifestation, qualitative changes, the main content
and essence of the ideas of humanism in Azerbaijan in the second half of the 19th
and early 20th centuries, as well as clarify the theoretical and practical activities of
the figures, those who created and disseminated these ideas in this area;

5) to reveal the main content, essence, contours, attributes of the ideas of
humanism of the early twentieth century, their relationship with the socio-
cultural and pedagogical environment, as well as their connection with the ideal
of national independence and the creation of a democratic society;

6) determine the means of developing and promoting humanistic ideas,
comprehend the content of educational materials in textbooks, which are the
main means of educating the younger generation;

7) identify and show the role of pedagogical media in this area, which is
another important tool in promoting and educating these ideas among the
younger generation, clarify the characteristics and nature of the materials here;

8) to determine the main features, essence, nature of the new attitude
towards the female personality in the socio-cultural and pedagogical thought of
Azerbaijan with a democratic attitude;

9) to identify the characteristic and educational role of the value attached
to the woman by our national thinkers in the creation of a progressive,
humanistic society and the achievement of national progress and happiness.

THE THEORETICAL BACKGROUNDS / TEOPETHYHI OCHOBH
AOCAIAKEHHA

As you know, the beginning of the 20th century is a period of rapid and
moderate upsurge in the history of the development of the Azerbaijani people.
Ali bey Huseynzade (1864-1940) and the staff of the magazine "Fyuzat" (1906-
1907) played a significant role in the progressive movement of that time. They
make an incomparable contribution to the approval of the ideas of humanism in
social and cultural thought, their dissemination and education of the masses in
this direction [8].

An article by the famous ideologist A. Huseynzade "Salvation in love!" [8],
written during the turbulent period of the First Russian Revolution and published in
the collection Fuuzat (1906, No. 6), reveals some details of his views on humanistic
society. The author sees the establishment of a universal atmosphere of love "among
other people" as a prerequisite for the creation of such a society. He notes that the
idea that every person is obliged to love his neighbor is not relevant today. This
question exists in many ancient religions, beliefs and philosophies. In the Islamic
religion, this problem is put forward and promoted as a more acute, relevant and
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important quality of a person. It reminds me of such a well-known thesis in Islam
that "love for people is the only and true kindness". Alibey also agrees with this
traditional view that love is the most important means that will bring light, beauty,
harmony and order into the world.

The literary critic recalls and analyzes the riots, revolutionary events,
blood and massacres that took place both in Russia and in the world during his
lifetime. The reasons for their occurrence are being clarified. He recalls that the
root of all these tragedies lies in the lack of "communion-love" between the rich
and the oppressed, the oppressor and the oppressed, as well as individual
nations, peoples, clans, social groups and, finally, the state and people. "What is
love?" Ali Bey answers this question: "Love lies in the fact that people love each
other and every phrase on the path of truth" [8]. But is it possible to find this
way of salvation, to create this love on a small and large scale, from a family,
which is a small unit of society, to a "person?" The brilliant ideologist answers
this question as follows: "How and by what means can one ensure the love that
Jesus and Muhammad wanted and demanded among people, whether in Russia,
Europe or in Islamic countries? As you can see, A. Huseynzade, like the European
humanists, gives love to the creation of a humanistic society. He associates its
possibility with the existence of freedom and justice".

The brilliant ideologist also recalls that the economic, material and
exploitative interests of the hegemonic countries have seriously influenced the
restoration of humanism on a global scale. In his voluminous articles “The
Curtain Falls - The Final Speech” (“Fyuyuzat”, 1907, No. 32), “Politics-Case”
(1908-1910) and others, in his works he revealed the economic-political, socio-
legal nature and consequences Problems. The author notes that indeed
ignorance, ignorance, departure from culture lead to inhumanity, ignorance and
cruelty. However, when they are directed not to good deeds, but to evil, malice,
speculation, material interests, then love and humanity disappear. The most
obvious example of this is today's hegemonic countries. Although they have
made great strides in science, culture, education, and democracy, their
democracy and humanism end at the borders. In relation to other peoples,
including the peoples of the East, Western imperialism forgets all humanistic
values. He becomes a usurper, an exploiter, a chauvinist. “In order to suck out
the wealth of the East, he attacks it with a stream” [8]. The Europeans are not
interested in creating states in the east with a progressive, humane system.
Because such regimes are always in favor of the national interest and opposed to
colonialism, exploitation and foreigners. That is why the Europeans are trying to
maintain absolutist power, sectarian wars and bureaucracy in the Eastern
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countries. For the reason that in the socio-political structure where such
regimes exist, the country becomes weak, lags behind in development and
becomes easier to exploit. One of the modern conditions for the creation of a
humanistic society in the Eastern countries is the elimination of the so-called
deception of the West.

The article by A. Huseynzade “Murder of people under various pretexts”,
published in the newspaper “Hayat” (1906, No. 100), describes crimes, murders,
revenge, theft, robbery, etc., widespread among Muslims [8 ]. It is noted that the
actions of such "frivolous" people are contrary to "reason, logic and humanity"
and sow seeds of discord and fear in society. Such heinous actions are contrary
to the laws of both the state and Sharia. Some of these crimes are committed out
of greed, some out of revenge, and some out of ignorance and frivolity. Of course,
this is incompatible with humanity, they seriously disturb the peace in the public
environment. It is impossible to create a "physical-social” product based on
"righteousness and humanity” without eliminating this kind of flawed, hateful
thinking from the minds of people who are members of society. The author
states that our clergy and intelligentsia have a great responsibility in the
direction of eradicating such customs and eliminating such thinking from the
minds. They must carry out serious educational work in this direction and
explain it to the masses.

Ali-bek "Recommendations and Inventions to Armenian Citizens" (1905,
No. 21), "Nation and Humanity" (1906, No.77) and others, published in the
newspaper "Hayat". In his articles, he reveals the anti-humanistic nature of the
Armenians as a people. It is clarified that this ethnic community as a nation, from
ordinary people to the intelligentsia, is massively affected by such anti-human
diseases as national enmity and ethnic strife. The role of the Armenian church,
ideologists, journalists and scientists is great in this mass moral poisoning.
Instead of calling on their people for peace, reconciliation, tranquility and
humanism, these leaders sow seeds of enmity in their minds and hearts, call for
enmity, massacre and discord with the Turks (including the Azerbaijani Turks).
A. Huseynzade, who recalled the ideological sedition carried out by "Mshak" and
other Armenian newspapers in this direction, cited a poem by M. Sabir
"Beynalmilal” and the works of other Azerbaijani intellectuals calling for peace,
unity and the elimination of enmity with the Armenians [8].

As in these two articles by A. Huseynzade about the Armenian-Muslim
pogroms that took place in 1905, “The Truth about the Baku Events” by Ahmad-
bek Agayev, published in Russian in St. 1905, April, 22) in the article the
problem of political, national intrigues and humanism is treated against the

background of those massacres. The main purpose of the commentary is that
humanity cannot exist where there is political and national hypocrisy and
duplicity. Approaching the problem with the understanding of a sober politician
and sociologist, the author says that these massacres come from two sources.
The first source is fraud, uncertainty, lies, apostasy, sedition, national and
political fantasies in the nature of the Armenian people. The second source is the
"Divide and Conquer" policy deliberately pursued by tsarist politicians.
Armenian leaders and ideologists have actually become hostages of this policy.
These two insidious forces have united and created an unabashed propaganda
mechanism in the international world, consisting of lies and slander. Muslims
(Azerbaijanis) widely propagandize in many media in Russia and the world that
“oppressed and tortured” Armenians are innocently killed and robbed, subjected
to mass genocide, and they are trying to create a cruel image of Muslims. “Skillful
propaganda hands use every means and strive by any means to achieve their
ugly goals ... These conflicts and discontents have become very fertile ground for
instigators to sow the seeds of enmity, which always germinate well.” A. Agaev
points out that such insidious missions hinder the creation of a humane
environment throughout the Caucasus and kindle the flames of discord [1].

The ideas of a humanistic society are also touched upon in the cycle of
works by Gasan Sabri Aivazov [5], one of the active employees of Fuuzat, called
“Hayati-Akvam” (1906, No. 3, 4; 1907, No. 7, 27, 29). It is shown that two means
and forces are needed to manage the "vital community" (social life): "material
force" (material force, spiritual force). “Kuwayi-manaviyah” itself is divided into
four parts: “education-general, morality, justice, government-state”. All these
four forces must be designed and adjusted in such a way that they serve the
happiness, well-being and humanity of people. Creation of a humane
atmosphere in society. Education paves the way for the education of the masses,
for liberation from ignorance, for the improvement of morality and for the
salvation of justice from oppression. Together they must be combined with the
orderly, democratic, humane laws of the country, and thus a humane "life-
society” must be created.

G. Aivazov, who attaches particular importance to justice among the four
spiritual means (“strength-spirituality”), writes: “Justice. Since the human body-
community (collective body) is based on justice, it should not miss justice in
every case. If a nation is ruled by justice, that nation will always live in peace and
happiness.” There is no other way than justice to ensure the rights and interests
of each of the individuals that make up the nation, whether personal or public. If
justice in a nation decreases, the moral strength of the nation will also decrease.
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If justice completely disappears, this nation will surely decline and suffer from
poverty. Because if justice decreases, “it will immediately be replaced by
oppression, and where there is oppression, there will be corruption [5].

In G.Aivazov's story “Victims of Captivity” (“Fuuzat”’, 1907, No.16), the
tradition of young people not to take into account their personal desires and love
when creating a family is seen as something inhuman, moral slavery. The story
describes that the parents want to give the young and beautiful girl to Sanekha not
for the beloved young man, the village teacher Ramzi, but for the rich bek. Because
Ramsay is poor. Ramsay loves Saneha too. Young people are forced to commit
suicide because they see that they are not destined to be together. Thus, both young
people become victims of the inhuman laws of social reality [5].

Humanistic ideas are clearly manifested in the work of the famous fuyuzat
poet Muhammad Hadi (1879-1920). In the poem “Fazali-insania” (1907, No. 1)
published in the collection, the poet speaks for the first time about the honor
and dignity of a person. However, this distinguishes imperfect people from
perfect people. He considers great that person whose heart and deeds are
illuminated by the "light-truth" and benefit his people. He must consider the
world as his homeland, all people as brothers, create a paradise of brotherhood
in the garden of the world, preserve the miracles of the prophets, starting with
Adam, and bury enmity in the grave of eternity [6].

In the poem “Historical Tragedies of People”, he expresses with regret and
heartache that the history of all mankind is a history of bloodshed, massacres,
murders, wars and tragedies. Instead of loving each other, creating harmony,
brotherhood, peace and happiness, people often exploited each other, lost their
humanity, love and kindness. In fact, these are actions that do not correspond to
the joy, honor and high status of a person. Unfortunately, these are the bitter
truths of the story that began with Abel and Cain, the sons of the prophet Adam.

The humanistic views of the "fuuzatists" with new content, missions to
educate the masses in this direction were quite effective. At the beginning of the
20th century, it played an important role in educating the people in this spirit, as
well as in shaping the national ideology of creating a humanistic society and
state on a democratic basis in the national space.

RESEARCH METHODS / METOJAU AOC/IIAXXEHHA

During the study, the following methods were used: theoretical-historical and
comparative analysis, study and systematization of scientific, pedagogical, literary,
artistic, historical, philosophical materials and documents related to the problem.

The scientific novelty of the study lies in the fact that in the second half of
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the 19th century and the beginning of the 20th century, the main features of the
organization and formation of the ideas of humanism in Azerbaijan in a new
content are studied, the dynamics of development, the place and role of our
people are revealed. In the history of national-cultural and pedagogical thought,
the humanistic ideas of our people's enlighteners, humanism, their views on new
worldviews and humanistic views are determined, their influence on the history
of modern education and pedagogical ideas is revealed.

RESEARCH RESULTS / PE3YJIbTATH JOC/IAKEHHA

Thus, based on the above, we can come to the following conclusions:

e the second half of the 19th and the beginning of the 20th century,
characterized as a period of national revival in the history of the development of
the Azerbaijani people, is characterized by fundamental innovations, a turning
point and a gradual rise in the socio-political, literary, cultural, pedagogical,
school, educational, economic, and economic life of the Azerbaijani people. Our
people is being formed as a nation;

e in socio-political, cultural-pedagogical and educational thought there is
a process of awakening and national self-consciousness. The foundation of the
ideas of national independence and freedom is being laid. These ideas go back to
the idea of creating a national state, a progressive and humane society. In the
advanced socio-political thought in the national space, the ideology of creating a
national state, a democratic social order, a civil society based on freedom and
equality is being formed;

e the group of national elite intellectuals with high intellect is growing,
who can create, live and develop all these ideas. They work with great
perseverance, zeal and effort, with modern thinking and the fire of citizenship,
ideologically and theoretically preparing and educating the people for a new
construction, a new society, and use all possibilities and means for this. They use
the power and possibilities of the press, theater, fiction, journalism, oral
presentations, schools and educational centers, textbooks, children's press;

e our advanced intelligentsia, advanced educators and ideologists are also
well aware that in order to create a structure based on the freedom of the
Motherland, the freedom of the people, the independence of the nation and at the
same time a democratic society, social equality and fraternity, humanistic ideas must
be addressed on the scale of the whole society. It is impossible to build a democratic
and humane society without humanitarian ideas dominating the mind;

e our people's educators, thinkers and ideologists are fluent in these
ideas in order to correctly propagate humanistic ideas, honestly, meaningfully
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and in accordance with the requirements of the time to build educational work
in this direction.

They have important resources to assimilate, study and, finally, apply
these progressive ideas and concepts in the public environment. Two of these
sources are especially important and deserve attention.

The first of these sources was the East and the literary, cultural, legal,
political and moral riches it created, as well as a number of progressive
traditions of the East. Our national thinkers, themselves from the East, know and
recognize the East well, and have successfully taken advantage of the
humanitarian ideas promoted by its great artists over the centuries.

Our enlightened people, who are Turkic-Azerbaijani by nationality, were
well aware of the virtues that have existed since ancient times, associated with
humanism in social views and traditions, literature, and the spiritual wealth of
the Turks and Azerbaijanis. They skillfully used these qualities in their
ideological propaganda and practical activities.

Our progressive intelligentsia, knowing Russian (and some other
European languages) and brought up in secular schools of a new type, is well
acquainted with the past and present of Western culture, its history, humanistic
ideas, the content and nuances, details of these ideas, and finally, the democratic
development, that it brought to the West, they were friends. They duly embraced
the humanistic views of the European humanists of the Renaissance and the
European intellectuals of the 18th century. They could well understand that
freedom, equality and that indispensable role in building a democratic society,
which these views assigned to the European peoples. That is why they are trying
to transfer these views and ideas to the national environment, striving for its
development in the national socio-political reality, they wanted to educate the
people in this spirit.

The 19th century can be considered the initial stage in the development of
humanistic ideas with a new content in Azerbaijan, that is, the stage of formation
and formation: these ideas germinated through the work of our first
enlighteners in the 30-40s. century, M.F.Akhundov, "Ekinchi", "Ziya", employees
of the newspaper "Kashkul", M. Shahtakhtly, M. Sidgi, S. Genizade and others.

The beginning of the 20th century is a stage of maturation, stabilization
and formation of an integral socio-political and legal concept in the development
of the ideas of humanism with a new content in Azerbaijan. Leading ideological
thinkers, employees of the magazines "Molla Nasreddin", "Fuyuzat" and other
magazines made a great contribution to this work. The Azerbaijani intelligentsia
also faced serious resistance from the old-timers, the reactionary clergy, black

gangs and some of the media organizations supporting them in propaganda,
indoctrination and dissemination of humanistic ideas with new content.

CONCLUSIONS AND PROSPECTS FOR FURTHER RESEARCH /
BUCHOBKHU TA INIEPCIIEKTHUBMU INIOAAJIbIHIUX JOC/TIAKEHD

The main theses of humanistic ideas with new content, which were
disseminated and promoted by our national intelligentsia, were something like
this: all people should love each other, be brothers, regardless of race, gender,
religion, national and social affiliation, financial and civil status, authority and
privileges, should render each other mutual assistance, respect and honor.
Everyone must have equal rights before society, the state and the law, and
everyone from the family to the state must bear the same social, political and
legal responsibility in society. Oppression, injustice, class differences must be
eliminated, everyone must live freely and with equal rights. Benevolence,
kindness, generosity, love for people, compassion, care, sincerity, friendship,
camaraderie should become a recognized mission, action and deed of all
members of society. Malice, evil, exploitation, the desire to seize the rights and
property of each other must be eliminated. Because without these things it is
impossible to create a progressive and humane society, so that people achieve
normal progress and happiness, live freely and with equal rights.

During the period we are talking about, the propaganda of the ideas of
humanism and the education of the people in this direction were carried out in
different directions. Among them, the "adult" press, school textbooks, books for
reading and pedagogical press were of particular importance;

If the press “for adults” is intended to educate the entire population, general
theoretical materials with more serious, comprehensive content were published,
then in textbooks, anthologies and pedagogical press intended for “small ones”, there
is a place for simpler essays and more artistic and pedagogical texts. In these artistic
and pedagogical texts, individual details of humanism were explained. In these
works, a general concept was set and explained to the younger generation as follows:
People need each other. They cannot live happily without loving each other and
being kind to each other. Love and mutual respect between people lead to happiness,
equality and freedom for all.

Our national thinkers understood perfectly well that the younger
generation is the future of the nation, and paid special attention to its upbringing
in a humanistic spirit.

For the first time in the Islamic East, since the middle of the 19th century,
a tendency and mission appeared in progressive thought to attach high value to
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the personality of a woman. Although such a tendency sometimes appeared in
the art of the Middle Ages, it was not practical and was not applied in public life.
From the middle of the XIX century this direction and mission began to acquire
both theoretical and practical content.

Prospects for further research in this direction. Azerbaijani thinkers
and ideologists of education realized that a humane attitude towards a woman
and her personality is an integral part of humanism. Women make up half of the
population. They perform the function of a great educator in the sense of raising
children. That is, in addition to a great social force, she is also a great teacher.
She must actively participate in building the community. In order for this
mission to become a reality, the traditional attitude towards a woman must
change, she must be freed from spiritual slavery. Women must come out from
under the veil, have equal rights with men, receive the necessary rights and
freedoms, participate in education, be able to work side by side with men in all
matters. The ideal of building a humanistic and democratic society is associated
with a new attitude towards the female personality.

Thus, during the period we are talking about, the organization and
formation of the ideas of humanism with a new content had a significant impact
on the creation of the idea and ideal of national independence, freedom, equality
and statehood in Azerbaijan, on the awakening of public consciousness and,
finally, on the formation of our independent states like ADR.
